A Letter from Japan.

Extract of the letter dated Ist October 1953 received from Sri V. K.
Narasimhan, Tokyo who has gone there on a study visit and
who is an active member of the Junior Red Cross in Japan.

Extremely happy to receive your letter......
you might have learned many things from the
Director and Assistant Director, Japanese
Junior Red Cross, Tokyo. Mr. Honjo is the
Director and Mrs. Sachiko Hasimoto is the
Asgistant Director; they are very kind to me
and often they visit my boarding house and
some times we visit their houses. Under the
Junior Red Cross we have organised an Inter-
national Gothemba Club last year and I was
the Vice-President, again I was elected as the
Vice-President this year. In this club every
month we visit some places where Junior Red
Cross members take care of us. Last year we
were mvited to some school in Chiba. There,
more than 10,000 students and other people
were  waiting at the station for hours to
welcome us and we stayed at the Mayor’s
house. I never expected that such o big
welcome party was arranged. If you Like to
have some photographs of that city I will
send it for your association. From the last
year Lam very active member of the Red
Cross in Japan, so I am always busy.

However I should like to introduce myself
to you. I belong to Bangalore, completed
my education at the St. Joseph's, T came to
Japan to study Sitk Industry last May. Now
I am studying at the Japanese University
{Tokyo University of Agriculture and Textile
Faculty) and hope to return next year. Now I
made up my mind to work for the Red Cross,
so that after coming back to India I will work
for the Red Cross. Before, I wasin Madras

As you know at present I don’t have
mote except few songs of India, so will you
kindly helpus? From here I will send few
songs and the message to our Red Cross
members after two weeks.

As you know in Japan there were lately
typoon and also floods everywhere. I had
been to some places with Red Cross members
to help them for this I would like to suggest
you to send some books fo the Red Cross
hospital. They like Indian culture and litera-
ture and so on. So I hope you will do this.

Why don’t you send some Junior members
to visit this country so that I will take care of
them here so that they can see many things of
the Junior Red Cross work ¢ If you send some
members, the age should be between 18—25.

Mounting of Pictures and Drawings.

As all Juniors kuow, one of the aims of the
Junior Red Cross is the promotion of Inter-
national Friendliness. For many years this
aim was carried out by the exchange of albums
between Juniors of groups in one country to
those in another through the International
Headquarters. Lately another way of promo-
ting International Friendliness has been
foliowed by many countries, notably  Canada,
United States of America and Japan; and this
is by organising International *Child Art
Exhibitions. In this way children of one
country see the pictures painted ‘by children
in other countries and in other parts of their
own country. Thus they come to know of
each others’ lives, their ways of living, their
garles, their dances, their festivals and
80 on.

During 1953 we in Madras collected and sent
pictures to Japan. The pictures were all very
nicely drawn and beautifully painted. But
some of these in reaching us through the post
were found crushed and spoilt. It looked a

pity that such beautiful pictures should be so
spoilt by bad packing. Many of them were
rolled and packed in mewspaper or brown
paper. No wonder they got crushed.

If these pictures had been mounted on stiff
boards and packed between stiff cardboards
they would not bave been spoilt and would
have reached us in good condition. We
therefore appeal to all Juniors and to Counsel-
lors to mount their pictures suitably on stiff
rounting boards. Such mountimg hoards
may cost alittle money but it is worth spending
that money to keep the pictures from being
spoilt. Just as Juniors save money for many
other things they can also save money for
mounting boards. White, cream, grey and
light pink will make suitable mounts. Thrifty
Juniors can also save up mounts from old
group photographs, packing boards and old
cardboard boxes. We trust that Juniors and
Cbunsellors will follow these instructions and
send us well mounted and safely paclifed
Ppictures in future.

The Late Sri. P. S. V. Nambi.

It is with deep sense of sorrow that we have
to report in this issue the sudden death of Rao
Sahib Sri P. 8. V. Nambi at 7-30 am. on
Sunday the 4th October at his residence, 70,
Peters Road, Royapettah, Madras, of heart
failure, at the age of 63.

Only the previous day, Saturday the 3rd
October, SriP. 8. V. Nambi was fully occu-
pred with the valedictcry funetion of the pilob
training course from 2 to 7 pm (A report of
this function appears elsewhere m this issue).
Apart from supervising every detail of the
arrangements he made a comprehensive
statement on the conduct of the course and
announced the -result of the practical and
written tests held for the trainees He was at
the Red Cross Buildings untd well after
7 p-m. and until the visitors and the trainees
had left. There was no indication of anything
wrong with his health gt that time. It was

therefore a shock for the members in the City
when they heard the news of his death the’
next morning. .

The late Sri Nambi was a member of the
General Committee of the Indian Red Cross
Society, Madras State Branch, and of the
Junior Red Cross Sub-Committee, Chairman
of the Blood Bank Sub-Committee and Hono-
rary Secretary and Treasurer of the Madras
City Branch. The followmg sesolution was
passed unanimously at the meeting of the
Junior Red Cross Sub-Committee held on 19th
November 1953 when Srimathi O. C. Srini.
vasan, Director of Public Instruction, Madras
State, presided :—

« The Junior Red Cross Sub-Committee
places on record its deep sense of sorrow
at the sudden death of Rao Sahib Sri
P.S. V. Nambi. The Committee consi-



ders his death as an irrepairable loss to
the cause of the Junior Red Cross and
conveys its heart felt sympathy and
condolence to Mrs, Nambi, his son and
all the other members of the bereaved
family, ”

The Junior Red Cross Counsellors Council
(City Branch) have also passed a condolence
resolution at an extra-ordinary meeting held
on 9th October 1953 under the presidentship
of Sri R. Y. Somasundaram, Headmaster,
Egmore High School, Egmore, Madras.

ciples of the Jumor Red Cross by their
personal example. Sri P. 8. V. Nambi, Hono-
rary Secretary of the Madras City Branch,
reviewed the performance of the trainees in

their practical’ and written tests held at the
end of the course, and anuounced at the meeting
that all the 41 trainees had passed the test.
Srimathi Srinivasan in the course of her speech
informed the trainees of the vast amount of
attention and interest which the Junior Red
Cross obtained in other countries and the zeal,
industry and goodwill ‘of the children and
described how the Junior Red Cross fitted into
the practical activities of schools under the
re-organised scheme of education. The func-
tion came to an end after a vote of thanks
proposed by Sri Somasundaram, Headmaster
of the Egmore High School, Madras.

The course was conducted wunder the
guidance and supervision of the Honorary
Director, Junior Red Cross and Sri P. S. V.
Nambi and with the assistance and co-opera-
tion of Kumari Susila, Women Christian
College, Sris : Somasundaram, Dasaratharaman,
Saravanabhavan, Kumari Saraswathi and
others.
