NOTES ON TRAINING
CUB NOTES

1. Assembly of Cubs: The Cubmaster stavds in the
«Centre of the ground, The sixes are standing in their Six
.corners. The Cubmaster calls ‘“* PACK—PACK—PACK”, On
hearing this, the Cubs respond with one short and sharp cry
«PACK ” and run up and form a ROCK CIRCLE standing
_shoulder to shoulder round the Cubmaster and keep jumping
on their toes When the cirele is properly iormed, the Cub-
master says ‘“ PARADE CIRCLE” on which the Cubs stop
‘jumping, join hands and step back to form the Parade Circle.

2. Cub Greeting: The Cubmaster shows the signal for
greeting by stretching his hands to the sides and then putting
them down slowly to his side. When the hands are being
dropped the Cubs also squat with their two hands pointing
.downward, (the middle finger and the index finger of the two
hands are stretched out close together pointing towards the
.ground — The fingers should not touch the ground in the squat-
ting position) and start atonce “ Aa-Ke-Lah. We-eel-do-eur-
dest.” On reaching the last word, they all jump up, stand, and

2
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put thejr two hands to the sides of their heads with two~
fingers of each hand pointing upwards and close together.
The appointed Sixer calis out, ‘‘Dyb-Dyb-Dyb.Dyb’’, Then
every Cub after the fourth ‘“ Dyb” drops his left hand smartly
to the side and keeps the right hand at the Cub Salute (Two-
fingers spread out) and says ‘‘ We-eel-Dob-Dob-Dob-Dob .

At the last *“Dob”’ each cub drops his right hand to his side
and stands at the alert position.

N. B. (a) The Sixer appointed to lead the ‘* Cub Greet--
-ing " stands along with his SIX on the Circle. He does not
step into the circle during the Greeting.

- (b) If there is a Flag - the Cubs form a Circle round
the Flag and the Cubmaster stands close to.the Flag Staff.

(¢) The Cubrﬁaster in the centre of the circle
stands at alert during the Cub Greeting and salutes only when
the Cubs come to salute and say Dob-Dob-Dgb-Dob.

(d} During the Cub Greeting all Assistant Cub«
masters and others stand in a line outside the circle and stand
at alert and they do not salute.

3. Use of “Balaveer”. The Pack should be called to-
the assembly by the words ‘* PACK-PACK-PACK "’ Do not use-

" Balaveer ”’, The greeting ‘* Jaya Bharat '’ 1s dropped in
favour of the method described 1n para ‘2" above.

4. Use of the word “ Akela”. The term ‘*Akela’ is
not officially recognised except in the Cub Greeting.

5. Synoanym of the termm Cub. Cubs will be called
“@mrwise” in Tamil and not “ureeisn”. Nor will the term.
“erugLllesam” in Tamil be used, In English also the word
“Wolf”’ should not be used.

6. Use of Mowgli Story: The Mowgli Story must be-
used to bring up the jungle atmosphere  Jungle stories culled
out from our Epics must necessarily be narrated to the Packs
and the Training Course along with the Mowgl Story, (Vide
the resolution of the all India Training Committee-Scout
Merger-passed at Bombay in May 1947.) -

7. Use of Jungle Dances. All Jungle dances from the
Mowgli Story except Baloo Dance, may be taught to the Cubs.
But these will be called plays, e.g. * Sherk Khan’s Death Play”’

Balioo Dance will be out of place 1n our Scheme in view of
our Cub Law and Promise,
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8. Use of Whistles. Whistles should not be used in pack
work. The sharp call ‘““Pack’ should bring the Pack to
attention. Whistles are a mechanical invention and deny the
chances for personel contact between the Cubmaster and the
Cubs. Whistles if found necessary may be used only during the
games,

9. Totem Poles: Since we have not taken up the idea
of the Wolf Cub Pack, we may not have Totem Poles with the
Wolf head as the crest. This is however optional,

10. Hand book- “THE WOLF CUBS HAND BOOK'™
is the basis and TEXT BOOK OF INDIAN CUBBING.

Satisfy Desire for Adventure

It is very importast that we consider the urges of our
scouts when making a programme. The desire to be something
that he 15 not is deep down n every boy. Once a boy was seen
riding a bicycle on a wall about eight feet high and about four
feet wide. Why do you suppose the boy did that.? It was
dangerous. Why do boys do that type of thing? Why do
they break windows and steal fruits from tree tops? Itis the
urge to escape from the humdrum of ordinary existence You
must provide this opportunity for escape in your Troop

programme.
Character We Want

Three short, simple words will make this clear : “ See, Can ;
“Will’’. Does the Scout see what to do? Can hedo it ? Will
he do1it? SEE, CAN, WILL, We wish to get the Scout to the
place where, as he faces a situation, he can se¢ more and more
clearly what to do , more and more adequately can do what is
needed ; more and more shortly ws/l do what he sees ought to
be done. This is the kind of character we want in our scouts.

Woodcraft

Scouting is an Eduecation in citizenship through woodcraft.
«Give a boy plenty of normal outdoor scouting and let that be
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his introduction to woodcraft. Donot teach the subject in a.
class room. Thereis only one teacher of this all-obsorbing-
subject and that is Dame Nature herself. Our task is the-
humbler one of bringing the boy to the right school, Put him
into contact with Nature and let her do the rest.

Man Contact

An essential reed in the life of a boy is man contact—it is.
better put in the plural—men contaci. Every boy (if he lives)
must by the nature of things, become a man and hence he-
needs the guidance, the helping hand, the inspiration, yes, the
example of a man who has acheived what this youth is becom--
ing. This man may indeed become the boy’s hero; the one on
whom he gazes in admiration and nearly worships as his.
guiding star. *

Records

Some simple record keeping is necessary in a troop for a
variety of reasons. Firstly, it helps to keep the Troop-
traditions going ; and, secondly, it leaves everything in good
order for your successor., Much of the work can be done by
others —preferably by the the Troop Leader or Patrol Leaders
or others, but the responsibility of seeing that it is done rests
with the Scoutmaster alone. Your troop should certainly
possess all necessary records, such as attendance, subscriptior
records and accounts, Individual records of scouts showing theif
progress in scouting, Court of Honour minutes, a stock book or-
equipment, etc of the troop, a Troep Log book, files of corres-
pondence. A conscious attempt should be made to keep them.
always up-to-date. It is fatally easy to neglect them and have
a grand write up once a year or whenever the spirit moves you,.
but it is not the best way, and proper record keeping is another-
good habit which we can teach our boys.

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HISTORY OF GUIDING

The Story of the Origin of the Guide movement
(By Kumari C. JOHN. S O C (Guides)

{An appropriate test for Gaides to be taken up now in view
~of the approching Guide Golden Jubilee 1s the Origmn, history
and development of Guiding. This article will be useful in
-the absence of reference books).

(1) Scouts into Guides

B. P. says ‘“ The Guides began it themselves. They came

-in without being invited, to the first Rally of Scouts at Chrystal

Palace in 1909, sleeves rolled up and sotks rolled down and

“bristling with equipment calling themselves ‘ Girl Scouts ' on a

rainy day in September wearing Khaki Shirts and big Cow-boy
hats.”

When Scouting began to spread hke wild fire, all over
-the country, the girls found this so facinating and nothing in
-the game of Scouting which they could not do. Even signal-
ling, Tracking, despatch carrying and fire-lighting were easily
learnable. Things like first-Aid, they excelled in, So they set
-0 work, getting pamphlets and equipment from Scout Head-
-quarters by giving their name like * J. Smith’. Scouts with all
their observation thought ‘ J’ stood for John, when it really
stood for Joan' These early ‘ Girl Scouts’ were from the upper
and professional class. They were adventurous people accu-

-stomed to doing whatever their brothers were doing in their
“bolidays with plenty of pocket-money to spend. There were
nearly 2,000 giurls who had by this time obtained copies of '
“ Scouting for boys ! and trained themselves mn Tenderfoot and
Second class work. Though they had no Officers, they applied
for Registration. Many had worked at First Class Test and
could have won a badge, had there been any one to examine
them So they conducted their own activities They hung them-
selves, round with Billy-Cans and Water-bottles, cut off proom
handles tor poles and equipped themselves for adventure. Off
-they went leaping over dykes on their poles, crawling on all
{fours in the fields, searching the country-side for miles in
search of broken eggs, cattle stealers amd lost travellers.
Their haversacks bulged with bandages, just as their heads
bulged with plenty of ideas, for they took their mission very
-seriously indeed.

They even brought it back to their Schools. The alarming
names of their patrols, such as Wild Cats, Night-hawks™
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Kangaroos, etc, infuriated their Headmistress who rightly
called them * Tom Boys’.

A group of these determined girls, unattended by any-
grown up, gate crashed into the Crystal Palace Rally on
September 4th, 1909, dressed in upauthorised and highly-
original imitation of Scout Uniform. With great effrontery,
they sent up message to the Founder demanding that they too
should be inspected!, *“ Who are you 2"’ He asked *‘We are
‘ Girl Scouts * ““ was their reply, The Founder was dumbfoun-
ded. A prablem indeed: He never ment it tor the Girls ! Nor
did he want them to imitate the boys—However the Founder-
was equal to the occasion. ‘

Seeing their enthusism, Lord Baden Powell bowed to the
inevitable, and gave them a separafe Scheme of Training on

the lines of the Scouts. B.Ps’ sister Agne-Powell took charge
of them.

The training started from the kitchen, the nursery, the
sick-bed—the natural habitat of woman-preparing them for-
hospital nursing, cooking, home nursing. ambulance work and
raising them morally in chivalry, patriotism, and courage.
Their aim as wives and mothers was to be’partners and
comrades, rather than dolls’.

He named ‘them ‘Guides’ after one of the most famous
regiments in the Indian Army, distinguished for their general
hardiness, courage and resourcefulness. . Thus. ‘ Wild Cats’
became ‘ Violets’; ‘ Night Hawks’ became °‘Nightingales ’
singing their way through lite!

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The 17th International Scout Conference,

New Delhi 29th July to 3rd August 1959

The conference was held in the air-conditioned halls of the palatial
Vigyan Bhavan, New Delhi. This was the first time in the Boy Scout
Movement, since its 1nseption in 1907, that nearly 200 scout leaders and
—observers from various countries met in the East, particularly in India

Inaugural Session

On 20th July, in the afternoon, there was the Inaugural Session. The
Prime Minmister, Mr. Jawaharlal Nehrn, was greeted with a fanfare of
trumpets at the main entrance to the Vigyan Bhavan, The Bulbuls garland-
him. Later he took up his seat on the dais with Lord Rowallan, Maj-Gen,
D. C. Spry, Sr1 Mangaldas Pakwasa, Dr. H. N. Kunzru, Mrs. Lakshmi
Mazumdar, Mr. Justice Vivian Bose, St Madan Mohan and other members
of the Inter-national Committee. Overlooking the dais was a Jarge portrait
of Lord Baden Powell with his hand resting on the top of a globe, proclaim-
ing that the movement had spread far and wide embracing over millions of

scouts,

At the stroke of 5 P.M., the functional inaugural ceremony began with
the sounding of a conch-shell. The marching into the packed auditorium of
64 Boy Scouts and Girl Gmdes of Delhi State in paurs carrying the flags of
the participating nations and lining up on erther side of the auditormum after
parting near the centre of the dais, was a sight to see. They trooped 1n to
the tune of the 10th Werld Jamboree song.

Shri: Mangaldas Pakwasa welcomed the Prime Minister, delegates,
observers and others present. Messages from the President, Vice-President of
India, the Shah of Iran, the World Chief Cuide (Lady B. P}, Col. John Wil-
son, Mrs. Indra Gandhi, Governors and Chief Ministers of States and many
others were read by Major. General Spry, Dairector of the Inter-national
Bureau, who took the permission of the Scount leaders fo send a message of
thanks to the President and Vice-President of India and ¢ warmest Love ’ to
Lady B. P.

Inaugurating the Conferance, the Prime Minister said that he was on
the point of sayigg * Fellow Scouts ”” but then he was not sure 1f he would
be justified 1n saying'that because he had not had the advantage of belonging
to any scout organisation 1n his youunger days.. But he was happy, to see all
round him people of his age, not as scouts but as Scouters. This meant that
people of his age could st1ll do some service towards the movement.

A movement, Mr. Nehru said, is born out of a multitude of Ideas-
Some of the 1deas disappear or are suppressed and some continue to hive as 4
the case with the Scout Movement. When Lord Baden-Powall thought o
the Scout Movement, he dfd it at the right moment, the Psychologicas
moment , and 1t spread rapidly all over the world- *Ican assure you’
saad Mr. Nehru, * that we 1in India, as also the Government of India, attach
great importance to this movement and want 1t to spread and would hike to
he!p 1n its spread as much as 1t 1s possible. "’

The essence of the Scout movement, the Prime Minister continued, lay
only 1n 1ts voluntary character. He doubted 1f the movement would have
caught on, as it has, 1f1t had had official patronage. He did not thinkit
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would be good for a movement of this kind to become officialised 1n any way.
Essentially, 1t should be a movement, with the goodwill of the . Government
certainly, but a non-official movement standing oh 1ts own feet, determining
1ts own future and evolving 1ts own rules and conventions. It should be
self-reliant and not a pale copy of some government department. ‘I remem-
ber ”’, said Mr. Nehru, to have read a phrase by Lord Baden Powell almost
exactly twenty years ago, that 1t was the purpose of this organisation to build
up the next generation' which 18 sane in an 1nsane warld. I suppose 1t was
very soon after Lord -Baden Powell said that that the second world war broke
out. His message, evideutly, did not go far then. Well, whether 1t went
far or not, the message was a right message, and we have to try to be sane
even though all kinds of forces 1n the world drive us almost to 1nsanity. An
orgamisation of this type, more particularly influencing the muinds of the
young,.of the growing, can have a very powerful influence 1n that direction

He said that the scout movement was of basic importance 1n moulding
people’s character. 1t cQuld play an aymportant role by creating an atmosph-
ere of fellowship, comradeship and understanding which 1s far more 1mpor-
tant than political understanding. He rgferred to the message of the Great
Emperor Asoka, ¢ respect the faith of the other pesson, then only will he
respect your faith ’’.

After a vote of thanks proposed by Lord Rowallan, the day’s session
came to a close.
