My best thanks are due to Prof. V. V. Mirashi
who kindly edited and revised these notes and helped at
every stage of work. Notes on the Muhammadan inscrip-
tions have been compiled by Mr. M. A. Suboor, the Comn
Expert, attached to the Museum.

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INSCRIPTIONS OF THE MAURYAS
No. 1
THE DEOTEK SLAB

[On loan from the Archeological Department of the
Government of India. |

This slab was lying under a tamarird tree near an old
temple at-Deotek, a village in the Chand3 district, 50 miles
south-east of Nagpur. It contains two inscriptions, both of
which are fragmentary. The earlier of the two is inscribed
lengthwise and is in characters resembling those of the
inscriptions of Adoka. Originally the lines of this inserip-
tion seem to have extended to the right-hand end of the
slab, but nearly halt the portion on thé right-hand side has
been chiselled off to make room for the later inscription
Yhich was incised by.the order of the Vikitaka king Rudra-
sena I. This latter inscription is inscribed breadthwise.

The earlier inscription records the order of some king
(Swamyj), probably Asoka, to the people of Chikambari that
whoever captures or kills (animals) wculd be punished:
The second inscription records that the building at which
the stone was kept was the place of religious worship
(Dharma-sthanam) of the king Rudrasena (I) of the
Vakataka family.

Chikambari mentioned in both the inscriptions is
modern Chikmiri, a village adjoining Deotek.

DHUANDHAR KUSHAN INSCRIPTIONS

Two statues of Kushin period were found near the
famous water-fall of the Narmada river at Bheraghit. The
inscriptions on them-show that they were mstalled by the
daughter of the king Bhivaka or Bhimaka about
2,000 years ago.

The object of this inscription in the Brahmi characters
is to record the dedication of.a slab with foot prints by the
Bhagadatta, a king of Bhara Clan. This Bhara Clan is
probably identical with the later Bharaivas of the
Vakataka age..

No. 4
ARANG PLATES OF MAHA-JAYARAJA
[Of about the end of the 5th Century 4. D.}

These three plates with their -seal were obtained by
Col. Bloomfield from Arang, a vllage about 20 miles
east of Raipur~ They form a charter issued from Sarabha-
pura by thé king Maha-Jayaraja granting Pamva, a willage.
in the Pdrva-rashtra “ Eastern Country”, to Brahma-
devasvamin.

The inscription is in Sanskrit and is written in the box-
headed characters. It is dated on the 25th day of thé
month Magha in the fifth regnal year of Mahi-Jayardja.

The record probably belongs to the end of the fifth century

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No. 5

THE KHARJAR PLATES AND SEAL OF
MAHA-SUDEVARAJA

[Of about the 6th Century A. D.]

These three plates with the ring and seal attached were
dug up at Khariar in the Raipur district, Central Provinces.

The inscription is one of the king Ma' 3-Sudevardja and
is dated on the 29'h day of Sravana in the second year of
his reign. It was issued from Sarabhapura, probably his
capital. It records the grant of the villages Navannpaka
pear Sambilaka in the Kshitimandihdra fo a certain
Vijasaneyin Vishnusvimin of the Kau$.ka gotra. Navap-
naka may be Nahni, 3 miles south of Khariar.

The seal bears the figure of Gajalakshmi in relief, and
a legend which tells us that Maha-Sudeva was the son of
Manamitra and grandson of Prasanna.

 The language of the inscription is Sanskrit, and the
script the box-headed wvarjety of the Central Indian
alphabet.

THE ARANG PLATES OF THE TIME
OF MAHA-SUDEVARAJA

[Of about the 6th Century A. D.]

These three plates were discovered in the possession
of a cultivator of Arang in the Raipur district. They
record the grant of the village Sivilingaka in the Tosadda-
bhukt to a number of Brahmanas made by Pratihira Bhe-
gilla and confirmed by the king Mahi-Sudevardja of
Sarabhapura. The plates were issued in the eighth year of
the king’s reign on the 21st day of Vaisakha.

Tosadda may be Tusdi near Dumarpalli, about
30 miles south-east of Arang.
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The inscription isin Sanskrit, written in the box-
headed characters.

RAIPUR PLATES OF MAHA-SUDEVARAJA
[Of about the 6th Century A. D.]

These three plates and the seal, which bears Lakshrni
with an elephant stinding on either side, were obtained by
Col. Bloomfield at Raipur, Central Provinces.

The inscription is a charter of Maha-Sadevarija issued
from Sarabhapura granting on the occdsion of the Uttara-
yana Sankranti t¢ two Brihmanas the village of Srisahika
(Sirsihi in the Baloda Bazar tahsil of Raipur district) in the
“Eastern Country”. The language is "Sanskrit, and the
script box-headed. It is ‘dated on the 9th- day of-the
month. Migha in "the 10th year of the reign of Naha-
Sudevardja. The record probably belongs to the beginning
of the 6th Century A. D.

INSCRIPTIONS OF THE VAKATAKAS
No. 8
THE SEONI PLATES OF PRAVARASENA II
[Of the 5th Century A. D.]

These five plates and seal were purchased from
Dsu Gond of Siwani. It is not known where they were
originally found.
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The inscriptiop, which is in Sanskrit, written in box-
headed characters registers a grant, by Pravarasena II of the
Viakitaka dynasty of the village Brahmapiiraka (Bahmni
near Karanja in the Bhandara district) in the Bennikirpara
Division. It mentions Koilapiiraka and Karaiijaviraka
which are identical with Koolpa and Kirnji inthe Amgaon
Zamindari of the Bhandara district. The record is dated
on the 18th year of the reign of Pravarasena II.

TIRODI PLATES OF PRAVARASENA II
[Of the 5th Century A.D.]

[Presented to the Museum by Mr. Bisrimj , Manganese
Contractor, Tirodi.]

These¢ plates were discovered at Tirodi 8 miles to the
south-east of Katangi in the Bilaghit district. They were
issued from Narattafigaviri by the Vakataka king Pravara-
sena II on the 12th day of the dark half of the month
Magha in his twenty-third regnal year. They record the
grant to a Brihmana named Varuparvya of the village
Kosambakhanda (modern Kosumba 6 miles south-west of
Tirodi) in the western part of Benndkata, which was
bounded on the east by Jamali, on the south by Vardha-
minaka, on the west by Mrigasima and on the north by
Mallakapedhaka.

Pravarasena II ruled in the first half of the 5th
Century A. D.

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No. 10
PATTAN PLATES OF PRAVARASENA II
[Of the 5th Centiry A. D.]

This set of five copper-plates was discovered in 1935
at Pattan in the Multar tahsil of the Betul district It
registers the grant by Pravarasena II of the Vikataka dynasty,
of 400 nivartanas of land in the village Advatthakhctaka
(modern Pattan) for the maintenance of a sattra or chari-
table feeding house in honour of the foot-prints of NMaha-
purusha (Vishgu). The chartér was issued from the capital
Pravarapura and is dated on the seventh tithi of the dark
fortnight of*Kiartt'ka in the twenty-seventh year of Pravara-
sena IU's reign. 'The scribe was Kilidiasa who was serving
unger the Senapati Katyayana. He is different from the
great Sanskrit poet Kalidasa.

The inscription is in Sanskrit written in the box-
headed characters.

AN INCOMPLETE VAKATAKA PLATE
LOf about the end of the 5th Century A. D.]

[Presented by Nagashah of S3roli, Pandbiras Zamindiri,
Drug distriet ]

This plate wds found at Mohalld, the headquarters of
the Pandbaras Zamindari in the Drug district. It was
intended to be issued by a Vikataka king from Padmapura
but was left incomplete for some unknown reason. It
contains only a portion of the Vikataka genealogy. It
mentions by name only one prince of the dynasty, viz.,
Pravarasena I and contains a description of his grandson
(Rudrasena 1) who succeeded him.

Padmapura mentioned in this plate is probably identi--
cal with the Padmapura which was the birth-place of the
great Sanskrit dramatist Bhavabhiiti. It is now called
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Padampur and is situated about 2 miles from Amgaon in
the Bhandara district, a station on the main line of the

Bengal-Nagpur Railway.

The record is written in Sanskrit and in the box-headed
characters.

No. 12

BETUL PLATES OF THE PARIVRAJAKA
MAHARAJA SANKSOBHA

[The Gupta, year 199=A. D. 518-19.]

The inscription belongs to the Parivrajaka Mahiraja
Safiksobha and records the grant, by him, of parts of
villages Prastaravataka and Dvaravitiki in the Province of
Tripuri, to a Brihmana Bhinusvimin of the Bharadvaja

gotra.

The inscription is dated in the (Gupta) year 199, on
the 10th day of Karttika, the Jupiter’s year being Maha-
Margadirsa. This date corresponds to Monday, the 15th
October A. D. 518.

The chdracters of the inscription belong to the
northern class of alphabets, and the language is Sanskrit.

These two plates were originally in the possession of
Saheb Lal, Malguzar, of Betul; who presented them to the
Museum.

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INSCRIPTIONS OF THE RASHTRAKUTAS
No. 13

ANJANAVATI PLATES OF GOVINDA IiI
[Saka 722 = 4. D. 800.]

These three copper-plates were discovered, in May
1935, at Afijanavati in the Chandur taluka of the Amrioti
district. They were 1ssued by the Rashtrakiita king Govinda
III from his capital Maytirakhandi on the occasion of a
tula-purusa gift at the time of a solar eclipse in Saka 722.
The corresponding Christian date is Thursday, the 25th
June A. D. 800.

The plates register the grant by Govinda III, of the
village Afijanavati to thirteen Biabhmanas.

The inscription is in Sanskrit written in the proto-
Nagari alphabet. .

LOHARA PLATES OF THE RASHTRAKUTA

These plates were found at Sigso near Murtizipur in
the Akola district. They record the grant of the village
Lohara by the Rastrak@ita king Govinda III on the
occasion of the solar eclipse which occurred on the new-
moon day of Margasirsha in Saka 734 (the 8th November
A.D.812). The donee was the Brihmana Risiyappa of
Dhiragiva, who, reserving 400 nivarianas of {and in the
aforementioned village, divided the remaining land among
certain Brahmanas. The grant was made at the capital
Mayiirakhandi.

The village Lohara granted by the plates is probably
identical with Lohdra, about 8 miles to the west of Kairanja
in the Murtizdpur taluka in Berar.

THE SISAVAI COPPER-PLATES OF THE
RASHTRKUTA KING GOVINDA III

[Saka 729 = A. D. 807.]

These copper-plates were found at Sirso near Murtiza-
pur in the Akola district. They record the grant of the
two villages named Sisavai and Moragana, made by the
Rishtrakita king Govinda III to the Brihmana Risiyappa
of Dharasiva on the occasion of the lunar eclipse which
took place on Saturday, the full moon day of Bhadrapada in
Saka 729, corresponding the 21st August A. D. 807. The
grant was made at the capital May@rakhandi.

Sisavai is modern Sirso near Murtizapur. Moragana
cannot be traced. Dhirddiva is now called Osminibad,
the headquarters of a district of the same name in the
Nizdm’s Dominions.

The inscription is in Sanskrit written in the proto-

INSCRIPTIONS OF THE KALACHURIS OF
TRIPURI

No. 16

KARITALAI STONE INSCRIPTION OF THE REIGN
OF THE CHEDI KING LAKSHMANARAJA II

[10th Century A. D.]

This inscription found at Kairitaldi in the Murwiri
-tahsil mentions the names of Yuvarijadeva and Lakshmana-
rija, who can be, without any doubt, identified with
Keyiravarsa-Yuvardjadeva [ and his son Lakshmanarija I1.
It is undated, but its date may be fixed between the middle
and end of the 10th Century A. D. The proper object of
the inscription is to record the construction of a temple

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dedicated to the boar incarnation of Vispu by a minister
of the Chedis named Somes$vara, son of Bhikamisra, the
Chief Minister of Yuvardjadeva I. A number of donations
by the king Laksmanardja and his queen are recorded,
including the following villages :—

Dirghagakhika, probably Dighi, 6 miles south-east
of Karitalai and Chakrahradi, Chekadahi, 7 miles south of
Kairitaldi, Challipataka in the district of Dhavalahars,
Antarapata and Vatagartikd which still remain unidentified.

BILHARI STONE INSCRIPTION OF THE
RULERS OF CHEDI

[About the end of 10th Century A. D.]

The stone is said to have been found at Bilhiri in
Jubbulpore district. The inscription has two parts. The
first records that Nohala, the queen of the Kalachuri king
Yuvardjadeva 1, alias Keyiiravarsha, erected a Siva temple
endowing it with the revenues of the villages Dhangatapataka,
Vida, Sajjahali and Gostthapali and that she granted the
villages Nipaniya and Ambipatska to a sage Iévaragiva.
The second part states that the sacred buildings of that
queen were made over to sages by her son Lakshmanarija,
who defeated the king of Kosala (Chhattisgarh) and led an
expedition as far as Somarath in Kathiawad. The inscrip-
tion carries the genealogy of the Kalachuris down to

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No. 18
SIHORA PLATE OF YASAHKARNADEVA

This record was found at Sihordain Jubbulpore district.
Originally it was engraved on two plates. Thssecond plate
of the set is lost. The inscription, as we learn from the
transcript, preserved in the Museum, of ihe lost portion,
records a grant of a village Karanja in the Paitala (sub-
division) of Jauli made by Yasahkainadcva, a Kalachuri king
of the 12th Century A. D. It mentions the foundation of
a town Karpavati (Karnabel near Tripuri or Tewar) by
Karnadeva and the defeat of the Andhras near the Godavari
by Yaéhkarnadeva. Jauli was the old name of Jubbulpore.

The inscription is in Sanskrit written in Devanagari.
Its date which was written on the second plate cannot be
definitcly determined from the transcript.

TEWAR STONE INSCRIPTION OF THE
REIGN OF GAYAKARNADEVA

[Kalachuri year 902 = A. D. 1151.]

This inscription, found at Tewar (old Tripuri), 6 miles
from Jubbulpore, refers itself to the reign of the Kalachuri
king Gayakarnadeva and records the construction of a Siva
temple by an ascetic named Bhavabrahman.

The genealogy of the Kalachuri kings begins with
Karnadeva whose son was Yasahkarna. From him sprang
Gayikarna, whose son Narsithha is mentioned in it as heir-
apparent.

The inscription is dated on Sunday, the first #2A7 of the
bright fortnight of Ashddha in the Chedi year 902, corres-
ponding to Sunday, the 17th June A.D. [I51. It is
written in Sanskrit and in Devanigari characters.

JUBBULPORE KOTWALI PLATES OF
JAYASIMHADEVA

[Kalachuri year 918 = A. D. 116].]

This ccpper charter records the grant of a village
named Agard near Akharud to a Brahmana on the occasion
of a lunar eclipse by Jayasimhadeva of Tripuri after
bathing in the river (Narmada) at Tripuri (Tewar). It
gives the genealogy of the king commencing from Vishmu,
Brahmia, Atri, the Moon, Purtravas, Bharata and Karta-
virya, the best of the Haihayas, of whom the Kalachuris
formed a branch. In the latter line was born Yuvarijadeva
II whose son was Kokalla 11, whose son was Gifigeyadeva,
whose son was Gayikarnadeva, who begot Narasirhhadeva
on his consort Alhanadevi. His younger brother Jaya-
simhadeva was the donor.

The lunar eclipse occurred on Saturday, the full-moon
day of Advina in the (Kalachuri) year 918, corresponding
to the 30th September A. D. [167.

The inscription is written in the Sanskrit language
and in the Devanagari characters.

JUBBULPORE STONE INSCRIPTION OF THE
TIME OF JAYASIMHADEVA

[Kalachuri year 926 = A. D. 1174-75.]

The stone is reported to have been brought from
Jubbulpore. The inscription is in Sanskrit and Deva-
nagari characters. It is much worn out. It belongs to
the time of the Kalachuri ruler Jayasihhadeva and is
dated in the Kalachuri year 926 (= A.D. 1174-75).

The object of the inscription is to record the construc-

tion of a temple of Siva by Vimaladiva, the spiritual
preceptor of Jayasithhadeva.

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INSCRIPTIONS OF THE KALACHURIS OF
RATANPUR

No. 22
AMODA PLATES OF PRITHIVIDEVA I
[Kalachuri year 831 = A. D. 1079.]

This charter on two copper-plates was discovered at
Amoda in the Janjgir tahsil of the Bilaspur district. It
records the grant of a village named Vasahd in. the
Yayapara-mandala to a Brahmana named Keéava on the
occasion of the dedication of a chatushkika or hall resting
on 4 pillars at Tummana on Sunday, the 7th of the dark
fortnight of Phalguna in the Chedi (or Kalachuri) year 831,
corresponding to Sunday, the 27th January A. D. 1079.
This is the oldest inscfiption of the Kalachuris found in
Chhattisgarh.

Vasahi is the present Basahd, 33 miles from Bilaspur.
The charter is written in the Sanskrit language and in
the Devandgari characters.

RATANPUR STONE INSCRIPTION OF
JAJALLADEVA 1

[Kalachuri year 866 = A. D. 1114.]

This stone comes from Ratanpur in the Bilaspur
district. The inscription on it records that Jajalladeva I,
the Kalachuri Prince of Ratanpur which was founded by
his grandfather Ratnardja I, established a monastery, made
a garden and a lake, and erected a temple at Jajallapura.
It alludes to the honour paid to him by the rulers of
Kanyakubja (Kanauj), Jejabhukti (Jajhauti}, and the tribute
or presents given by the chiefs of Vairdgara (Wairagarh),
Lanjika (Lanji), Bhanara (Bhandaia), etc. It is in Sanskrit
written in'Devanigari and is dated in the (Kalachuri) year

866 (= A. D. 1114).

AMODA PLATES (FIRST SET) OF
PRITHVIDEVA II

[Kalachuri year 906 = A. D. 1149.]

This set of two plates was found at Amodi in the
Janjgir tahsil of the Bilaspur district. It records the grant
of the village Avald to a Brihmana by Prithvideva II of
the Kalachuri dynasty of Ratanpur, on the occasion of
a lunar eclipse in the month of Chaitra in the (Kalachuri)
year 900. 'The date corresponds to Friday, the 25th March
A. D. 1149.

The inscription is written in Sanskrit and Devanagarl
characters.

No. 25

SPURIOUS (?) COPPER-PLATE INSCRIPTION OF
PRITHVIDEVA II FROM GHOTIA IN THE
RAIPUR DISTRICT

[ Kalachuri year 1000 (?).]

These copper-plates were found in his field by a
cultivator of Ghotid, in the Raipur district. They were
brought to light by Mr. Ishwar Segrim, Tahsildir of
Baloda Bazar.

The inscription purports to record the grant of a
village Gothada (clearly the present Ghotia where the plates
were found) apparently situated in Sagatta-mandala, to the
Brahmana Gopila Sarman of the Agvaliyana gotra.
He was born of Rihila, son of Hari, and was 2 learned man,
as he had studied the Srutis, Smritis and Purinas.
According to R. B. Hiralal who has edited this record,
it was he who madz use of his great learning in commit-
ting this forgery, the composition whereof has been
attributed to a Vastavya (Kayastha) Vatsardja,- son of
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Kirtidhara. The Haihaya king Prithvideva IT has been
made the donor, and his genealogy is given, commencing
from Kekkala (Kokkala), the name of Kartavirya being
mentioned as the originator of the family. The descend-
ants of Kokkala who find mention are his son Kalingarija,
grandson Kamalardja and great-grandson Ratnardja (I).
The latter’s wife was Nonalli from whom was born
Prithvideva (I), whose son was Jajalladeva (I), whose son
was Ratnadeva 11, the father of the donor, Prithvideva II.

The charter is dated Sarmva: 1000 on a Thursday of
the bright fortnight of Bhidrapada, the most important
item, the #i¢hi being omitted. The record does not state
what Samvat it refers to. It does not fit in with any era
prevalent in Maha-Kosala or Chhattisgarh.

It is, however, not unlikely that it is an incorrect copy
of a genuine charter of Prithvideva II, made by an ignorant
scribe.  The intended date was probably 900 of the
Kalachuri era (= A. D. 1148-49). It fallsin the reign of
Prithvideva II.

It records the grant
by Prithvideva II, Kalachuri king of Ratanpur of the village
Budubudu in the Madhya-mandala to three Brihmanas.
The inscription is dated on Tuesday, the 6th #ithi of the
bright fortnight of Agvina in the (Kalachuri) year 905.

A. D. 1154.

The inscription on it, which is almost entirely
effaced, refers itself to the reign of Prithvideva II and is
dated in the Kalachuri year 919.

The object of the inscription is fo record the benefac-
tions of Vallabharaja of the Vaidya lineage who was a feuda-
tory of Prithvideva II.

The inscription is written in Sanskrit and in the
Devandgari characters.

The inscription refers itself to the reign of Prithvideva II,
a Kalachuri prince of Ratanpur, and records the erection of
a Siva temple at the village Samba, by a person called
Devagaga. Its language is Sanskrit and characters
Devaniagari. It is dated in the Vikrama year 1207 (= A. D.
1149-50).

Mahal in the Ratanpur fort. It is much defaced. It
eulogises Brahmadeva, who was a feudatory of the
Kalachuri king Prithvideva II of Ratanpur. The object of
the inscription is to record the religious and charitable
works such as temples, tanks, gardens, etc., which were
constructed by Brahynadeva at iMallar, Barelapura, Niia-
yanapura, Bahmanigraima, Tcjallapura and Kumaiakotapat-
tana. These places can still be identified in the Bilaspur
and Raipur districts.

The inscription is in Sanskrit written in Devanagari
characters and 1s dated in the Kalachuri year 9[5=A. D.
1163-64.

This set of twé plates was discovered at Amodi in the
Janjgir tahsil of the Bilaspur district. The inscription on
it records the gramt by Jajalladeva IT of the village Bunderi
to two Brihmanas by way of thanksgiving on his escape
from a great calamity. Its date was recorded in three
figures of which the last is damaged. The date was
probably the (Kalzchuri) year 919, corresponding to A. D.
1167-68. Bundera, the donated village, is probably
Bundela, 11 miles south-west of Amoda.

The inscription is written in the Sanskrit language and
in the Devandgari characters.

This slab was brought from Malhiar (Mallir) in the
Bilaspur district. The inscription belongs to the time of
Jajalladeva (II), the Kalachuri ruler of Ratanpur, and
records the erection of a temple of Siva at Malldla (Mallr)
by a Brahmana named Somardja. The language is Sanskrit
written in Nagarl alphabet. Itis dated in the Kalachuri
year 919 (= A. D. 1167-68).

This stone, which is broken into two parts, was found
in the fort of Kosgain, 4 miles to the north-east of Chhuri
in the Bilsdpur district. It has two different records, one
on each side, but both are much worn. One inscription
praises some chiefs of Haihaya family. The line of kings
given seems to be Haithaya, Kirtavirya, Singhana,
Damghira (?), Madanabrahman, Ramchandra, Ratnasena
and finally Vaharendra. It records Vaharendra’s victory
over Pathans. The larguage is Sanskrit *written in Deva-
nagari. Viharendra flourished about [500 A. D.

The inscription on the other side praises a Chauhan
Raja called Ghatama, the son-in-law of Yada of the
Lundela family. After consigning his son Sauridasa to the
care of Ghitama, Yaéa attacked his enemies who were
probably the Pathans mentionedin Viharendra’s inscription.
His munister called Goraksha is praised in line [(.
This inscription also is written in the Sanskrit language
and Nigari characters. Tt is dated on Monday, the
thirteenth'#ithi of the dark fortnight of the Vikrama year
1570, the cyclic year being Vikrama. The date corresponds
to Monday, the 26th September A. D. 1513.

It records the foundation of a temple of
Siva by the Nayaka Hajirdja. It is written in Nagari
characters and its language is Sanskrit. It is dated in
Samvat 1458, Saka year 1322 (?) Phalgura Sudi 8, Friday
(corresponding to the [0th February A. D. 1402).

MEMORIAL PILLAR INSCRIPTION OF THE
TIME OF VIKRAMADITYA (V)

[ Saka year 1008 (1009?) = A.D. 1087.]

This inscription is on an elaborately sculptured pillar
which was found at Sitibuldi, a suburb of Nagpur. It
is dated in Saka Samvat 1008, on Friday, the third lunar
day of the bright half of Vai¢akha of the cyclic year
Prabhava. It refers itself to the reign of the glorious
Tribhuvanamalladeva, the frontal ornament of the family
of Satydéraya and ornament of the Chalukyas, i.e., the
King Vikramaditya VI of the Western Chalukya dynasty.
It records that the Dandanayaka Vasudeva, the dependant
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of Dhadibhandaka, who was the great feudatory of the King,
and who had emigrated from Latalaura (Latur in the
Osmanabad district) gave (certain) nivartanas of land for
the grazing of cattle, etc,, apparently to a temple at which
the inscription was put up. The date is irregular. The
day intended by the date 1s probably Thursday, 8th April
A. D. 1087.

THE RATANPUR STONE INSCRIPTION OF
BHAVADEVA

[Of about the 6th Century A. D.]

_ This inscription is said to have come from Ratanpur.
It is fragmentary. It opens with four verses invoking the
protection of Buddha. It next mentions that a. king
named Sliryaghosa who was deeply grieved at the loss of
a dear son who had died by a'fall from the top of the
palace, built a splendid temple of the Muni (f.e.,
Buddha). Some time after him there came Udayana born
from the Panduvamhéa. His grandson Bhavadeva-
Ranakesarin took care of the abode of Sugata (Buddha)
and under him two men restored the building which had

fallen into decay. Further on, the inscription mentions
Naunnarija.

MALLAR PLATES OF MAHASIVAGUPTA
[Of the First Half of the Tth Century A. D.]

These plates were found underground near a temple
at Mallar in 1936. They are strung on a ring which has
a round seal with the figure of a bull and a Sanskrit verse
containing the name of the King Mahisivagupta.

The plates were granted by Mahasivagupta, the son of
Harshagupta. They record that kine’s grant of the village
Kailasapura in the bkoga or sub-division of Taradarnsaka
to the Buddhist monks residing in a small monastery at
Taradamdaka. The gift was made on the occasion of
a solar cclipse on the néw-moon day of Ashadha at the
request of the king’s maternal uncle Bhaskaravarman.

The inscription is written in the box-headed characters
and in the Sanskrit language. Itis not dated, but can be
referred to the beginning of the 7th Century A. D.

COPPER-PLATE INSCRIPTION OF
MAHABHAVAGUPTA

[About 12th Century A. D.]

These are three plates held together by a ring with
a seal. The inscription is in Sanskrit, written in Devanagari
and records that Mahabhavagupta, the king of
Trikslifiga, granted Satallamd, a village in Kasaloda district
(Visaya) to a Brahmana who emigrated from Purusha-
mandapa in Orissa (Odra) and resided in Murujunga
village. Satallamai is Satlami in the Bargarh tahsil of the
Sambalpur district in Orissa. The record is dated in the
8th year of the victorious reign of Janamejaya. Janamejaya
was perhaps another name of Mahabhavagupta II.

These three plates with the seal were found buried in
the ground near “Kudopili”, a village in the Bargarh
tahsil of the Sambalpur district (now in Orissa), and were
sent to this Museum by Mr Chapman ip 1895. The seal
has the legend Ranaka-$ri-Pumja on it.

The inscription is in Sanskrit written in Devanigari.
It records the grant of Loisard, a village in the Gidanda
Mandala made by Sri Punja, a Chief of Vamandapad
(Bamra).

NAGPUR STONE INSCRIPTION OF THE
RULERS OF MALWA

[Vikrama year 1161=A. D. 1104-05.]

The findspot of this inscription is not definitely known.
The inscription gives a laudatory account of the Paramira
rulers of Malwa, alludes to an expedition of the King
Lakshmadeva against Tripuri (Tewar necar Jubbulpore)
and fights with the T'urushkas or Muhammadan invaders.
It records that the King Naravarmadeva assigned the
village Mckhalapataka in place of two villages in Vyipura
Mandala given in grant by his brother Laksmadeva and
erected a temple where the stone was put up. Its
language is Sanskrit and characters Nazari. The date given

is (Vikrama) year 1161 (= A. D. 1104-05).

Mokhalapdtaka may be the village Mokhara, 50 miles
east of Bhandak in the Chandi district.

These three copper-plates were found encased in
a stone chest, near, the temple of Siddhegvara at Mandhita,
district Nimar, and were presented to the Museum by Rao
Jaswant Singh of Mandhata in 1905. The inscription
which they bear is written in Sanskrit and <n the Deva-
nigari characters. The charter was issued by Devapila
a Paramira king of Dhard from Mahishmati (Mandhata)
and records his grant of the village of Satdjuna (about
13 miles south-west of Mandhata) to 32 different
Brihmanas at the time of the lunar eclipse on the full-moon
tithi in the month of Bhadrapada in the (Vikrama) year
1282, corresponding to Tuesday, the 19th August A. D.

1225.

These two plates were foyund buried in the village of
Godarpurd near Mandhitd and forwarded by the Deputy
Commissioner, Nimar, to be deposited in this Museum in
the year 1905. The inscription on them is in Sanskrit
written in Devandgaii and records that Gangadeva, the
door-keeper of R3ja Jayavarmadeva at the instance of his
Royal Master granted the village of Vadauda (modern
Barud) to three different Brahmanas at Amaregvara Kshetra
on the third day of the bright half of Agrahayana
(Mdrgadirsa) of the Vikaram year [317. The g ant was
confirmed by the Raia on Thursday, the llth day of the
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bright half of Jyeshtha of the same year. The former date
corresponds to Sunday, the 7th November A. D. 1260, and
the latter to Thursday, the 12th May A. D. 1261.

BARSUR STONE INSCRIPTION OF

village Kowtah in Sironchda tahsil of Chanda district
(Central Provinces), where it was ‘used as a tomb-stone,
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The inscription is on three sides of the slab and registers
an endowment of the village Keramaruka by Ganga Mahi-
devi, the queen of Some$varadeva of the Naga race, to two
Siva temples she had built in honour of her husband and
herself.

The language is Telugu prose written in Telugu alpha-
bet. Itis dated in the Saka year 1130 (for 1030) Phil-
guna sudi 12, Sunday corresponding to Sunday, the J4th
February A. D. 1109. Keramaruka may be Kodmalnar
close to Barsur.

No. 44

KIRARI WOODEN PILLAR INSCRIPTION
[Of the 2nd Century A. D.]

This inscription is on a wooden pillar discovered in
1921 in the bed of an old tank called Hirabandh at Kirdri,
about 10 miles to the west of Chandrapur in Chhattisgarh,
The pillar bore a long inscription, a major portion of which
was lost when the surface of the pillar peeled off by
exposure to the sun.

The inscription is written in old Brihmj characters of
the 2nd Century A. D. Itisin the Prakrit language. It
names several dignitaries such as Nagarakhin (city-guard),
Senapati (commandsr of army), Pratihira (door-keeper),
Ganaka (accountant), Bhandagarika (treasurer), Maha-
sendni (commander-in-chief), etc. The pillar was probably
set up in connection with some ceremony performed by a
great king whose name is now lost.

The characters of the record belong to the
10th Century A. D.

JATASANKARA STONE INSCRIPTION OF
VIJAYAPALA

This slab was found at Jatidankara, a fort 8 miles
from Hattd, in the Damoh (now Saugor) district. It
records the exploits of one Vijayapila who is said to have
fought at Chitor, conquered the Delhi armies, scattered the
Deccan forces close to Mahagarh and driven out the
Gurjaras. His father was Harshardja, the son of Bhuvana-
pila, who was the son of Vijayapala. These chiefs were
apparently related to the Guhila princes of Mevad. The
inscription is written in Rajasthini and has been freely
translated 1n Sanskrit verse. The characters are Deva-
nagari.

MAMJARI COPPER-PLATE INSCRIPTION

This plate was presented to ths Museum by

Col. Bloomfield, Deputy Commissioner of Balaghat.
The place where it was found 1s not known. )
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The inscription ascribes itself to the reign of Telugi-
deva and records an agreement between some persons
regarding the sale of a village called Mamjati in the Kinhi
Zamindari of the Balaghat district. The language is
Sanskrit written in Néagari characters.

It is dated in the Saka vear 1181 Vai§dkha vadi 14,
Thursday.

No. 48
BATIHAGARH STONE INSCRIPTION

[Vikrama Sariwat 1385 = A. D. 1328.]

This inscription was originally brought from Batihagarh
in the Damoh district and lay for a considerable time in
the Deputy Commissioner’s bungalow at Damoh. It
refers to Jalil Khoja, a local Governor at Batihadim (pre-
sent Batihagadh), and states that he was the representative of
Hisamuddin, son of Julichi, who was appointed commander
of the Kharapara armies and Governor of the Chedi
country by Sultan Muhammad of Yoginipura or Delhi.
This Mahamud would appear to be Nasiruddin Mahamud
of the Slave dynasty who reigned between A. D. 1246 and
1261. The record is dated in the Vikrama year [385 or
A. D. 1328.

The mention of Kharapara armies invests the record
with some importance. These were apparently identical
with the Kharaparikas of Samudra Gupta’s inscription on
the Allahabad pillar.

The language is Sanskrit written in Devanagari
characters.

It mentions
Sultan Mahmud of Delhi and his Commander Julachi.
It is dated in Samvat thirteen hundred and odd. Another
stone inscription of the reign of Sultan Mahmud, found at
Batihagarh, is dated in the Vikrama Samvat [385
(A. D. 1328). So this inscription belongs to the [4th
Century A.D. The Sultan Mahmud mentioned in it
appears to be Nasiruddin Mahmud of the Slave dynasty.

The inscription is in Sanskrit, written in the Nagari
characters.

It refers itself to the reign
of Maharajadhirdja Sultan Mahmud Shah XKhilchi of
Mandogarh (Mandu) and Khilachipur (present Khiljipur
near Rajgarh in Central India).

As the inscription is very much worn out its object is
not clear. Itis dated on Tuesday, the 3rd #ithi of the
bright half of Chaitra in Vikrama Samvat 1520, which
corresponds to the 22nd March A. D. 1463.

It
belongs to the reign of Sultan Mahmud Shah, the son of
Nadir Shah, who was the last of the Khiljis in Malwa.
The record is a proclamation of remission of certain fees
levied in the town of Damauva (modern Damoh). It is
dated on Monday, the 13th of the dark fortnight of Migha
in the Vikrama Samvat [570 (5th December A. D. 1512).

The inscription is in Hindi written in the Nagari
characters.

belonging to the collateral branch of the Chanderi family.
The record is dated the 9th 1ithi of the bright fortnight of
of Migha of the (Vikrama) Samvat 1826, which cerresponds
to the 15th February A. D. 1069.

This inscription records the construction of the
Western Gateway and the wall ot the Damoh fort by the
special favourite of Ghiyasuddin in the year 885 A. H. on
the 24th of Shawwal, corresponding with A. D. 1480.

The record refers to Ghiyasuddin Khiljii of Malwa
who 1s known on the coins as Ghiyas Shih.

DIRECTION STONE OF THE REIGN OF SULTAN
BURHAN NIZAM SHAH OF THE NIZAM
SHAHI DYNASTY OF AHMEDNAGAR

The inscription reads: “To the right (?) is Salod
and to the left is Nichangaon.” Both these places are in
the Wardhi district. The stone was found at Kalamb in
the Yeotmal district. The inscription is in Persian or
Arabic as well as in Hindi, but the former letters have been
chiselled off. It was put up in the reign of Sultain Burhin
Nizam Shih of Ahmednagar. There were two Burbins
in the Nizam Shahi dynasty of Ahmednagar. The first
one flourished about A.D. 1508 and the second about
A. D. 1590.

This inscription, found in one of the series of old
public baths near the sarai known as the Akabari Sarai at
Burhinpur, records that these baths were constructed in
Jahangir’s time by the orders of Mirza Abdul-Rahim Khin,
Khan-e-Khanan, and under the supervision of Muhammad
Ali Kark,

Ismail Khan Niazi was the second son of Muhammad
Khan Nidzi. He remained in charge of Jagir during the
reigns of Jahangir and Shah Jahin.
