Scouting is an interesting Game; the Game of games but a game with
a purpose, namely to train the youth as good citizens ; to train them to respect
God and Country and to do good to all people. In this great task ‘the responsi-
bility of the Trainer is greater than that of the Trained. The Scoutmaster whose
task it is to train the boys must be vigilant over his methods, It is likely that he
overlooks a point or two in his hurry or forgetfulness. Herein comes the
necessity for recording all his methods and using the records to serve him
as a handmaid, to remind him often of his obligations.

Records in a troop may broadly be classified into two groups. The first
being the Basic Records and the second the Supplementary Records. The
Basic records in a trocp are prerequisites for an efficient functioning of any
troop. It helps the Scoutmaster from digressions and fixes his attention on the
individual performance of the boy.

Tue Basic RECORDS

The Basic Records are (1) the Attendance Register (2) The Individual
Record (3) Log Book (4) Accounts Book (5) Stock Book of materials in troop
(6) Correspondence file (7) File of membership (8) Scoutmaster’s personal diary.

It is needless to stress on the importance of an Attendance register in a
troop. The success of a Scout Troop does not depend on the larger number of
irregular Scouts but on regular Scouts though they may be small in number.
The Attendance register will also indicate to the Scoutmaster the number of
classes missed by each Scout and whether he misses particular types of classes.
In my experience I have found that boys are regular for Games or Wide Games
classes but often miss the Signalling and other classes where they are to undergo
a bit of intellectual gymnastics. The Scoutmaster when he notices this can talk
to the Patrol Leader of the Patrol, the boy belongs to, and arrange for the boy
to make up his deficiency and join the fold soon.

“Tracking signs’ is one of the tests for Tenderfoot. [t is quite
an ecasy and interesting topic that has great scope for fun and
adventure in the open.

But just one little point. On which side of the road should
the tracking signs be laid? We should safeguard the youngsters in
their mad rush to reach the hidden treasure. So the tracking signs
should be laid on the RIGHT SIDE of the road.

The reason is pedestrians walk on the right side of the road and
traffic keeps to the left side of the road. “ KEEP TO THE LEFT”
is for the TRAFFIC. None of us need be a lorry or bus or bullock
cart and move amidst various other vehicles !

KEEP TO THE RIGHTSIDE AND FACE THE ONCOMING
TRAFFIC-This is the High Way Code.

The origin of the High Way Code dates back to the times of
horses in England. Horses are mounted from the left side and

transports like horse carts, pony chaise etc. begun keeping to the
left side of the road.

When you keep to the right side of the road you are facing the
oncoming traffic and there is no fear of any vehicle knocking you
down from behind. You are facing the motorist and he can see

your movements and both can move without getting in each others
way. ‘

But instead, if we walk on the left side of the road along with
the traffic we have no way of escape from the fast and slow and
overtaking traffic, as we have no eyes on the back of our heads !

In big towns and cities there are pavements and kerbs provided
in the main roads. Where such provisions exist, keep to the
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pavements. It is an act of Civic Sense and Common Courtesy.
. COURTESY DOES NOT COST. But it can cost our precious
lives if we are not courteous enough to keep to the pavement.

Often people walking in opposite directions have to use the
same pavement. Then which side of the pavement should the
pedestrians choose ?

The pedestrians facing the oncoming traffic should use the side
pearest to the road and pedestrians walking with their backs to the
oncoming traffic should keep to the pavement away from the road.

Since all this much of ‘Road Sense’ involves when we send the
youngsters on tracking expeditions, and later on Scout Pace, laying
and following trails and message carrying etc., it would be well
worth bringing all these to the notice of the youngsters.

AUGUST 1961 : This month reminds us of the passingaway of one of
the illustrious leaders, the Scout Movement had. He was the first State Com.
missioner of the Bharat Scouts and Guides. To think of Late Sri K. A. Nachiappa
Gounder was to think of a good leader, a great worker, and above all an
ideal Scout. His life had been a life of a Scout ever inspiring others to endless
selftess work, ever enriching the environs with his radiant and buoyant spirit.

To think of him is to think of a busy bee gathering sweet honey from
pumerous flowers, so that others may drink and enjoy. From politics to Local
Administration and from co-operation to Scouting, his fields of activity were
many and varied and he enriched all of them by his carnestness and sincerity.
His power of work is unequalled. ) ‘

Sri Nachiappa Gounder entered public life even while he was a Student.
Since then he had taken service to the people as his *“‘duty’ and with th
tenacity of an ideal Scout he had discharged it most successfully. .

The list of Sri Nachiappa Gounder is a poem of selflessness. He had long
developed a particular detachment from the pettiness and meanness of contro-
versy. He never uttered a rebuke and if he did so, it was always free from
venom of any personal taint.

He had his schooling in Salem. While reading in Pachayappa €ollege in
the Intermediate class, he was elected to the Salem District Board. Sacrificing
studies for service, Sri Nachiappa Gounder dived himself deep in public life and
carved himself a niche in the hearts of those for whom he had toiled ceaselessly.
He was elected to the Legislature and another new vista opened to him. Here
too he was an undaunted hero expressing his frank views on men and matters.
HQ served on many committees and did yeoman service in painting a true picture
of the State for the guidance of the State Government.

Service was the Key-note of his life and it was service that had taken his
life away prematurelv. Sri Nachiappa Gounder developed tuberculosis in the
tater part of his life and appeared to be getting better. N obody doubted that
that apparent healthy appearance would prove to be the ficker of the

Sri Subramanyeswara Swami Annual Audikrithigai
Festival Service Camp

August 2 to 6, 1961

It was a privilege and pleasure for 218 Scouters and Rover
Scouts of the Madras State Bharat Scouts and Guides and of the
Southern Railway to render service to the nearly 3 lakhs of pilgrims
who assembled at Sri Subramanyeswaraswamy Hill Temple at Tirut-
tani from August 2 to 6, 1961.

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THE SIGNIFICANCE OF SALUTE.

Is it military or servile? who salutes first? These questions
will naturally arise when one examines the significance of salute.

First of all itis agreeting: An introduction bringing us
together whether it be Commissioners, Guiders or Guides. What
we call ‘shyness’ generally is only an outcome of not knowing what
to do. Some times we look the other way or pass with a ‘sheepish’
grin. But both parties will feel free and happy if we stop, and
salute each other.

it is hot military because the commissioner does not wait
to be saluted by a Guider or Guide. The Chief Guide says the one who
salutes first is the most observant whether it be commissioners,
guiders or Guides.

It is not servile. It is the proud sign of our sisterhood,

brotherhood- Here is a story told by Lord Baden Powel himself:
‘A man once told me that he was just as good as anybody else, and

he was blowed if ever he would raise a finger to salute his so called

‘betters’. He was not going to be a slave and ‘kowtow’ to them, not
he ” and so on.

That is a churlish spirit, which is common among fellows who
have not been brought up as Scouts.

I did not agree with him, but I might have told him that he
* had the wrong idea of saluting.

A Salute is a sign between men of standing. It is a privilege
to be able to salute any one.
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In the old days all freemen were allowed to carry weépons and
when one met another, each would hold up his right hand to show
that he had no weapon in it and they met as friends *’.

Therefore raising of the hand has been a proud sign always.

Apart from greeting there are other occasions when we use the
salute.

At Inspection “ The outward expression produces an inward
impression . What is the effect of a - Guide having saluted her
guide captain at Inspection? It reminds her that she is a guide
alert and ready to obey orders, to sink her wishes for the good of

" the whole company.

At Enrolment (half salute or making the sign). Here the
inward feeling is expressed by the outward salute. Saluting with
the three fingers pointing upwards reminds us of our three solemn
promises - whether we are making the promise or remewing the
promise.

At Colours (Flag hoisting). By saluting we proclaim our
loyalty and respect for what the flag stands for. We pledge ourselves
to those ideals in the strength of the fellowship of all around.

No other salute greater than ours: With our three fingers

held up we pledge ourselves on the greatest in us i.c. our ‘ Honour ’
(1) to do our utmost to serve God, our Country ( 2) to help others
and (3) to obey the tenfold laws.

“The circle formed by the thumb closing on the little finger
proclaims the great Brotherhood, Sisterhood of ours round the globe,
spreading peace and goodwill, all over the world.
