At the very beginning, when we
started this series of articles, we
spoke at length of the command of
God to love Him and to love our
neighbour. (Nov-Dec. 1958). We
did not deal with the subject at
that time, in its relation to the
truth of the Mystical Body. Seen
under that aspect, the greatest
commandment of God opens new
visions. :

The greatest and the first of all
the commandments consists in a
double love, that of God and of
men—God and man put, so to say,
on the same level. Christ incorpo-
rating us in Himself has generated
us as children of God. To love
God means that we must love also,
at the same time, 'His children.
Explaining ¢his truth to the doctor
of the law, Christ seemed satisfied
if we loved our neighbour as our-
selves. It is already a great step
forward in the path of virtue. For
it means—for ourselves in relation
to others who are also members
of the Mystical Body —a greater
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¢ eontrol on our ﬁ@ii&_oi .our pride,

our jealousy, -harshness, impati-
ence, hatred, murmuring, mean-
pess, selfishness, antipathies ; and
consequently a better practice of
justice; kindness, generosity, meek-
ness and humility. Otherwise,
how ¢oiild we say that we really
love our neighbour as ourselves if
we acted in such a selfish manner ?
If we are members of the Mystical

«Body, can we discriminate in our

love of the other members ? Do we
discriminate® in the love, care,
esteem we give to the various
members of our own body ? And
as all the members have been divi-
nised by becoming children of God,
participating through divine grace

* in His nature, the love for each

member must be the same as the
love we show ourselves.

- Equality of Love

There must be parity of love
between all the children of God
and among all the members of the
same Body. To love ourselves
more than others who are also
children of God.and members of
the same Mystical Body, is to dis-
criminate and go against, the com-
mand of God. What interest we
take in all the things that concern
us personally ; how indulgent we
are towards ourselves; how we
protect most carefully any one of
our members, be it our head, our
arm orour foot ! We try not only
to prevent any harm to any part
of our body, but we surround it
with the greatest care and atten-
tion. Thus the Lord wishes, or
better, commhnds that we do so
with our brethren. It can be
translated into a simple formulg

When a telephone message an-
nounced to me yesterday the sud-
den and unexpected death of our
dear good Father Mauri, I remain-
ed for a momentsilent, I could not
think any more, for I was expect-
ing that after some time he would
return to us stronger than before.
God has decided differently and,
as I have said, we have tosubmit
to His Will.

Father Mauri was born in the
north of Italy, in Lombardy, 51
years ago of a good and pious
family. He joined the aspirantate
of the Salesians when he was
already over 20 years of age. He
carce to Assam to continue his
philosophy in1931 or 1932, if I
remember well, for I received him
and I was immediately impressed

by the maturity of -his judgement
~ and by his piety and his great con-
fidence in Almighty God, for he
had experienced that confidence
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vidence and that God is good.
After his philosophy he came to
the South, for he was sent by the
Snperiors to India not to remain
in Assam but to finish his studies
and come ddwn to the South.
Unfortunately he did not at that
time enjoy good health. He was
suffering from T.B. He was sent
to St. Martha’s Hospital, Banga- .
lore, where he was given all the
care they could and even gold
injections, which:saved him, and
he came back cured of that sick-
ness, of which he never spoke any
more or felt anything afterwards.

In 1940 I had the joy of ordain-
ing him priest here in Tirupattur.
This church did not exist. The
chapel was too small and therefore
Mgr. Carreno, who was then the
superior of the house, thought of
“having the ceremony of ordination
on the stage. Thus it whs that
we had on+he stage the ordination
of Fr. Mauri on 2lst December
1940. He remained here for some
time, for from the beginning he
showed that he had an inclination
to labour and work for the forma-
tion of young clerics. Later he
was sent to Yercaud and, if Yer-
caud is what it is today, it is
because of the seed which had been
planted by Fr.. Mauri in the years.
he was there. All the young
clerics, and the theologians in
particular, who have been with
him will bear witness to you of his
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. broadmindedness. -He was mag-
- nanimous, and this is one of the
. virtues I want you to imitate. In
Lombardy, where there are gene-
.rous and magnanimous people, he
had imbibed that virtue deep from
his childhood, .and those of
_Poonamallee know very well how
. very magnanimous ‘and generous
he was to them. I could notice it
when it was a matter of scrutiniz,
ing before their ordination the
candidates who had *to be ordain-
ed. He was always excusing them
and trying to show that if there
had been some faults on their
part, there was certainly room for
amendment and progress.

After having been in Yereaud,
he was sent to Poonamallee and
you know more than I do what he
has done. But one thing you
might not know is his great confi-
dence in Almighty God. I have
two instances for your considera-

_tion and good example. When we
had in mind the construction of
the chapel in Poonamallee I was a
bit reluctant, for it meant more
than a lgkh of rupees, and at that
time already we had some great
‘works on our hands so that I
thought it would probably be rash
to undertake this also. But he
encouraged me: “ This is a work
which isnecessary for the Semi-
nary and I assure Your Grace that
we shall receive all the funds
necessary to achieve it.”” He was

-2 prophet. His trust in Providence
was rewarded amply. He himself
with the help of his *collaborators,
Fr. Lens and others, gathered
Rs. 25,000. But afterwards we
found an American lady who paid
the cost of the church. And if we
have today a beautiful church, a
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~pious chapel, in the Seminary 9 f
- Poonamallee, it is due to the great:
confidence of our dear and good
Fr. Mauri. |

Before starting the exténsion to
,the Seminary, which I am sorry he
Will not be here to see when it is
completed, he wanted to build it
on a big scale and I was frighten-
ed a little. He said, *“ Your Grace,
go on. As,Odr Lady has come tc~
our help in the past, she will come
again. I shall write to Rome, to
- the ““ Opus Bancti Petri, ” and you
will see we shall reeeive what is
necessary to complete the exten-
sion of the Seminary, which is a
necessity if we wish to prepare our
priests well. And it was so. He
wrote to Rome and the first answer
was consoling. When we had come
to the end of the first subsidy, he
wrote again to Rome and got a
second subsidy. And now that we
are short of money, I told him,
¢ Come on, knock at the door for
the third time’, and he did so.
And I am glad to let you know
that a month ago, just before his
sickness, we received from Rome
the assurance that in November
they would consider the petition
of Fr. Mauri and send again a third
subsidy for the extension which

- we have undertaken in the Semi-

nary of Poonamallee. When we
have the extension, my dear
children, especially you my dear
seminarians, do not forget that it
is due to the faith a*d confidence
of Fr. Mauri. :

I do not say more because you
easily understand my feelings at
this moment. But one thing I
wish to point out to you: whatis
necessary in life is to imitate
Almighty God in His immensity,
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His largeness of heart, and Fr.
uri has been such a magnani-
soul. Nobody can say that
he has seen Fr. Mauri losing his

MGR Mora passed away on Sl.mdsy, 6th August at the Don Bosco
High Sohool, Katpadi, sfter half a century of apostolic labour

in Tapjore, Madms and Vellore

Mgr. Mora was born in the tmy bhamlet of Santa Cristina io
‘North Italy in 1886 ; after his early educafion he joined the Salesian
Congregation, and was ordained priest at Turin in 1912. The same
year he left for India, the dream-land of his early youth. Arriving at
Tanjore, he began his apostolic work under Mgr. E Mederlet at the
8t. Francis Xavier’s In(fustrial School and Orphanage and in the
Sacred Heert Parish where he worked for 16 yeafs.

The second period of his apostolic work commenced when the
Salesians took over the Archdiocese of Madras in 1928 : Mipf. Mora
became the Vicar General, whigh office he admirably held till ke
resigned in 1940, due to the war restrictions on persons of Italian
nationality. Meanwhile he was fully absorbed in his office as Rector
of the Sacred Heart Seminary at Poonamallee. In fact, right from
1928 he was associated with tbhe Minor Seminary at Kondi Chetty
Street ; and when the Major Seminary was started in July 1936, Mgr-
Mora became the first Rector and he took up his residence at Poona-
mallee. Under the paternal solicitude of Mgr. Mora the Seminary
grew up to its present stature as one of the foremost training institu-
tiops for priests in Iudia. After 16 years of painstaking and self-
sacrificing work as Rector, he retired in July 1953 to take charge of
the Ecclesiastical Institute at Luz and, a year later, the Preparatory
Seminary at San Thome. But after two yesars at San Thome he was
forced to retire to Katpadi,. due to failing bealth. Thus he had spent
the best part of his life, well over 24 years, for our Archdiocese.

Mgr. Mora by his piety and zeal has been an inspiration and guid-
 ance to all his confreres and pupils: his simplicity and dedication to
duty have been remarkable ; well over 100 priests will remember him
with gratitude for leading them to the Altar of God.

Celestine
Mauri, s.0.8. He guided the desfinies of $he Seminary fo: over eight
and had proved himself ail this while a«perfect reflection of Don
_glo:, occording to whom the Salesian Rector must be a Father, a
Teacher and a Superior. » Indeed he was an affectionate Father, an
efficient Teacher and a benevolent S}lperior.

<= Fr. Mauri, who was suffering
from acute pains in the back, was
removed to the Government
Stanley Hospital, Royapuram, on
the 26th June 1961. While under-
going severe and painful treat-
ment for the disease, complica-
tions set in and he began register-
ing a very high temperature from
the 5th of July. The Doctors
were unable to diagnose the cause
of the high fever. On the 10th
morning, he took a turn for the
worse and the temperature rose
steadily until it reached an un-
believable 108°F. The doctors
tried to cool the over-heateda body,
but all their efforts were in vain,
The end came unexpectedly at
12-32 P M. on the same day.

Very Rev. Fr. J. Med, Salesian
Provincial, Fr. 0. Mantovani,
8.0.B., and two clerics from the
Seminary assisted him in his last
moments. He was given all the
comforts of our Religion and
winged his way to his Creator,
leaving behind a mourning com-
munity at Poenamallee.

Austere towards himself, mag-
nanimous towards others, a model
religious to his confreres, a good
father to his charges, a wise guide
to his spiritnal children, Very
Rev. Fr.C. Mauri has built for
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himself a monument of undying
gratitude in®the hearts of all who
came under his care.

Inscrutable are the ways of
God. ‘Man proposes and God
disposes’. None of wus ever
JShought that the angel of death
would take away our beloved
Rector when we needed him most.
His sudden and unexpected death
is an irreparable loss not only for
us Seminarians, his beloved
children in Christ Jesus, but also
for the Salesian Congregation and
the Church in India.

Alas, his bearded and venerable
face that radiated cheer and

“happiness to all those who came

in contact with him, will §mile no
more. The unction of his speech
and the tremor of his voice is
hushed for ever. We will no
longer hear his encouraging and
inviting words, Caro! How is this
great man? What grod things
have you to tell me? Our grief is
all the deeper, because he loved
us as a loving father loves his
children. And we too loved and
esteemed him .from the depths of
our hearts,

His ambition was to become a
missionary and work for the
salvation of souls. But God had

another denaign1 for him, that of
shaping, .forming and guiding
young men to becomme other
Christs, who would spend their
energies and talents for the spread
of the kingdom of Jesus Christ in
the various parts of India and
Thailand. . *

Ever since he was appointed as
Rector of the Sacred Heart Semi-

nary, his heart and mind were for

the welfare of his Seminariang
and the progress of ¢he Seminary.
His soundness of judgrﬁenb, his
broad outlook on life, his mag-
nanimity of heart, his pleasant
behaviour and his ability to
manage difficult situations, were
powerful assets for his office of
Rector. The expgrience he gained
in directing and moulding young
men in the Salesian houses of
formation at Tirupattur and Yer-
caud had fitted him for his highly
responsible and mnoble task of
Rector of the Sacred Heart Semi-
nary. Though he was handicap-
ped for the past few years by ill
health and the vicissitudes of ill-
ness, he never failed to carry out
his duties.
was trlily characteristic of our
late Father Rector. Drawing
strength and courage from the
motto of St. Paul, “I most
gladly will spend and be spent ”,
he spent himself for the well-being
of his beloved Seminarians. He
not only worked hard but over-
worked. In the short period of
eight years, he accomplished what
others could do onmly in their
whole life-time. .

Our welfare was his welfare;
our joy, his joy; and our happi-
ness, his happiness. Yes, he
shared both our joys and sor-
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‘Service before self ’*

rows. His room was wide open
to all of us. There was no stande
ing on ceremony nor any fixed
hour of appointment. He was

~accessible at any part of the day.

In our hours of need, doubt,
anxiety and wavering we went to
‘kim and we always returned
happy and encouraged, with our
doubtgcleared, our anxieties dis-
pelled and our needs met. The
newcomers, aféer spending a day
or two in the Seminary, felt quite
at home. They found in Father
Mauri a true father to whom they
could open their hearts. They
realised that they would spend
their seminary days in emeatmos-
phere of joy, piety, study and
gaiety.

A Builder of Sanctity

He was ever anxious to form
and mould us into holy, zealous
and apostolic priests who would
work for the glory of God, the
spread of His Church and the
salvation of souls. Quoting copi-
ously from the teachings ‘of the
recent Popes, he wanted ‘to incul-
cate in us all the priestly virtues.
His conferences and ° goodnight
talks” were all caleulated to drive
home tous the absolute need of
building up in us deep and perso-
nal sanctity, filial devotion and
loyalty to our ecclesiastical supe-
riors , and the acquisition of
sound knowledge. His great trust
in the Province of God and in the
powerful protection gf Mary Help
of Christians and his charity
towards the poor were examples
which we could not but admire
and imitate. Fully conscious that
in the modern world the priests
should be both saintly and learned,
he spared no effort for the intel-
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lectual formation of his
narians. : f

There are many other
things which we could enumerate

Though he js no more with us,
his memory is enshrined in the
hearts and minds of his semina-
rians. The Chapel and the new
extension will ever remain as
silent witnessés of his untiring
work. But the Priests he moulded
and we who are on our way to the
holy priesthood will remain as
living witnesses of his zeal.

We feel that he is not in need
of our prayers, that he is already
in the company of the blessed.
The Good Master Whom he served
faithfully on this earth will have
no other words to say than Fuge-
serve bone et fidelis, intra in gaudi.

Ta less than a month’s time the Sacred Heart Seminary, Poona-
wallee, mourned the death of its two Rectors, Very Rev. C. Mauri and
Wery Rev. Mgr. John Mora. While we were still mourning the sudden
death of our beloved Fr. Mauri, on the 6th morning Very Rev. Fr.
J. Med brought us the gad hews of the death of ‘our dear Mgr. Mora
which occurred ahout 10-20 p.m. on the previous day. A group of
seminarians led by the present Rector, went to Tirupattur,to take part

in the funeral of Mgr. Mora.

The funeral took place at 6 p.m. on the

6th August. After the Requiem High Mass sung by Rev. Fr. Ondrasek
His Excellency Mgr. David Marianayagam, Bishop of Vellore, preached
the funeral oration &nd performed the ‘ Exsequies ’.

Mgr. More was born at Sancta
Cristina, Piedmont, Italy, on 25th
September 1886. He made his
first profession on 18th September
1907 in the Salesian Congregation.
He was ordained on 14th July
1912, He arrived in Tanjore on
26th November 1912. At that
time the Salesians had in Tanjore
a parish and an industrial school,
and this was the first field of Fr.
Mora’s missionary apostolate. Fr.
Mora worked fruitfully for 13
vears in Tanjore. Then ke was
gent to Shiliong, where he worked
for three years és Rector of Don
Bosco Industrial School and later
as the® Manager of the Catholio
Orphan Press, Calcutta. In 1929
be was appointed Vicar General
of the Archdiocene of Madras.

When in 1929 His Grace Dr.
Mederlet opened the Pius XI
Minor Seminary, Mgr. Mora was
appointed Rector. The manifold
offices beld by Mgr. Mora at that
time will give us some idea of his
great spirit and endurance for
work. He was at the same time
Rector of the Minor Seminary,
Chancellor and Treasurer of the
archdiocese, Administrator of the
Lathedral, Chaplain of Fort St.
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George, the General Hospital and
the Penitentiary, Inspector of
Diocesan Schools, and Confessor
in various convents. =°

When His Grace Dr. L. Mathias
opened his Major Seminary in
Poonamallee on 8th September
1936, he found no other than Mgr.
Mora to take up this all-important
task of forming his future priests.
For 17 years Mgr. Mora held the
office of the Rector of this Semi-
nary, during which period he
formed and sent to the missions
34 priests. . And the priests who
went out of this Seminary in the
subsequent years are also the
fruit of hie untiring labours. His
spirit lives on in the Seminary
and in the 125 priestsa 'Who have
gone out from this Seminary.

In 1953 Mgr. Mora was appoint-
ed Rector of the new Ecclesiastical
Institute of the Archdiocese of
Madras-Mylapore at Luz. After
one year he went to Italy for a
few months. On his return he
was appointed Rector of the
Apostolic School and the Eccle-
siastical Institute. In 1957 he
was transferred to Katpadi as
the Rector of St. Joseph’s Home.
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After a year, due to ill-health be
was forced to retire. From then
ofr he‘stayed in Don Bosco High
School, Katpadi, till his death on
5th August 1961.

Inflamed with the zeal and
spirit of St. Paul and St. John
Bosco, Mgr. Mora spent a big slice
of his life—about fifty years—in
India, the land of his adeption,
preaching by word and example
the great message of love. And
“the flame of love which he kindled
in the hearts of his seminarians
shall not be extinguished for gene-
rations to come.

The Seminary is preparing to

celebrate its Silver‘J ubilce and ow
the eve of the Jubilee, so to sy,
God bas decreed to take away to
their eternal reward its two
Rectors who spared npeither time
nor emergy during their term of
office to bring the Seminary to
Inscrutable are the
ways of God! While we mourn
the death of these two great
Rectors, of these two great mis-
gionaries, who spent themselves
and were spent for the Church in
India, we skall be consoled to
think that we have two inter-
cessors in Heaven to plead for us
and for the Seminary before the
Throne of Grace.

==HE Leonine Prayers after Mass, ‘which are to be omsited after a
Solemn High Mass (Missa Solemnis), are to be said after a Low

-

Mass (Missa Lecta).
after certain Low Mgsses.

1. The Sacred Congregation of
Rites by Decree No. 3697, ad 7, of
7-12-1888, Yor the first time per-
mitted these Prayerg to be omitted
after a Conventual Eow Mass.
The Instruction of the Sacred
Congregation of Rites of 3-9-1958,
by order of Pope Pius XII, in
No. 35, defines what a Conventual
Mass is;_ “Among those liturgical
functions which are regarded as
having especial digpity, that
which is known as ‘Conventual
Mass’ or “Mass in Choir ”, is very
rightly included. This is the Mass
which is celebrated daily, in con-
nection with the Divine Office, by
those who are bound by the
Church’s law to Choir gervice ™. . .

2. Then came the Decree
No. 4271, ad 2, of 8-6-1911,
granting the same privilege to the
First Friday Mass celebrated with
the privilege of a Solemn Votive
Mass pro re gra'm'. The Congrega-
tion considered this Mass as
having the privileges of a Solemn
Mass. But now it is a Votive Mass

of III class.

3. Finally came the Decree
No. 43056 of 20-6-1913. It was
asked whethexr the privilege of the
First Friday Mass, allowing omis-
sion of the Leonine Prayers, could
be applied also to low Masses on a
General Communion Day, First
Communion, Sacred Confirmation
or pro Sponsis. The Sacred Con-
gregation replied in the affirmative,

They are, however, permitted to be omitted

if the Mad#s was celebrated with
s me solemnity, or if, without the
celebrant’s leaving the altar, im-
mediately and duly some sacred
function or pious exercise follow-
ed the Mass. °

4. Now some Ordinaries asked
the Sacred Congregation, if the
privilege granted in Decree No.
4305 could be extended also to
dialogue Masses. The Sacred Con-
gregation replied on 9-3-1960
that the Leonine Prayers could be
omsited :

1) When a Mass is celebrated
pro Sponsis, or on the oceasion of
First Communion, General Com-
munion, Sacred Confirmation,
Sacred Ordination or Religious
Profession ;

2) When immediately and duly
after Mass any function or pious
exercise follows ;

3) When: a homily is preached
within the Mass ;

4) When there is a dialogue
Mass on Sundays or Feast-days
only.

After the promulgation of the
New Rubrics there has been much
discussion as to what is to be
understood by Feast-days. Some
have maintained that by Feast-
days are understood Feast-days
of Obligation, while others main-
tain that by Feast-days are
understood all Feast-days in ac-
cordance with the New Raubrics,

c
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and hence of I II and III Class,
and *therefore they omit the Leo-
@mine Prayers practically bhrough-
-out the year.

Foxtunately the controversy is
now ended. The Most Rev. Leo
F. Dworschak, Bishop of* Pargo
{(U.S.A.), asked the Sacted Con-
_gregation of Rites whether by the
term Feast-days is to be ander-
stood I, IT and III Class Feast-
-days. The Sacred Congregation
replied: “ Et Sacra Rituum Con-
.gregation, re diligenter perpensa,
proposito dubio, respondit : Intel-
degi festa duntazat primae et se-
-cundae classis (feast-days of the
T and II class omly). Atque ita
rescripsit et declaravit, die 7 men-
-8i8 Decembris 1960.* This is not a
reply to a particular Bishop, and
-therefore not binding others. It
iis only a solution of a doubt;
hence all can f-llow it.

5 Now, finally, over and above
these concessions by General Law,
-comes a special concession by the
Sacred Congregation of Propa-
.ganda Fide on 14-2-1961 to the
Dioceses of Madras State (Tamil
‘Nad). The Leonine Prayers may
be omitted ¢n Parochial Masses
.only, whenever there is in a Low
Mass singing by the Choir or Con-
.gregation.

Now what kind of singing is
‘permitted in Low Masses ? The
Instruction of the Sacred Copgre-
.gation of Rites of 3-9-1958,

/
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No. 33, rules; “In Low Masses
the people may sing hympbs, . pro-;
vided that these are truly suited
to the different parts of the Mass
(of. n. 14 b).” i

No. 14 b) rules: “In Low
Mgsses the Latin language is to
be used by the priest-celebrant,
the server, and the fmthful who
take pa.rt with the prlest directly

-

. in the liturgy, that is, by reciting

in a clear voi¢e those parts of the
Mass which are allotted to them
(cf. n. 31).—But if, in addition to
this direct liturgical participation,
the people desire to add certain
prayers or congregational hymns
according to local customs, it is
lawful to use the vernacular for
these.”

Although the Votive Mass of
First Friday does not specifically
come in the most recent Decree on
Leonine Prayers, yet it will fall
under any of the classes on which
days these Prayers may be omit-
ted, either because of General
Communion of Reparation, or be-
cause pious devotions for the First
Friday follow the Mass, or be-
cause there is Benediction after
Mass, or a Sermon within the
Mass, or there is singing during
Mass as mentioned above or a
First Communion Service, or
Sacred Ordination, or Religious
Profession, or a dialogue Mass,
not the special Votive of III Class,

- but of a First or Second-Class
Feast, as it happens scmetimes.

The one
who receives it is recommendéd to
bring it every Friday and to place
it gn the Communion Rail after
Holy Communion is received. The
card is then collected and the
Parish Priest checks it and initials
it every month. After the work
of checking, theParish Priest keeps
all the cards upto the following
eve of the first Friday, when some
« from among the laity go to every
house and djstribute them again,
reminding people that the follow-
ing day is the day to receive Holy
Communion and putting into their-
heart the resolution not to inter-
rupt the devotion. In spite of this
a number of people forget, but it
is consoling to see how repeatedly
the devotion is' resumed till they
succeed in performing it without

any interruption. Thus
in Sep. 1959, 81 diplomas were
distributed.
in Oct. 1959, 39 5 »
in Nov. 1959, 7 5 »
in May 1960, 31 ¥ 2
in June 1960, 18 5 »
in Oct. 1960, 36 2 »

A total of 288 diplomas have

already been solemnly distributed
in the Church to those who have
performed this devotion.
