He rightly emphasises that there
is every need to-day for restricting the number of youth
organisations in our country and to make Scouting,
Guiding, Rover Scouting and Rangering compulsory in
all the schools and colleges.

The Madras Government have also recognised the
need for spreading Scouting and Guiding at the village
levels and they have approved of a scheme of enabling
the Panchayat Unions to give adequate grants for
conducting Cubmasters’ and Scoutmasters’ Training
camps. These schemes are being implemented all over
the State. The success of these schemes depegds
largely on the rank and file of the Scout and Guide
Movement. It is our earnest hope that every one in the
movement in this State will try his or her best to spread

Yes, it is really
earning the Proficiency Badge. But it is working and earning
without any drudgery or monotony. It is great fun.

I have been omne of those selected by South Madras Bharat
Scouts and Guides Association as an examiner for a number of
Proficiency Badges including Handyman. It is added joy for me
to test these young kids in the various badges.

JOY FOR OTHERS TO SHARE :

Recently I was encountering a small incident to an officer of the
Scout Association. He felt exhilarated and wanted me to record
my joy for others to share. Hence this article.

The real purpose of asking a Scout to earn, for instance,
Handyman badge is to make him handy and useful to his Home
first, to the institution he belongs next and to the Community
at large. This real purpose should never be lost sight of. The Scout
should be handy wherever he is and the spirit of the test should be
well understood first by the boy himself, though many of the items
enumerated in the A.P.R.O. are unsuited to an average Indian boy,
yet the criterion of judging him should always be whether he is
handy in his own surroundings. P

PARENT-A VITAL LINK :

I invariably visit the boy’s. or girl’s houses to ascertain whether

he or she has been handy at all in his or her own house. For it is
one’s house that is a training ground for this badge. A boy or girl
should get through this test if he or she had been attending to many
of the items of tests that have been listed out in the’A. P-R.O. in
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is own house. Which parent suddenly seeing his children taking
{]ilvely interest in their own house, will not feel proud of ? Such g
parent will be a vital link to the movement.

For all these tests I enlist the active participation of either of
the parent. During my visits, to my surprise I have discovered
many of my friends whom I have never met for ages as parents
of the candidates.

ApurLts’ RoiE IN Boy MOVEMENT :

Many of those parents who have looked on Scouting as a
waste of time and money have become converts and have had the
opportunity to study closely the adult’s role in this Boy Movement
and how Scouters spend sacrificing their time and money for
the cause they have undertaken.

Once, a parent whose boy appeared for the Electrician badge,
remarked ‘I am surprised, are such things taught and practised
in Scouting? Are you elders ‘also in the scheme of Scouting?
What a blunder? I thought it was merely a boys’ show, making
themselves merry.”” 1 told him that Scouting is just a boys’
show with adults’ judicious participation.

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PROGRESSIVE SCOUT WORK IN PA’NCHAYATS.

T. R. Kothandaram Mudaliar, Assistant State Commissioner

The Executive Committee of the Bharat Scouts and Guides met
on July 8, 1961 and passed the report of the Sub-Committee for
reorganisation of Scouting through Panchayat Union Councils in
the Districts and the splitting of Madras City into eight Local
Association areas with two District Commissioners one for the
North Madras and another for the South Madras. The report will
be placed before the State Council which is scheduled to meet on
September, 30, 1961.

* * *

The Panchayat Union of the Uthukottai Block has provided
Rs. 1,000/- in their budget for scout work and have requested the
Bharat Scouts and Guides to conduct a Cubmasters Camp for their
Teachers between September 18 and September 24, 1961. The
resolution of the Panchayat Union is as follows :
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A Local Association will be formed early at that place.

The Panchayat Union of Thirukalukundram has similarly
provided funds in their budget. A Cubmasters’ camp will be held
from July 17 to July 23, 1961 at Mahabalipuram. Flock Leaders
Camp will follow.

The Poonamallee Panchayat Union has already conducted a
Cubmasters Camp out of funds provided by the Union from
June 25,to July 4, 1961 and a Flock Leaders Camp is being
arranged

Sriperumbudur, Trivellore and Kadambathur Panchayat Unions
are expected to run Cubmasters Camps in the month of August and
Poondi in the month of September. Local Associations will be
formed in all the above blocks as soon as the camps are over.

The other Panchayat Unions which have not already budgeted
for Scouting in their expenditure are requested to do so and induce
their Councils to sanction the amounts by passing resolutions on
the lines of the Uthukottai resolution quoted .above and arrange
for the formation of a Local Association and arrange Camps early.

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PLAN FOR THE PANCHAYATS

Panchayat Raj is the order of the day in our Country.. Government is
being carried on by the people through Panchayat Union\ Councils and Munici-
palities. All the elementary schools have come under the control of the Panchayat
Unions. The Government is anxious of the growing disorderliness in the student
population and wants to prevent the same by giving a little more impetus to the
Scout Movement. By so doing, they definitely feel that much of the indiscipline
found among students can be prevented and national energy diverted to con-
structive fields of work. Further Rural Development and Community Develop-
ment Projects focus their attention on youth’s disciplined life and well being.
So the Government after examining the problems consider that scout associations
and Scouting may be appropriately organised by Panchayat Unions as they have
control over these schools staff and block funds.*

ScouTING IN FUuLL MEASURE.

To fall in line with the recommendations of the Government and to
introduce Scouting in a full and effective manner in the Panchayat Union areas the
State Executive Committee'of the Bharat Scouts and Guides at its meeting held
on July 8, 1961 accepted the report of its special sub-committee of which
Dr V. Krishnamurthy, District Commissioner (Scouts), South Arcot District is
the Convener and have recommended the report for the consideration and
adoption at the State Council Meeting which will be held on September 30, 1961.

Our Organising Commissioners have already started organising scouting
at Panchayat Union Councils. As a result of their endeavours the FIRST
TRAINING CAMP for Cubmasters was organised and conducted from June 28
to July 4, 1961 at Camp Tonakela, Avadi, for the Poonamallee Panchayat Union,
the entire expenditure having been met by the Panchayat Union Council.
Sri L. Sreeraman, A.D.C.C. was in charge and he was supported by Sri
M. Ram Mohan and Sri R. Messiah Doss, Joint State Organising Commissioners,
during the first and second halves respectively.  Subsequent training camps are
to be conducted one by one at Mahabalipuram  (Chingleput - District),
Tirumangalam (Madurai District), Arcot (North Arcot District), Uthukottai
(Chingleput District) and Ootacamund (Nilgiri District) in the coming weeks.

. I REMEMBER so well at the age of 11, bicycling to the village shop
to collect my copy of Scouting for Boys. then being published in fortnightly
parts.

Looking back, T know that the whole of my life has been influenced
by this inspiration which our Founder gave to the world, and which we now
call Scouting and Guiding.

f also remember so vividly the day when I met for the first time the
hero of my childhood-Sir Robert Baden-Powel.” He came to Glasgow about
1909 to inspect the Boys® Brigade and as Patrol Leader of the first Patrol of
Girl Scouts in Glasgow I had the great honour of being introduced to him.
At that time he probably felt that the addition of girls to his- Bay Scouts was
rather a mixed blessing, but he certainly did not show his feelings to me, it
was the mement of my young life.

From the time 1 read Scouting for Boys, 1 knew, I must be a Scout, s¢
1 collected a few friends who were like-minded and we formed ourselves into
a Patrol of Girl Scouts. We were adopted by the 1st Glasgow Scout Troop-
as the Cuckoo Patrol. Indeed we were the cuckoos in the next!

_Itis amusing to remember marching proudly along with the Scout
Troop Bugle Band playing ahead and a jeering pack of small boys running
behind yelling ¢ Here come the Cowgirls™ A reference to the Scout hat and
three-cornered tie of which we were so proud and which topped the not-so-
salubrious navy blue jersey and skirt black stockings and button boots. Our
clubroom was a stable loft, and there wasa wood nearby, since built over,
where we put into practice much that we read of in Scouting for Boys.
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The Patrol held two indoor camps-sleeping on mattresses on the floor
in exciting but intense discomfort, but surrounded outside by glorious country,
ideal for our Scouting games, ﬁre‘ lighting, bridge building, and so on. Another
meeting with the Chief Scout which remains clearly in my memory was many
years later after the first World War, when 1 stayed at Pax Hill, the home of
our Founder and the Chief Guide.

WiDE INTERESTS OF THR FOUNDER

I shall never forget the warmth of their welcome and the tremendous
vitality and wide interests of the Founder. We talked far into the night on
many subjects, fishing ameng them, for this was one of his great hobbies.

One of the many Vivid memories of that evening was the wide stone
fireplace and the leaping flames of thelog fire, which shone on the keen, wise,
understanding face of the man who has influeaced the lives of millions of boys
and girls all over the world.

Discipline, character and sense of duty—Pre-requisite of nation Builders

In the last months I have spoken about inculcating in youth a

sense of discipline and laid special emphasis on the building up
of character,

Press reports have not given my reports adequate covering.
'Ijake for example the N.C.C. and the various organisations, official
and non-official, which are training our youth in discipline. I have
been repeating for some time that there are far too many organi-
sations for this purpose.

There is no uniformity of programme. Money and time are
being wasted through lack of co-ordination. One could well restrict
these organisations to N.C.C. Rifles, Rover Scouts and Rangers, Boy
Scouts and Guides. ’

CLass FEELING AMONG Boys:

The introduction of the N.C.C. Rifles has brought about an
undesirable ‘Class Feeling”” among students in the same institution.
The N.C.C. boys think they are superior to the other groups. This
kind of spirit is undesirable. ' ' ;

Incidentally training in the N.C.C. is too elaborate and
expensive. The N.C.C. is not our * third line of defence ™.

WHAT WE WANT IS AN ORGANISATION TO TEACH
OUR BOYS DISCIPLINE, MOULD THEIR CHARACTER,
TEACH THEM ESPIRIT DE CORPS, A SENSE OF DUTY,
THE VALUE OF TIME, TH- DIGNITY OF LABOUR,
DEVELOP PHYSICAL AND MORAL TOUGHNESS, SO AS TO
PREPARE TO BE GOOD LEADERS OF THE COUNTRY.

Leaders are required not only on the battle fields but also.in

other spheres, on the food front, on the health front, in education
and so on. The N.C.C. Rifles is.quite adequate to do the needful.
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I would strongly recommend entry into N.C.C. Riflles being
made compulsory to boys in all public and private colleges in our
country. The N.C.C. as it is today, should be reorganised. I would
suggest that Scouting and Guiding be made compulsory for all
school-going boys and girls.

COLLEGE GIRLS SHOULD BE RANGERS.

For college girls, 1 would suggest that membership of
“Rangers” be made -compulsory. Better uniforms and more
privileges would make Rangers look more inviting to the girls.

Some of my public speeches have not been adequately reported.
I have never said that our girls should be educated only to be
‘* stenographers .

I HAVE STATED THAT OUR GIRLS WHO ARE FUTURE
MOTHERS AND NATION-BUILDERS, ARE TO BE WELL
EDUCATED, BUT THERE IS NO NEED FOR THEM TO HAVE
ACADEMIC QUALIFICATIONS.

GIrLS TO BE EDUCATED TO RUN A HOME.

They should be educated enough to read, write and converse
intelligently, to run a happy home, to learn to be good wives and
mothers. The standard of home life today is not sufficiently high
and. this is reflecting on the bringing up of our children.

If I have advised girls to learn shorthand, typing, book-keeping
and journalism, it is because this would help them in * fending >
for themselves If the oceasion rose. I have seen many unfortunate
young ‘‘ widows .

Amazons Not NEEDED

Any girl who is a good stenographer or who has learned a trade
can always earn her keep. I have urged girls not to join the N.C.C.
for the simple reason that girls have a greater sense of discipline
and better character than boys By Joining the N.C.C. they lose
some of their innate charm and the grace of womanhood.

. Tom-boys are not desirable. Girls could decidedly benefit by
going to college. They could take up the careers they fancied.
But we do not want *“ Amazons”’ to fight on battle fields.” We have
qulte enm’l,gh ‘ boys ” to do this, but the girls may be taught
“‘unarmed” combat—rifles and or revolyer shooting. In exceptional
cases of course they may pursue higher studies.

The District Commissioner (Guides), Tiruchirapalli, Srimathi
Rajkumari Rema Devi, undertook a whirlwind tour of the flood
affected areas on the banks of River Cauvery. The excerpts from
her letter to the State Commissioner (Guides) is reproduced below :

“I. also visted all the breach spots and areas which were
affected by floods. [ found that no girl guide or scout could have
rendered physical assistance, Of course, our Rovers helped with
night vigilance etc. All there was to do was to block the floods with
sand bags day in and day out. Only the Military had the capacity to
do this. We have no sea-Scouts to help with rescue operations, and
there were no casualities to whom we could render first-aid. The
victims are not so badly off as the Tanjore and Kumbakonam
people. So you see there is nothing we could have done

“Now, we are on a compaign to collect money, clothes, etc.
and send them to the victims. Some of our guides have volunteered
to help in the gruel centres...... *
