HELP TO COUNTRIES.

Chile:

In May of this year, severe earthquakes in Chile, followed by
a tidal wave, devastated a third of the coumtry. In the Southern
Provinces where the situation was most desperate, all road com-
munications were destroyed so that for some considerable period
of time it was not possible for the Government to assess the full
extent of the damage or estimate the relief measures most urgently
needed.

The Girl Guide Association in Chile, in answer to the World
Association’s cabled expression of sympathy and offer of help,
asked for direct financial assistance towards providing the greatest
necessities. Accordingly, the World Association responded with a
cheque for £280 from Thinking Day Fund which has been used to
send 100 cardigans to Guides in the distressed areas; these will
supplement the Government’s basic distribution of garments to all in
need. Members of the Guide Association are numbered amongst
those who in this Chilean disaster have suffered great material,
and in many cases family losses. -

On such tragic occasions, the Thinking Day Fund, expressing
sympathy in a practical form, underlines the real feeling of sister-
hood of each individual Guide for her fellow Guides i in distress
wherever they may be in the World.

Congo:

Prior to the Congo obtaining political independence, grants were
.made to the two Guide Associations in Belgium to assist. in their
training schemes in the Congo.

The work has entailed an ~application of . methods of Afrjcg.n
realities. .Whilst until 1958; most of the leaders of African groups
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were Europeans, the number of African leaders has now grown
considerably, owing to an intensive training.  Groups of * guide ya
mobka > have started to fill the needs of young married women.

The first Federal Council met in April, 1960, composed of
Federal, Regional Commissioners and Congolese leaders; half of
the participants were Africans.

Following political independence on 1st July, 1960, funds have
been allocated from the Thinking Day Fund to send World Associa-
tion Representative as soon as the situation permits. This Represen-
tative’s task will be to report on whether the Girl Guides in the
Congo are ready for recognition as a Tenderfoot Member Country.
It is already known that, in addition, a specialised Trainer will be
. required to work in the Congo for several months.

Great Britain:

In the West Indies, a territory approaching political indepen-
dence, the Guide Movement is also working towards the day it can
apply for direct membership of the World Association. To help
them prepare for this day, a grant from the Thinking Day Fund
has been given to Great Britain the parent country to help ensure
the continuance of training over a sufficiently long period.

Greece:

Their Majesties’ Fund, Greece. On May 16th, the 17th World
Conference meeting in Greece agreed that the sum of £250 should
be given from the Thinking Day Fund to the Girl Scouts of Greece
to carry out a project for refugee Guides under the auspices of
Their Majesties’ Fund.

India:

A grant from the Thinking Day Fund made it possible for the
Joint National Secretary, who had never left the shores of India, to
attend the World Association Training and the 17th World Confe-
-rence in Greece, and come to England to study organisational
methods at the British Girl Guide Association National Headquarters
and World Burcau as well as observe active Guiding in England,
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and visit Our Chalet. This wider experience should prove invaluable
for the ever-growing Movement in India.

j Laos:

Despite unsettled political conditions, the Guide Association is
counting to work enthusiastically to develop Guiding in this
country. The Thinking Day Fund has helped to fill a need sending
them suitable Guide handbooks in French for adaptation to their
requirements.

COMPETITIONS.

. ““Instruction in Scouting should be given as far as possible
through practices, games and competitions.”

—B. P. ** SCOUTING FOR Boys ™.

. -A Game will generally appeal more to the boy than mere
practxce and its lesson is likely to be appreciated and remembered.
So, we may imagine at that the Chief felt that a Scout Competition
should be something that would be more enjoyable and more valua-
ble than a game. He probably had in view the informal, quickly
decided competition which would arise in the ordinary course of
troop work and activities and not the elaborate, highly organised
and often very protracted contests which take place in some areas,
or even between Patrols of the same troop.

We should also not forget the fact which the Chief urges most
strongly, viz., that pompetltlon should serve not to discover the
most proﬁcient scout in any particular activity but one who is the
worst.

These considerations have been overlooked, Competitions have
seemed to be such a heaven-sent way of obtaining efficiency and
keenness, that they have been allowed in some cases to assume an
importance and complexity which in the end has made thema
hindrance to Scouters in carrying out their proper work, and has
tended to defeat the real object of Scouting. It has too often been
overlooked that they are not an end in themselves, but merely one
means to an end, one method of instruction in Scouting.

Sometimes, in the organisation of the competition, there may
be the suggestion that it is intended to discover the best troop or
the best patrol. Such a result is not only 1mposs1ble but also is
neither necessary nor desirable. The best Troop or Patrol is not
the one which is the most proficient in knotting, signalling
or First Aid, nor even that which shows the greatest ingenuity,
resourcefulness. and initiative. There is many a troop composed
of untidy, inefficient scallaywags who are nevertheless far
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more true Scouts than are some of the polished and efficient winners
of District competitions. That which makes a good troop is some-
thing which is not measurable or assessable in points, It is that
inward vital loyalty to the Promise and the Law we call the
Scout Spirit. E

But competitions can have a real value so long as they are. no{
overdone. They make for increased keenness, and so long as they
help the boy to acquire those fundamental qualities which are the
basis of good living, namely, honour without hardness, self-reliance

" without selfishness, and strength with the sympathy and gentleness
which are characteristic of real strength. If competitions were
entirely banned in Scout training, there is real loss to the movement,
it may lead to weakness and lack of character.

The following points naturally suggest themselves when we
think of competitions :—

(1) Neither too frequent nor too formal.

(2) Net involving long periods of preparation to the ptejildice
of good scouting.

(3) Not complicated, not requiring involved mathematical
calculations and not lasting over too long a time.

(4) Should be varied frequently in method and in subject.
This is necessary where the same troop or patrol is
winning continuously and there is a very bad spirit in the
district in consequence.-

(5) Should provide real enjoyment to the scouts. taking part,
and should have real adventure and romance. '

(6) Technical efficiency should not always be the main point,
Common sense, initiative and resourcefulness should also
be taken into account and scope should be given for
Leadership and team spirit.

(7) The attitude of winners and losers should be regarded as
of greater importance than the actual winning or losing.
Competitions should encourage the habit of playing hard,
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but at the same time they should teach scouts to wis
graciously and to lose with dignity. :

. As regards Cubs and competitions, it must be clearly under-
stood at the outset that there is little place for anything of a
competitive nature, save in the mildest and most informal way, since
they live in their own jungle, a jungle full of colour and romance,

The individualistic outlook is strong, while the team spirit, if
any, is very weak. It is good for Packs to meet others. to find other
families of Cubs living in the same jungle, and to play with them,
but this is a very different thing from competing against them.
We are not so concerned with efficiency as in making sure that our
Packs are happy. We should not forget that our Cubs are still
children and theirs is the right of happy childhood. They will,
soon enough, have to face th: world with all its fierce competition,
its rivalries, envy and bitterness, and it is not for us to hasten the
coming of these things.

It is true that they may lead to efficiency, but efficiency is not
everything, nor even the most important thing, and we should do
well to remember that mere efficiency is of no value if in its
acquisition we have lost in any way what are far more important-
Courtesy, Unselfishness and Brotherliness-all of which may be
endangered if we allow the competitive interest too much place in
our programme.

Mr. F. Howard Oakley. Ex-Provincial Commissioner of the Boy Scouts
Association, Madras State, passed away peacefully after a brief illness in Madras
on 19th March 1961.
