OD il His wisdom has decreed that we should find, in the sublime
doctrine of the Mystical Body, the answer and remedy to all

the modern false ideologies and social evils.

We havg seen in the previous
article how atheism isskilled by
the truth of the Mystical Body.
The cry of our previous thinker
~was, ¢ There is no God”. Our
answer was, ‘“ God exists; He is
with us ; He is within us ; He and
we form the Mystical Body.”

“Everything is God ”

Today we hear another cry:
»« All is God. There is nothing
but God. All we can see or know
is God.” In one word,
Pamhexsm is the name of this
ancient theory, held particularly
in India and revised in the- west
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by new thinkers, like Albert Eins-
tein, Bernard Shaw and his
associates. If all things are God,
then I too am God. My Jife is
God! The murderer is God ! The
man guilty of rape, the beautiful
woman, the tyrant.—all are part
of the pantheistle god equally
with the saint and the martyr.
Let us follow the scommentary of
Fr. D. Lord, s. 7., “With Pan-
theism, man’s highest dignity,
his free will, isa mayth. If I am
a part of a vast being who is God,
I move by an impulse of the
mind and will that is His or
its . . . . The man or the woman
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who once admits that he or she is. ers, the, pessimists, who despair

% paxt of God, by that fact relin-
quishes free will. The tail does
not wag the dog. The tongue
does not direct the brain. The
« bolb on the engine dges fiot direct
the moter car The part of God
cannot be independent of and
cannot deminate God.”  °

His life flows through my
body and soul.

God remains with us The aspi-
ration of the pantheist, the
dream of the mystic sighing for
union ‘of his humanity with the
divinity, is realised. God and the
creature have become one.” But
the moment a serious sin is
committed, we are cut away from
the Mystical Body, for “the very
ugliness of the crime makes it
impossible for the guilty person
to be any longer “a part of the
spotless body of:the Saviour.”

Pelagianism, Liberalism

We are also confronted with a
new Pelagianism which pretends
that man can achieve anything
and everything by himself, with-
out any need of prayer, the
sacraments and grace ; in a word,
without God’s help. On the
other hand, there are the doubt-
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of everything and for whom men

. are ,caught in the pincers of

heredity and environment.
Women are the playthings of
their qwn passions. Since there
is no future, let us rejoice! * All
this is clmx;ged, however, by the
truth of the Mystical Body . . . .

° A divine life is ours because we

share the life of the Son of God.
We are united with Jesus Christ,
and His powers and capacities
are by divine generosity placed at
our disposal, for our use.”

¢ Modern thought has lost a
number of important things. It

» has lost all sense of the superna-

tural. It has. grown disdainful
of purity.” It rejects humility,
and natuorally despises true love.

Liberalism has introduced into
men’s lives a double aspect : the
public life and the private life.
It has put a curtain between the
two, and pretends that no one
has a right to judge or interfere
in the private Tife of any one,
who can thus be, or presented to
be, a saint in public and a devil
in private. The theory of laissez
foire in the economic field, is
being applied to the private
actions of men, with the evil
consequences which are known
to all.

Communism Denies God

(Communism has come, waging
war against God whose existence
it denies, destroying love and
sowing hatred. We may have to
deal at length, later on, with this
particular ideology. It is suffi-
cient to say now that against all
these losses and perils, the truth
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of the Mystical Body rises once
‘more as the one cogent answer,
.asgwe shall see in the following
articles.

God or have disterted Him into
ugly and disgusting scaricatures
of Himself. The Mystical Body
restores Him in all His love and
tender fatherliness, and shows
Him bending down toa gracious
union with His own children.

_ “Modern thinkers have des-
paired of man. The Mystical
Body shows how deeply God
reveres and loves man. It makes
possible all things by the power
and strength that flows from a
Divine Heart to its human
members.

+ “Modern literature is keyed to
songs of despair. No one who *
possesses an understanding of the
doctrine of the Mystical Body
can refrain from bursting into a

song of exulta.qg happiness.”

*St. Paul was the first to intone
that song of victory when he
exclaimed; “I am allve; or ;
tather, not I;,it is Christ that
lives in me.” (Galatians, 2,20)..

What a consoling truth! I am
not alone any more. Though I
may seem weak and frightened, I
feel and I am strong in Him Who
strengthens me, for it i8 Christ
Who lives in me.

£ village of Sathangadu, a village in Tiruvottiur Municipaliiy,
North Madras, witnessed a unique scene on the evening'of 25th

January, the'feast of St. Paul’s conversion, when His Grace Dr.
Li Mathias, 8.D.B., blessed and opened for wpublic wership the newly
built' Church of St. Paul which forms the 24th parish in Madras city.

', This church, situated in &
predominantly Hindu area, in
keeping with the surroundings,
reveals a blend of several styles
of Indian, especially Hindu archi-
tecture. The length of the church
i 120 feet and the breadth 30
feét. ' An elegant altar of gleam-
ing grey granite .adds beauty to
the mosaic-laid nave and sanc-
tuary.< Above the high Altar
hangs a large and expressive
Crucifix. The sacristy behind is
specious and airy.

For God’s Honour and Glory

At 5 o’clock in the evening the
Catholic community around the
newly built church, the many
krethren that ‘came from the
parishes of Kasimode, Roya-
puram, Broadway and Vepery,
together with the large number of
clergy and religious, in addition
to the many non-Catholics of
Sathangadu, received His Grace
Dr. L. Mathias and His Excellency
Rt. Rev. Dr. ¢F. Carvalho at the
entrance. of Sathangadu Road
where it brapches off from the
Tiruvottiur High Road, and led
them in procession to the new
church along the road decorated
with .. arches = and festoons of
festive colours. His Grace then,
assisted by V. Rev. Mgr. A. P.
de.Andrade, proceeded to perform
the Liturgical blessing, sprinkling
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the walls exteriorly and interiorly.
with holy water. Next followed
the consecration of the stone altar
and the celebration of the first
Mass in the new church. In the
course of his sermon, the Arch-
bishop stressed that the new edi-
fice had become the house of God,
to be used exclusively for His
honour and glory. It was a great
pleasure for him to bless and de-
dicate the new church on the
feast of the Apostle of the Gen-
tiles who, he hoped, would protect
the parish and make of the people
iustruments in the spread of the
faith to their less fortunate neigh-
bours and the country around.
There was a traditional belief
that on the oceasion of the first
Mass said in a new clfurch the
petitions of those present were
granted: He asked the concre-
gation, who had assembled on a
working day from all over the
city, to formulate their petitions
and trust in' God to grant them.

The Church La.w in this connéc-
tion is: “The remains of the
faithful are to be buried in a
' cemetery which is blessed, accords
ing to the rxtesoprescrlbed in
approved liturgical books, either
by a solemn or simple blessing
performed by persons mentioned
in Canons 1155 and 1156 see
Canon 1205, para, 1.

~ ““'Th Catholic Church has the
right to have its own cemeteries ..
1 Canon 1206, para 1;.

Where Catholics have no Ceme-
tery of their own, the Parish
Priests should try to have a por-
tion in any Public Cemetery
reserved for the use of Catholics
{Diocesan Statute. No. 717 In
which case the Parish Priest will
see that this portion is blessed for
burials Canon 1206, para 2 )

* Ifeven this reservation is not
?ossible, each individual grave

should be blessed before "Burials
are made (Canon 1206, para. 3).

The rite for the blessmg of a
single grave each time, given in
the Roman Ritual, supposes that
the eemettry is not blessed. If
the Cemetery is already blessed,
this part of the rite is omitted in
the case of a simple grave, but if
the grave is a monument or lined «
with brick or stone, it should be
blessed. This injunction relates
to cases even when the whole
Cemetery or a portion reserved to
Catholics is blessed. :See Decrees
of the Sacred Congregation of
Rites, Nos. 3400, ad V and 8524.

ON the 9th of Jaouary 1361, at 2-40 in the morning., when the first

_batch of the diocesan clergy had just entered into retreat, Fr.
M. Joseph Rock passed to his eternal reward after an illnegy of.

three months.

He had ha8 -the firsts stroke of patalysis while he was

teaching Catechism in ofie of the convents in Poonamallee, and had to

feave the class.

It was believed then to have'
‘been some nervous trouble which
showed itself on his face gnd lips.
As he suffered such attacks repea-
tedly a few times in the week, he
<came to Madras for medical atten-
tion. on the 8th of October 1960,
remaining under his sister’s care,
in her home in St. Mary’s Church,
compound, Abhiramapuram, when
he put himself under the treat-
ment of a nerve specialist for
some days. Beiug weak and un-
able to stand, he was ordered to
take complete rest.

The Last Mass

On the 13th of October 1960,
the anniversary of Our Lady’s
last apparition at Fatima, he de-
sired very much to say Mass
and said Mass in St. Mary’s

‘ Church, Abhiramapuram, even
hearing a few confessions before
Mass ; by the end of the Mass he
found himself unable to stand any
fonger. That was the last Mass
be said: Within a few days he
was admitted to the Government
General Hospital for closer obser-
vation and treatment. A week
later he was discharged from the
hospital as the doctors after many
long tests could find nothing wrong
with him, except nervous weak-
ness. They advised complete rest
of body and mind, and wanted

him to stay op in Madras withid
easy reach of the doctor. During
the week which followed he ex-
perienced a few strokes of tempor-
ary paralytis of the limbs and
face, which however passed off
soon. .

The final and most severe stroke
of paralysis, by which his whole
right side was affected and made
him also entirely speechless, was
on the 29th of October 1960. The
last Sacraments were adminéehered
to him and he was immediately
removed to the Government Gene-
ral Hospital at night. Slowly he
regained his power of speech,
which however never became quite
distinot, and his limbs-also showed
some improvement. But what
gave him acute suffering was a
severe hiccough which recurfed
now and again, accompanied with
asthma, his life-long companion
which appeared in all its vigour
during the last,days of his illness.

On the 4th of December 1960,
as he was fonnd by the doctors to
be out of danger, though still sick
and suffering, he was discharged
from the hospital and at his
own request was removed to the
Luz Church presbytery. There
he spent the rest of his suffering
days under the careful attention
of his devoted sister, Mrs. Arputha-
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mariammal, and the other priests
of the hquse, Mgr. P. L. Jega-
nathan and Fr. P. J. Kurian, but
his hicconghs and asthma in addi-
tion to the paralysis continued to
torment him and kept him groan-
ing sometimes for days and nights.

"Keehly though he félt his suffer-,

ings, he was anxious that God
should grant him strength to bear
¢ them patiéntly and meritoriously.

In the evening of Sunday the
8th January 1961 his condition
showed a sudden change, for the
worse. He became gxestless, un-
able to sit or lie down, and his
suffering and pains became acute.
A docfor who was called, declared
his case beyond hope and predict-
ed only a few hours more for him
to live. Fully conscious, he re-
ceived the last Sacraments and at

® 2-40 a.m. on 9th January, 1961 he
wasalled to receive his evernal
reward, surrounded by the Parich
Priest, two Sisters of St. Isabel's
Hospital, and his own elder sister
and faithful servant.

- " The Last. Rites

Soon after his decease, the
body was washed and dressed in
violet priestly vestments by Fr.
Kurian, helped by those in at-
tendance. At dawn it was carried
down to the reception-room of
the presbytery where it was visited
by a constant stream of friends and
parishioners, commencing with His
Grgce the Archbishop and the
clergy of Mylapore. In the evening
the body was laid in a white coffin
and carried to the Church of Our
Lady of Luz, where about 25
diocesan priests (those not in re-
treat) besides Seminarians from
Poonamallee and some of the
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regular clergy commenced the re-
:’oitgtion of the Office for the Dead
® while Archbishop Mathias began
Mass at the main altar. The bod
cof thé church was filled with nuns
"8nd children from St. Francis
Xavier's, Alwarpet, - and St.
Thomas’s Convent, Mylapore,and
80 great was the trowd that most
of the people had to remain out-
vside. Mass over, the coffin was
‘carried in procession around the
church and then to the adjacent
cemetery, where a few priests
and nups aifeady lie buried. Here
again the service was conducted
by His Grace the Archbishop;
who imparted the last absolution,
and the body was lowered into
.the grave, there to await the final
resurrection.

M. Joseph Rock, the son of two
good Catholics of the Maé-de-Deus
parizh, Mylapore, C. S. Mallaiappa
Mudaliar and Ubagari Nalliammal,
was burn on the 29th January,
1902, and had thus almost com-
pleted 59 years of age when bhe
died. He studied in the San
Thome High School and after
passing the Intermediate ¥xami-
nation worked for a shqrt time in
the Fiogerprints secticn of the
Criminal Intelligence Department,
Madras. Perhaps it was this con-
tact with records of dishonesty
and crime that turned his mind to.
a nobler life, ministering to the
spiritual needs of his fellow men.
He was accepted for the Diocese
of Mylapore by the then Adminis-
trator, Mgr. A.M. Texeira (who as
bishop was to ordain him a priest
six years later'in the San Thome
Cathedral) and in January 1926
was sent to the Papal Seminary
at Kandy, Ceylon, for his eccle-
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siastical studies. As the climate ¥ priest of St. Joseph’s Church,
of Kandy was not conducive to Chingleput. From here Fr. Rock
%is health, he was tranferted ate was transferred to Covelong, then

the end of the year to St. Paul’s
Seminary, Tiruchirapalli, where he
begsp the study of Philqgophy
and after doirg tbe, four-year
course of Theology,ewas called to
San Thome to be ordained priest
by H. E. Don Aotonio Teixeira in*
the Cathedral on the 1lth of
December, 1932, a faw mgnths be-
fore the latter’s lamented demise.

" Prestly Career

Young Fr. Rock’s first appoint-
ment was to the Sacred Heart,
- Church. Tapjore, as assistant to
Mgr. M. Motha Vaz. There al-
ready his gifts as a teacher and
preacher attracted attention, and
be was soon called to Mylapore to
be on the staff of the San Thome
High School, his alma mater, and
to give a course of theological
instruction to the novices of the
Bon Secours Convent. Later, Fr.
Rock was appdinted to be parish

In Memoriam :

N Tuesday the 6th December 1960 at 11-30 a.m. our dearly loved
Sr. M. Lidwine walked up feebly to the chapel, genuflected and
said aloud ““Sweet Lord ! ” before she got injo the car which was

to take her to the General Hospital.

Most of us were at school and
got the news only when we came
home for dinner. As Sister had
severe pain, Mother and Sr.
Dympna went to the local doctor
but he thought that an X-ray was
necessary to find out the cause
and so advised them to take her
to the General Hospital immedi-
ately. Little did we dream that
we would no more enjoy her
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[ ]
edifying and genial company ab
Christ King’s, Tappbaram.

Every year Sister used to wait
for the 8th of December. This
time on the 7th, when Sr. Cleta
had gone to see her, she said
“Tomorrow is my Mother’s Day,
and I am in hospital ! The next
day . when Mother asked her,
“Sister, - what meditation did
35



wg ‘today? ” she replied, ‘the Intentions for the ‘month.

“* Mother, to tell you the truth, I
didn’t make any meditation but I
prayed much to Our Lady.” No
wonder Our Lady hastened to

‘relieve her of all pain in sucha

short time !
To the very last she fqllowed

' gommunity life and she loved it.

Till the 5th she wasup at 5 a.m.
with ‘the commnnity. “The printed
prayers in the Manual were of too
small a type for her toread and
so she, who must have surely
known most of them by heart,
took the trouble of writing out all
the prayers, in her own trembling
hand, in large black print and she
used that book morning, noon and
night. She was very grateful to
the Sister who wrote out Matins
and Lauds for her. She used that
book” fo the very end. She loved
the company of the Sisters and
was very reluctant to go to bed
while we recreated. The Chinese
Chequer Board now lies on the
shelf. ‘Every time at “ Praise”
she would keep it ready and in-
vite us to play. She enjoyed the
game because it kept us together.

How very often did our dear
Sister lay stress on “ Fidelity to
fittle things”, and how thoroughly
‘she practised it! To the little
ones of our English School she
‘was  ““Catechism Mother”. To
Fiston to one of those lessons was
‘enough to realize her tender love
“for the Church. Many a time did
she tell us, when she took us
up for Catechism on Sundays,
€1t doesn’t matter if we don’t do
‘grand things. Let us often make
“acts of Faith, Hope and Charity”.
‘At the end of every month - Sister
made it a point to study by heart

.

These were the intentions of our
Holy #ather and therefore dear &
her. Often she was heard re-
peating them and saying “ My old
memory ”, and each time she went

to the bqard to-get the correct
wording. .

« Our dear Sister’s obedience was
marvellous! Mother had only to
express a wish and that was
enough.® On‘the very last day of
her life, after our parish priest had
given her the Papal Blessing, he
asked for her prayers. Mother told
her that Father wanted her bless-
ing. “How can I bless Father 2,

“she asked. But since Father repeat-
ed the request and Mother had also
asked her, obediently her hand
was raised in blessing ! When told
that Sister Martha would bd with
her that night, ‘“As Mother
arranges” was her only reply.
But, for her, there were no more
nights. a

The nurses were so taken up
with Sister’s childlike subyission
that they were eager to do all
they could for her. Orr Saturday
afternoon Sisters Dympna and
Claudina went to the hospital and
found Sister extremely weak.

Early on Sunday morning,
Mother, “Srs. Germaine and
Angelica went to see our dear
Sister. Our dear Sister was in
deep slumber. They roused her.up,
spoke to her-and joked with her.
Sister was suffering very much.
The House Surgeon came with
the glucose. injection. On hear-
ing that Sister would -be 79 years
old the next day, Doctor told her
that there should be grand cele-
Drations ip the General Hospital in



her honout. We promised to send
a cake for Sister to cut and offer
¢them. But Sister answered tha}
in convents we don’t have birth-
day cakes !

The doctors wanted to* eperate ,
on her but Sistér was far too weak
to stand the operation—she was
actually sinking. The hospital
chaplain, Father G. Narsilio, gave
her Extreme Unction and blessed
her. He told us tkat Sister had
made her confession the previous
evening and received Holy com-
munion that morning. Our parish
priest, Fr. Mani, came from
Tambaram and since Sister had
already been anointed, gave hes
the Papal Blessing. Now Sister
was fully concious and moved her
lips to repeat all the prayers we
were, teaching her. The sisters
came in batches to the hospital.
We sang suitable hymns, recited
the prayers for the dying, renewed
our vows with our dear Sister,
sang thé Salve, and said the act of
Consecration, the Rosary, the
Dolougs Rosary and night prayers
too with our dearly loved Sister.
Several tines Sister raised her left
hand to make the sign of the
cross as the right hand was tied
down to the bed and the tube in-
jected in. So we helped her to
‘make that loved sign with the
left hand as she was extremely
weak. She kissed the Crucifix so
very often. The Rosary was
twmed round her fingers.

~When saying the ‘Te Deum’
too the last two verses had not
been said, and till they were said
we could hear her whisper ‘Te
Deudm, Te Deum ’.

Fr.,Eric De Souza then came in
with blessings and a‘promise gf *
prayers from the Archbishop and
Auxiliary Bishop. Fr.Narsifo was
there again and almost all our

sisters prging round her. Fr.
Narsilio advised us to take Sister
home as he didn’t want her

shifted to the Mortugry « Room.
It was about 6-30 p.m. when the
Nurses began to get her ready.
Her sister Mrs. Baretto came just
in time with her niete Marie.
Sister opened her eyes, looked at o
them affectionately, and than the
Nurse whispered, “This®i® the
agony.” Immediately Fr. E.
De Souza gave the last absolu-
tion saying ‘‘ Sister, you will go
to Heaven now!” Just two
or three gasps and Mother’s
trembling hands closed those
loved eyes while Sr. Adele pressed
the crucifix to her lips and pragers
were repeated aloud. Our dear
Sister died just as she had lived.
As we had already obtained the
discharge certificate the matron
allowed us to"take our dear Sister
in the ambulanc® we had got.

It is gratifying to note
that the response to the invita-
tions was good and a fairly large
gathering was present on the 29th
evening. Those who attended in-
cluded represéntatives from the
Units at Kasimode, Little Mount,
Perambur, Pudupet and Roya-
puram.

The function commenced with
the Y.C.W. prayer, followed by
an address by Very Rey.

Dunlop’s, I.C.F. and other
commercial firms, and by end-
eavouring themselves to lead bet-
ter Catholic lives, they take Christ
to the workers.
