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Ten years ago, we published our first small report of
sixteen pages, relating what had happened at our first old
students’ meeting. The report was greatly welcomed by
all the old students, who had not been present as well by’

those, who had been of the party.

The little report grew bigger year by year, till we
published our Jubilee-number in 1955 which was followed
by last year’s first edition of “ Our Annual”. Many friends
of the Institution welcomed this our first attempt and I am
glad to reproduce here one of the many letters and messages
received, as it summaries most of them: Rev. Father
F. K. Froehly S.J., of St. Joseph’s College, Trichy, wrote:
¢ I hasten to thank you for the Annual which you were
good enough to send me. It is a gem. An Annual is intended,
to give a faithful account of the life of the Institution of
which it is the organ. Your-Annual has achieved the end,
to perfection. Being the first of its kind it had to be of a
high' standard: so as to serve as model for those of succeeding
years. I congratulate the editing Staff on their success,
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Sacred Heart Training School may truly be proud of
its achievements. It has prepared qualified teachers for
the whole of South India and thus its influence is spreading

far and wide. I wish the Institution still greater success
in future.

I read the account of the excursion to Mysore with
special interest. Having visited the Brindivanam Dam my-

self I could easily picture to myself the enchanting scene
on a Saturday night.”

Sr. Rita, one of our old students, expressing the feelings
shared by many, wrote: “I was delighted to get the An-
nual for which I had been longing! I was thrilled and I
went through its pages and enjoyed the bits of news about
girls I knew and looked at the pictures with interest, It
was like being back in my old school again.... OQur Annual
must. certainly have given every old student a thrill and"
brought many happy memories to them as it certainly did’
to me. The religious element that runs through every
article must remind many an old student of what they
have seen and heard during their two years’ stay about
their supreme duty of putting God first in their daily lives.
I wish the Book were double and treble its size. I kept
on looking through the pages to make sure that I had not
missed anything. What a lot of improvements and exten-
sions have been made within the past few years. I might
not know the place if I ever came back to see it. Aren't the
girls lucky to have the schoolbus now to go te the Town
School ? To tell the truth, I do not envy them on that score
gince we have had such lovely, delightful walks, evers in
the, scorching heat of SrivillL,” So we received more-than
one encouraging tap on the baek,

We held our O. 5. Committee-meeting on the 15th of
June, just at the time when the “flu” was raging in these
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parts. Some of our mémbers from nearby places could
not come, because they either had “flu” themselves or
had to nurse “ flu” ‘patients at home. Only Grace Rathina-,
thai from Sivakasi turned up, but nearly all the local
members were present. Since the tea-party was ready, we
invited all our teachers to fill the vacant seats.

We drew up a programme for the present old students’

day, which however underwent some changes before it was
finally put up. Some of the old students were reluctant
to give us a talk on Q. S. day, but they were ready for any
other kind of work and all our Committee-members did
their best and co-operated in a most friendly way.

We thank all those who contributed to make the old
students’ day a success, as well as the present and old
members of the Staff, old students and Seniors who filled
the pages of this our second Annual. We present it to our
readers with confidence, whilst we go on with our edu-
cational work, trying to enable our students to attain suc-
cess in the art of life, whilst being trained for the art of
earning a livelihood, keeping in mind that: “Education is
a training in values” and that one is “well educated who
realises practically that God is the one essential value in
life.”

OLD STUDENTS' DAY
24th of August 1957

Every year, old students’ day brings us surprises. Long
‘before, letters are streaming in, full of promises, but as
the date draws nearer, messages run “I am so sorry,
Mother, but....” and then comes the long list of excuses.
We know, many of them are true enough : it is not easy
for young married wives and mothers to leave their home,
teachers have to apply for leave which the head of the
school cannot always grant, there are inspections, feasts and
80 many reasons-which prevent a good many of our old
stidents to be present, not to mention the expenses which
a rather long journey and the stay here involve., Yet, where
there is a will, there is a way for a good many. A proof
‘of this was the presence of our faithful old student Mumtaz,
who had already written how sad she felt that the date
of our meeting coincided with the eve of her “ Hindi”
exams and who, in spite of all, found a way to be present
at the meeting and tea-party and then quickly to rush off,
after our old teacher Subbammal had sung the Prayer song
for the evening entertainment.

We must pay a tribute to those who came from afar
to be with us on the day: Francisca, who came all alone
from Madras, the three sisters Coonghe : 'Winnifred with
her little daughter who had started from Trichendur to
join both her sisters Mary and Virgin at Palamcottah,
Esther and Ranjitham who arrived late on Friday
night already, Augusta from Usilampatty, bringing along
Smt. Helen Balammal of the first group of Secondaries, of
whom we had not heard ever since she left the Training
in 1945! A few Elementaries too deserve a special mention :
The very first to arrive was Arul Mary of 1933-35, who had
not seen the school since {en years and who is now teach-



ing in a villagé near Visudhunagar, R. Adaikalam, whose
eldest daughter is now in the Secondary Junior Class. She
came all the way from Tuticorin with her three months’
old baby, her seventh child.

It was a gay reunion and all over the compound, there
was the noise of chatting and laughter. Last year’s students
met their old classmates and: friends, new acquaintances
were made and we had to ring the bell again and again
before we could make the girls move towards the meeting
hall where the programme called us by 2 P.M. Grace
Rathinathai, who was to welcome the old students, sat
quietly in one of the teachers’ rooms, preparing her speech,
whilst we had already begun with the prayer meeting. She
turned up just when Smt. Sharadha, our new Music teacher,
had finished her very beautiful prayer song, whilst we
were anxiously looking for another Committee-member to
replace her. Bravely she came forward and gave her well
prepared little speech, making them all feel that she was
really happy to welcome them.

Kumari S. Parvathy, B.A.B.T., though a new member
on the staff since June only, read out the report, which she
had translated in Tamil. Attendance was takem and ninety
old students were present. We had begun exactly at 2 P.M.
because of the punctuality of our dear Mother Superior,
who was garlanded by Arul Mary. Joan of Are, our
faithful never missing old student, had written a P. C.;
requesting us to begin a little later. They were having
class at St. Joseph’s High School, but the Headmistress
Sr. Rose had given her half a day free to rush with her
sister Therese and G. Lourde to Srivilli to be present,
though a little late. Unhappily, we had not received the
card in time and so we had begun exactly at the fixed
hour. The group of old students, who are undergoing
re-training in the Basic School of Mallipudur were also
a bit late and so were a few others, who had been ob-
liged to go to chool till noon. When we added up figures
the number of old students present rose to one hundred
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and ten by the end of the meeting. The winning groups

were: for the Secondary Grade: 1953-55 and for the
Elementary Grade: 1955-57.

Then begun the series of talks: Kumari Sellathai re-
lated her first experiences in dealing with the Training
students of the Ele. Grade. She told us how she struggled
the first year, not knowing the matter to be taught in* Rural
Social Problems”, hesitating how to take Model Lessons
and having no idea at all as to how to work out a project
for the exhibition. But slowly she learned from the other
members of the Staff and at present, she makes every year
8 contribution to the exhibition and is no longer afraid

to face the audience when her turn comes to give a Model
Lesson.

Kumari Antoniammal took up the subject of educa-
tional exhibitions. She explained how useful they are first
and foremost to the students who prepare the exhibits, to
the teacher who has to guide them and to co-ordinate the
efforts, to the visitors, especially to the teachers and child-
ren, who can learn so much from these exhibitions. She
also explained how combined exhibitions, for which several
village schools co-operate together, can bring about a happy
spirit of understanding and mutual help among the staff
and students of the various schools and do much towards
the upliff of the villagers.

Kumari Francisca had given us last year already an
interesting talk about her first experiences of dealing with
deaf and dumb children in our institution for handicapped
children at Madras. This year, she spoke about “ How to
make a deaf child fit to take its place in society.” One could
feel that she has learned a good deal and gained experience
in dealing with physically handicapped children, that she
Is interested in them and loves them, which is always the
secret of true education. She spoke in an interesting way
of their difficulties in getting into communication with
hermal people and in developing a pleasing personality.



Lipreading was dealt with and also the problem of explaift-
ing to deaf children abstract terms. Misunderstanding is
so easy when the children cannot hear and it needs mucl
patierfce to help these handicapped children to overcome
their difficulties, but it is possible, so she said very con-
vincingly. She ended her talk with an amusing account
of the arrival of Very Rev. Mother. She told us how all
the deaf and blind children were lined up in two rows,
but the car returned empty.... and driver alone got. all
the cheers! Trains were late and when they finally arrived,
only the postman brought a message that Very Rev. Mother
would come the next day. But the following day every-
thing went on well and Franscisca proudly showed us the
nice little present which she had received from her. She
finally conveyed to us all, the greetings from Very Rev.
Mother, telling us that we would soon have the joy to see
her in our midst at Srivilli.

Next came Thanapathi who told us how she fared
during the few months of teaching since she left the train-
ing. She spoke of the common anxiety in the teachers’
quarters when weeks passed and results were not published,
anxiety which however ended in a general joy since all
had come out successful. She related her first experiences
in handling English for the second and third form, how
she had made up her mind to speak only English and make
them answer her questions, to which she received “yes”
and “no” in the beginning and not always in the right
‘way. How her students were trying, she said, and she too
had overcome her first difficulties.

All the speeches were short and this is usually much
appreciated on such occasions, but since G. Joan had not
turned up, Ragupathy was asked to give us a little talk. She
is now a studemt again, having joined College after teaching
for several years. Of late, she has won the golden medal
for the best Tamil essay in the competition held for all the
Colleges of the District on the occasion of the Independence

feasts,
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Just then, Joan made her appearance, panting from
the hurried walk from the bus-stand to the Convent, trying
qiot to be too late and still finding that the meeting had
almost come to an end. Still, she very bravely gave us
the promised talk, remembering old days and paying a
homage to Mother M. Huberta, who had been here from
the beginning of the Training School in 1930, but who had
left without giving us the chance of thanking her for the
many services rendered to the School. Joan related how
they used to go to Mother M. Huberta in every emergency,
‘big and small : to have a model prepared for the model
lesson, to make her repair their pen-which was not writing,
to open a bottle of ink that defied their efforts, to open
a door or get a key out of a lock or whatever necessity
might arise. She also remembered how Mother M. Huberta
would lead them through the forest at Courtallam, lose
the way, but still manage to get out of it before dark,
making all the girls feel perfectly secure by her presence.
.The old students regretted to have to pay this homage in
absentia, but had anyhow made up their minds not to let
‘this occasion slip by to show to Mother M. Huberta how
.grateful they felt for all that she had done for them and
how they would all remember her as the kind mother of
the orphans and the “ ever-ready ” mother of the Training
students.

We had come to the end of our programme and it was
time to close, Mother M. Hadewych thanked all those
present and all those who had helped to make this meeting
a success. She expressed her joy at the number of old
students present and conveyed the wishes of many who
would have liked to come, had really been prevented from
.doing so, but who were with us in spirit and had sent, by
letter or by wire, their best wishes to all the old students,
assembled here.

“The National Anthem was sung and we dispersed. In
-the next room, the photos of the various groups of Training
Students and the School-album were exhibited and attracted
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many old students, who turned over the pages, trying o
find the photos of their old classmates and friends. 'Wedding
cards received were so numerous that the notice-board was,
not sudficient, they had been pinned up on a screen in the
adjoining room, where Sr. M. Borgia was seated in front
a little table to receive the subscriptions. In thé meantime
Mother M. Hadewych and the teachers were making an
effort for a lucky-dip, which was not very successful this
year, We had not sold tickets beforehand and learned from
experience, that this was a mistake. So we kept the re-
mamder for another occasion and made a move towards
thé dining-hall were a very nice tea-party was awaiting
the old students.

Time flies quickly on such happy days when old friends
are meeting and new friendships are made. It is always
a problem to make our girls move and get them upstairs
for the entertainment. Qur own students had profitted of
the occasion and in spite of the fact that we had given a
full rehearsal on the previous day, they were nicely install-
ed in the hall, filling the whole gallery and there was“no
place left for the slowly arriving old students. Happily
this was seen in time and our girls had to make place for
our dear guests of the day: our old students, for whom
the entertainment was given.

Old teacher Subbammal gave us once more a very nice
Prayer song, after which she had to leave, as already
mentioned. The little ones of the Hr. Ele. School gave us
two items: an action song about the Sahara Desert and a
lazeem, both of them very successful. The training students
acted a drama: “The traitors’ punishment” in which some of
our students skowed real talent. Alamelu acted very well
indeed and Glory and Renga were fine kings. The play
was a real success. Some scenes, like the one mnear the
tent, with lights veiled, were very impressive. A wand
drill in between was much appreciated, but best of all
was the artistic dance of Mary Magdalene, done with so
much grace by the little students of Visalatchi, one of our
old students, teaching here in.the town. We thank her
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very much for this beautiful ‘itenf and congratulate her on
the achievements of the young artists. There was a good
comic and a funny folk dance. A gracéful dance in honour
‘of Our Lady, Queen of India ended this successful enter-
tainment. Sr. M. Borgia had once more spared no effort

to organise: it. It was one of the best appreciated items
of the day.

It was late when all was over, later still before all
our guests had taken supper and found a place in the
teachers’ quarters or near the gate where subdued talking
and laughter was heard long after the silent bell had rung!

It-had been a happy day and there was still to-morrow
10 -come!

Before ‘the close of the camp they held their exhibition.and
wound it up by an entertainment at which our Rev; Father
Montaud SJ, Parish Priest presided and Sri Jothimani of
the C. M. S. High School spoke.

Excursions

Excursion is a great event in our school. The students
speak and plan about it for months. Very often grand
suggestions are made and distant places are thought of, but
when the expenses are calculated there comes a moderation.
Last year the Secondary Grades divided themselves-into
two batches. The bigger batch, accompanied by -D. M. Clet
and D. M. Caritas visited Manimuthar Project, Papanasam
and then went to Courtallam. There they were joined by
the second group, who were accompanied by Sr. M. Pia
and Sr. M. Liguori.

Gardening, bee-keepihg, cooking and machine-stitching
are the chier activities of the Secondary Grades.

of their spare time, so the remainder they use in making
table ‘cloths, bags, ete. ......

Public Functions and Visits

Rev. Mother Superior hoisted the flag on Republic day.
A number of Training students went to Sivakasi to sing
the- National Anthem for the hoisting of the flag on the
Police Reserve Grounds. Another feast that crept in this
year was “ Children’s day.” celebration. All the children
from the Convemt, including our Training students, went



to the “-Andal Talkies” where there was an entertainment.
Every School contributed one item.

Our Training students had another occasion to exhibit
their musical talents: A new village-school has been set
up in Pappanaykanpatty. For the opening ceremony a num-
ber of our Training students in uniform were taken by
special bus to sing the prayer song. The Collector came
over there to open the school, a new road, connecting the
village with the main bus-road, newly built quarters for
Harijans and a small playground with a swing for the
village-children.

For the Health-day celebrations our students had not
only to go for the meeting in the town, but they had also
to give a talk, Kumari Renganayagi was selected to speak
on “Food and Health.” Her companions were quite proud
of her, for she gave a very good speech and the whole
gathering showed their appreciation and admiration for the
young orator by their hearty cheers. With great joy the
girls brought home the garland which had been put on her.
To them it was not a mere garland of roses but a sign of
their abilities and their success.

Independence-day this year has been doubly welcome.
The children got four days leave and many took the chance
to go home. On the 14th, the Play-festival for all school
children was held in the C. M. S. Compound. The Training
students were among the spectators, for items were only
from the Elementary Schools. On Independence-day the
flag hoisting was done by our Rev. Mother Superior. Another
unusual item was that the C.M.S. Headmaster gave our
Rev. Mother Superior the honour of hoisting their flag in
their school compound. In the evening there was the usual
procession in town. The next day, in honour of the Cente-
nary Celebration of the Independence struggle, there was
a’ lunch given to the poor children in the town. Three
fundred of our orphans were invited but as it was incon-
yenient for us, we suggested to have them fed inside the
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Gonvent compound. But this was not found convenient for
the organisors and our orphans had thejr usual dinner sup--
iied by the Convent.

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RELIGIOUS FUNCTIONS

During the Puja holidays, the Catholic girls made
their annual retreat, a few old students from nearby places
joining them. The retreat was preached by Rev. Father
A. M. Gnanam, Parish Priest of Satankulam and all the
girls were very happy about it. The little ones had their
own retreat like last year in their own school building.
They had been so happy about their preacher : Rev. Father
Michael Benedict, still our Assistant Parish Priest, that he
was asked to preach for them a second time. The little
kids gave proof of a good memory, for whenever Rev. Father
made any reference to what he had said the previous year,
they proudly stood up and gave the correct answer.

Early in February, we had the annual exhibition and
the subject chosen for the Catechism exhibition was Christ-
mas. The side-wall near the entrance was set apart for
pictures and charts illustrating : Creation, the fall of the
Angels, the sin of our first parents and the promise of
the Redeemer. Maps of Palestine, pictures of the Annun-
ciation progressively led us on to the stage, which was
flooded with light around the crib and the Christmas-tree.
In one corner, we had the big! crib of the chapel with statues

The next wall wound wp the hidden life of Christ
with plenty of lovely pictures and interesting charts. Da’
Fonseca’s picture of Saint Joseph in Indian style attracted
great attention. Training students alternated with the
Newmanists to explain everything to more than four
thousand visitors.

Shortly after our exhibition, we had two interesting
visits : First we were honoured by the visit of His Ex-
cellency S. David Marianayagam, Bishop of Vellore. He
celebrated Holy Mass in our chapel on the 19th of February
and blessed the girls who were lined up all the way from
the Chapel to the Bungalow. After breakfast, he went
round the Institution, visiting the different quarters of our
activities,

We also had the visit of Rev. Father Jacquemart,
Superior of the Rev. Fathers of the Foreign Missions of
Paris, who wanted to see the work done in our Institution
in the way of teaching Catechism. He went to the classes,
questioned the girls and gave us many valuable suggestions.

_Holy Week came late this year and most of the Train-
ing students had already gone home. Only the orphans,
the women and a small batch of Training and High School
girls were here, but even then the chapel was almost full
and all agreed that the procession, which took a shorter
turn, was more effective than last year.

‘We had the annual Procession with the Blessed Sacra-~
ment in June, one week before the arrival of the new:
Juniors. It was quite successful, but to keep to the tradition,
there were a few drops of rain towards the end. The
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Benediction in front of the Training' School had to be fore-
g'dﬁe and all rushed towards the chapel. where the last
bleésipg was given,

Faithful to the tradition, we went on our pilgrintage
to-the grotto of Our Lady of Lourdes as early as July. As
soon as the new Juniors were admitted, they clamoured for
it. They bravely walked the seven miles to and fro, whilst
the bus took those who could not walk so far, the blind
girls who always join in the singing and the kitchen folk,
whose presence is no less required. It was a nice day as.
usual. The old students never forget that day spent at the
foot of Our Lady and the happy hours of climbing the
rocks or building tents as our C. T. girls did this year.
Rev. Father M. Michael SJ, gave a most inspiring talk to
the girls, explaining the various duties of teachers, the
importance of the family, duties and rights of the State
and the present difficulties arising from the Educational
bill in Kerala. For nearly one hour he kept the attention
of his audience, who were very much impressed by his
words and kept on talking about it on their way home.

The Sodality of Our Lady held regular meetings and
so did the Eucharistic Crusade and the various groups of
Catholic Action. A batch of Training students attended the
Eucharistic Crusaders’ Rally at Madurai during the month
of February. ' We were not able to depute a group to the
Rally for Sodalists at Palamcottah because we had not
known it in time, but Rev. Father A, Muthumalai SJ, was
kind enough to come to Srivilliputtur to give our Sodalists

a very interesting talk, answering all their questions at
the end.

CATECHISM-DAY — 25TH OF AUGUST 1957%

'As usual, Old Students’ Day was followed by the
Catechism-Day celebrations, on the 25th of August, presided
over by Rev. Father C. M. Visuvasam, B.Ph.,, D.D. After
Holy Mass, Rev. Father preached on the necessity to learn
and to teach Catechism. Crimes, superstitions and other
vices that are prevalent among the people are due to igno-
rance of God and His Love. The saintly Pope Pius X, in
all his exhortations insisted on the need to teach Catechism
and himself set the example by gathering the children of
Rome into the Vatican and teaching them himself. In con-
clusion, Rev. Father said that every Christian should come
forward to make God known around him.

At 8-45 AM. the meeting was held in the Observation’
Room of the Training School. This year’s speciality was
the Prayer song to Our Lady in Sanskrit: “Jay ma
Mariam ! ” sung by the blind girls, wherewith the meeting
began. Kumari T. A. Salette welcomed Rev. Father and
Kumari Thanapathy read the report of last year’s Catechism~
day. Rev. Mother Hadewych read out a letter received
from His Grace the Archbishop of Madurai: “I am glad
to learn that you plan to have Catechism-day on the 25th
of -August and that Fr. C. M. Visuvasam will be present on
the occasion. A Catechism-day has its importance, es-
pecially in the present set-up of the country, when the
Missionary activities have been the subject of so much
misunderstanding and misrepresentation. Let people become
better informed about the uplifting and energising influence
of the Catholic Doctrine, its humanising and divinising as-
pect and there will be an end to a senseless agitation against
propagating -its stenets. I bless your endeavour and pray
that it may do good to all who will take part in it and

produce abundant spiritual fruit,”
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Then Kumari Johna conducted a model lesson on “ The
Imenaculate Conception ” to the students of the 6th Standard.
Leading them with questions about thg Rosary and the
glotto where they recite it on Saturdays, she made the
children repeat the words of Our Lady to St. Bernadétte :
“T am the Immaculate Conception”. By laying stress on
the words “I am” she pointed out how these words show
that no one else had that privilege. She proceeded to
explain the consequences of original sin and why Our Lady
was exempted from it. She made the children grasp the
point that Our Lady was exempted from original sin by
the fruits of Her Son’s Redemption. It was a difficult sub-
ject, well presented. Then followed a Kummi adapted to
the lesson, prepared by Kumari Theresa Fernando.

Rev. Father in his presidential address congratulated
Kumari Johna for handling the lesson so well. He remarked
that one of the essential qualities of a teacher is to get down
to the level of her pupils. The future generation depends
on the Mothers of to-day, who should bring up their children
in the path of virtue, For this, they should know their
religion well. and teach it to their children. The teachers
take the place of the mother in the school. Reverend Father,
who has just returned from a visit to America, said how
in that land where money and the vices accompanying it
abound, Catholics lead exemplary lives and that is generally
due to the Catholic upbringing in their homes, ‘What the
children learn from their mother in the earliest years, lasts
throughout life, said Rev. Father, speaking from experience.
What he had learnt as a child from his mother had helped

him in times of trial, more than all the Doctrines he learnt
later.

. Kumari T. A. Salette proposed a vote of thanks and
with the singing of the Papal Anthem, the meeting came
to an end.

The third year of our Association saw an increase in
the number of its members: from twelve to eighteen.

We took up for study during the year the first three
articles of the Apostles’ Creed, as a preparation for the
Catechism exhibition. Creation, the fall of man, the Incar-
nation and the Hidden Life of Our Lord were studied in
detail.

When discussing about the creation of the world, we
came across the controversial question of “Evolution™:
Generally we take in a literal sense the text of the Bible
and are apt to reject any scientific theory about evolution.
To know exactly where we stand as Catholics, we invited
Rev. Father E. Ugarte, SJ, of Sacred Heart College, Shem-
baganur, to explain the same to us. Rev. Father readily
accepted our request and on the 6th of September 1956, he
gave us a very interesting lecture on “Evolution and the
Catholic Faith.” In simple and clear terms, Rev. Father
explained what is meant by evolution — the growth and
development of an object, due to internal causes — and the
the four kinds: cosmis evolution, biological evolution, cul-
tural and philosophical evolutions. The first two can be
accepted by Catholics under some conditions and provided
always that we believe that primeval matter and the
human soul were created directly by God. The other
two, in as much as they exclude God as creative initial



cause or deny the essential difference between mz%tter
and spirit, cannot be accepted. Rev. Father then explam.ed
the figurative sense of some parts of the Bible. In spite
of the vastness of the subject and the short time at his
disposal ; Rev. Father made his audience easily grasp the
Catholic and scientific standpoints and the beautiful idea of
that one great creative act, root of all subsequent material
and biological beings, according to Saint. Augustine, and
we are very much indebted to Rev. Father for the same.

When Rev. Father Lozé SJ, of Trichy Seminary came
to open the Catechism exhibition, he gave ug a talk on “ The
Message”. ‘In a very eloquent and touching manner, Rev.
Father explained that the message which we have %o spread
is the love of God for man: Creation; Redemption, the
Sacraments, are all manifestations of His love, for God is
love,

Our Assistant Parish Priest, Rev. Father Benedict
Michael gave us an instructing talk on “ How to counteract
Communistic influence.” Besides prayer and penance, Rev.
Father said we should know our religion and the social

encyclicals of the Popes well, to be able to present them to
others.

On the 16th of February we went to Sirumalai for
our Annual day of recollection.. Rev. Father M. Michael SJ,
Parish Priest of Pudupatti, came over there to say Holy
Mass for us and preached a sermon, on Catholic Action ”,
Later in the day, Rev. Father also presided over our meeting
and spoke to us on “ Mental Prayer.”

From time to time, we also took up for study, prob-
lems of the day like: The Niyogi Committee Report, the
revolt in Hungary -and the evils .of Family Planning. As in
previous years, we helped with the Catechism-day celebra-
tions in August 1956 and the Catechism. exhibition in
February. Our members were responsible for the Indian
decorations of the crib with mulaipari ”, “ kuthuvilakku "
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kolam, etc.... Duringsthe exhibition, we alternated with
the Training students to explain and answer the questions
of the many visitoxs.

This report will not be complete without a few words
of appreciation of our President Kumari Costa, who left
us at the end of the year, to go for higher studies. 'Whatever
we have been able to achieve during these three years is
due in no small measure to her energetic efforts. We
wish her success and God’s blessing in all her undertakings.

A.FEW HINTS ON THE TEACHING@ OF ENGLISH

tas———

Everybody cries out that the standard of English has
gone down. With six periods of English in a week and no
other practice outside the class room, how can the children
master the language as they did before, when all subjects
were taught in English ? Certainly the teachers have 10
do their utmost to give the children a sufficient mastery
oh-this important language so that they may gain the four
skills of speaking, writing, and understanding spoken and
written English. -

Our students who finish their S.S.L.C. very rarely gain
the ability of speaking and writing fluently. Yet the aim
is that even after studying the III Form the children should
have a foundation in English on which they may be able
to build on by themselves. This aim can be fulfilled only
if the teachers selected to teach English, have complete
mastery over the language. Very often the teachers them-
selves are not sure of their speech nor of their pronunciation.
So let only capable‘teachers handle English, and even they
must be full of zeal to see that their children learn English
as quickly as possible,

These teachers must follow strictly the present sylla-
bus and also the present methods. However, we must re-
member that the best method can be a failure if the teacher
has no zeal in teaching the subject. Many Middle School
English teachers have no ability in fluent speech, so, outside
the class they must have conversations in English. Let
them also read English Library books. This in no way
will harm their mother tongue, On the other hand if they
do not do so their knowledge of English will decrease and
they will not have the ability to teach. -
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In every English period there should be some ojal
work and once a fortnight they can have a full conversa-
tional period. Yet without English conversation outside
the class room the children will forget easily what they,
studitd in the class. Encourage them to speak in English
in the school compound. Let them speak at-least a few
sentences a day. Let the teacher herself lose no opportunity
to talk to them in English outside the class. Very, often the
English teacher will also handle Home Science or C. T. or
take up games. During these periods she can make use of-
the English vocabulary and constructions that the children
kpow. This will help greatly in improving the language.
When- the children make mistakes they must be corrected
and asked to repeat.

Next to speaking comes general reading, For the first
two forms library reading is not possible. The III Form
children should be given easy and interesting story books.
They should be made to tell the story in their own words.
All written work must be preceded by Oral work. The
teacher should keep a record of all the common errors of
the class and often give corrections to the whole class. The
children should have a spelling notebook in alphabetical
order wherein they take down all the words that are diffi-
cult for spelling. They should learn from it the spelling
and the teacher must test them. Regular transcription must
be given to improve their handwriting. The teacher should
look up for the different play ways used in teaching English
and jmake 'use of them in the class room. If the teacher
does her best, the children will co-operate and then only
we will have a better success in attaining a fair standard.’

EXCURSION TO MANIMUTHAR PAVANASAM
AND COURTALLAM

We had planned to visit Mettur Dam, but returning
from Christmas holidays we decided to go to Manimuthar,
Pavanasam and Courtallam. On the 23rd of February, as
the morning bells were ringing, we the Secondary Grade
Seniors were ready to start on our excursion. The Jayaram
Bus Company had sent a fine, big bus for our use and we,
with Mother Clet and Mother Caritas, drove off with great
joy. The bus went off at full speed in the chill morning
breeze. Happy were those who had wrapped themselves with
muffilers but the rest warmed themselves by their.cheerful
songs and gay chatter.

We stopped for a few minutes at Ambasamudram for
the arrival of our kind and generous guide, Sri Adaikala
Pandian, brother-in-law of our class-mate Agnes. It is due
to his efforts that our excursion was a grand success. ‘While
waiting there, some who could not stand still knocked round
about the railway station and to their surprise discovered
the house of an old student who has also been a teacher
in our Sacred Heart Middle School. It was Mrs. Velammal
who in her joy and excitement at seeing us so near her
house came running to meet us with her little son. We
rushed to her house for a few minutes to have a glimpse

at her baby son. By that time Sri Pandian was there with
his wife.

Without wasting further time we set off for Manimuthar
and we were there at about 11 AM. The sight that lay
before us was one that we had never seen before., In the
blazing sun hundreds and hundreds of men and women
were working. The machines were roaring and screaming.
We had to be very careful not to get entangled in them

and get crushed to death. Here we learnt the first lesgon
of our excursion. We now gained an idea of what money,
talent, labour and Mweat was required for the building up
of dams. This sight taught us to respect the manual labour
of the poor man. The engineers were there, as well as other
lesser officials but without the labourer the work could
not be done. They also played their great role of building
up the prosperity of Mother India. Their names will not
be known, but on that soil drop their beads of perspiration
in order to make the surrounding country a paradise of
fertility. Had we been to Mettur we would have seen
only a finished dam and admired its beauty and marvelled
at its workmanship without a thought for the workman.
Of course we would have read the names of engineers and
‘given them their well deserved praise but we doubt much
if we would have thought of the others. Now we had seefn
something which we would never forget. Sri Stanislaus
Soares who was supervising the work, very kindly took us
round and many things were explained to us, much of
which was beyond our comprehension.

After a good sunbath we had a pleasant drive to
Manimuthar falls. Here it was very refreshing and our
heated bodies were given rest and nourishment. ‘We would
have liked to linger here a little longer but Sri Pandian
gave the signal to start and so off we were on our way
to Pavanasam. By 4 P.M. we reached the place and visited
a tank where we washed our feet and fed the fishes. From
there we proceeded to the hills. Here was a great contrast
to Manimuthar. First of all it was the pleasant time of
evening. There was no bustling of people nor the shrieking
noise of engines. We reached the Lower dam, a place of
solitude with rich vegetation on all sides. Here we tried
to picture to our minds what the scene must have been
when the work was going on. We visited the Power House

and saw how electricity was generated.

Excursions like these take us nearer to God, to_man
and to nature. What great power has God put in nature
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and all this for the use of man! ' How clever is man to
ﬁnﬁ -out the secrets of nature! God, a loving and indulgent
Father has given man the brains to disegver His secrets and
use them for the good of humanity. Yet how perverse can
man be at times! The good things are being used for bad
and distructive ends. Any way here we only saw the good
side of man and his endeavours to make the life of others
:happy. The officers of the Power House were very kind to
us and showed us many things of great interest. With a
feeling of gratitude to God and to nature, intermingled
with a sense of pride in the skill of our people we left
the Power House for the Forest Bungalow to retire for
the night,

For the first time in our lives we were spending a
night in a dark forest. We all thought ourselves to be
safe upstairs and yearned to hear in the night the cry
of jackals, the roar of the lions and tigers or at least the
laugh of the hyena. But these poor animals must have
been frightened or perhaps charmed by the gay chatter
of feminine voices. The night was silent except perhaps
gor a little snore here and a little dream there.

At 5 A M. we were made to get up and leave the
place in all hurry. At first we thought that the cause of
such haste might be the smell of a tiger in the vicinity,
but to our amusement we learnt that it was the District
Forest Officer who was coming and we had to clear out
before his arrival. Our little bit of advice to future excur-
sioners is not to sleep in Bungalows from were you are
chased away at so early an hour. Excursioners require a
longer sleep than usual. In our case we could blame no
one for the bungalow was put at our disposal for the night
o save us-the to and fro journey to Irudayakulam. We had
still to see the Upper Dam and the surrounding areas, so
we had preferred, to spend the night in the forest,

- With eyes still heavy with sleep we got into the bus
and.drove off to the upper dam, The morning cool air drove
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away our drowsiness 2nd once more we were ready for
sight seeing. We were the earliest visitors to the Upper
dam. It was a narvellous piece of construction and the
surrpunding nature was delightful to behold. A very long
time was spent here, getting information, taking down
sketches and notes, and above all clicking the‘cameras.

At noon we left the place for Irudayakulam. Once
more we were in a bustling town so very different from the
scenes that we had just left. We saw from afar cinema
theatres, mills and factories and electricity being made use
of in a hundred different ways and we remembered the
Power House in the lonely Hills were a group of people
worked by shifts night and day to generate that power s9
very necessary for the welfare of humanity.

Next we visited the Parish Church: and offered a
prayer of thanks to the Creator whose creation had filled
us with awe and admiration. Here too something new
attracted us. A new Church was being built in Indian
style. That appealed to our patriotism and we wished for
more such churches. Another thing that struck us, was
how the parish priest felt the need of a dispensary to be
attached to the parish church. The building was ready and
he was waiting for religious nurses to take up the work.
So hearken Catholic nurses, the parish priests need your
help! It would be an ideal thing for every parish to have
its own school and a dispensary.

From there we took off to Courtallam. We reached
there only at night fall. Another batch of girls with Sr. Pia
and Sr. Liguori were waiting for us. We had a neat little
bungalow at our disposal. Here we spent a day and a half
visiting all the waterfalls of the place as well as the
temple and other places of interest.

Sri Pandian still continued fo be our guide. Thanks
to him our Mothers had no trouble for he guided us every-
where, We amused ourselves as much as we could and
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‘bathed in every fall that we visited. We did a lot of walking,
‘climbing, jumping over the rocks, and even losing our way
in the forest. Here it was more of enjoging than learning.
Our heads were full with the explanations got at Mani-
muthar and Pavanasam so at Courtallam we were bent
only on enjoyment. Nature held us in its thrall and we
thought that had we the genius of Mrs. Sarojini Naidu or
that of our great poet Tagore we would have enriched our
ctountry with many a beautiful poem,

Our account of Courtallam will not be complete if
‘we do not mention our dear friends the monkeys. They
kept a good watch at our bungalow. There were hundreds
of them and they amused us greatly with their tricks. They
snatched away our fruits, sat high up in the trees and had
their own picnic: After providing us with fun it was but
just that they should have a share of our food.

Time drew near fo leave, our things were packed, more
fruits were bought, still there was something lacking. We
had done no shopping. Vet it is a sacred tradition of our
school to take flowers and a small souvenir for our number
mates. So we stopped at Tenkasi but this little town could
not satisfy our needs. All the same, purchases were made
and the journey continued. Though we were tired still
we could not rest quietly. We tried to sing but our throats
‘were hoarse so we began to settle our accounts and examine
our purses. 'We had made good use of our money gaining
knowledge, experience as well as enjoyment. So, dear

readers, never miss an opportunity of going for an ex-
cursion,
