Pachmari Conference for D.C. Cs. & A,.D. C. Cs.

. -One of the most outstanding events during the year was the
Deputy Camp Chiefs and the Assistant Deputy Camp Chiefs
Conference at Pachmarhi (a hill Station) -in Madhya -Pradesh,
where a Central Training Centre for the country will be located
on the model of Gilwell Park in England. "This Conference was
attended by D. C: Cs. V.S. Ratnasabhapathy, J, I.. Muthiah and
M. Rajagopalan A.D.C.Cs. Miss S. P. Durcairaj. V. P. Rama-
swamy, A. Swayambu, K. Balakrishnan and J. D. Asirvatham
from our State. Dr. Hridayanath Kunzru presided cver the
Conference and was assisted by Mr. V. Vivian Bose, Chief Commis-
sioner Scouts. The policy of the Training (scheme) was conside-
red in detail. In doing so.the Gillwell scheme came in for great
deal of scrutiny and discussion. It was agreed that while we
- take into account the various schemes that are available and are
in vogue in other countries, the Policy of our Training should be
one that is suitable to India and not a mere copy of any Scheme
that may exist anywhere else. . It may be said ‘therefore and
truly so that a reorientation was given to our scheme of Training.
It will not be out of place to mention that in this very important
matter, Madras delegates made a valuable countribution. The
Conference sessions were held at different beauty spots in the
Pachmarhi Hills, right in the open under the canopy of Heaven.
A spirit of comradrie that characterised the groups of Delegations
was noteworthy, while it encouraged a unanimous decision in all
matters, it did not stand in the way of frank expression being
given to one’s views even though ‘opposed to each other.

Youth Welfare Seminars

The Headquarters had’ conducted two Seminars, one on
Youth Welfare and other on Recreation and both were attended
by Scouters and Guiders as well as Youth Leaders. ’

Children’s Play Ground -
The Raja of Ramnad, Minister, Public Works, declared open’
playground and inaugurated a Seminar on ** Community Recrea-
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tion and Camping,”-at the State Headquarters on;16-11-1954. . It
was out of the grant given.by.the Central Social Welfare Board
that we were able to establish a children’s play ground with the
necessary mjnimum equipment to enable a large number of
chiidren to take advantage of it. Besides the boys and girls of
the age of 7 to 11 enrolled as Cubs and bulbuls, there were
younger ones who also came and watched their activities. To
provide for the young children 'Wwho were not yet ready to
become cabs, this Children’s playground was decided upon. The
Works Minister said the games formed a major part of the:
scouting activities and ohserved that at the present jancture in
this country when they were striving to stand on their own legs,
Scouting would go a great way in enabling them to achieve their
éherishe'dgoail.‘; _Referring to the value of - play and recreation,

it was on. the play ground .that ihey learnt the principles of
democracy. Participation in games improved the physjqi).e of
their young mien, end realise that relaxation was an art. Dr.
H. _D. Edgren, Full-bright Professor, Chicago 'who coaducted the’
Seminar on Community; Tecreation and camping gave three
lectures on © thé’ role'and value’ of recreation. He summed up
his talks saying that the.future of théir recreation programme
depend on them as.leaders, their ‘hopes and their visicn, ‘If
they ‘were going to  teach, what democra:y was, he knew -of no

better way than dllowing boys' and girls to ‘experience it.
Scouting and Guididg was as much a part of edocation as the
Schools aud Colleges. In the’ Scout aad Guide programme he

said; thg‘rgf}gﬁa’s ladghter, humour and-joy. The Seminar proved

a great'help to-the'workers which consisted of not only Scouters

There is a
slight increase in .the Guide section and thers is greater
interest now among thz girls for Guiding than before. Emphasis
is laid on quality than on quantity. This year we have more
First Class and “ Bharat ’ Scouts as efforts were made to increase
the efficiency in various Proficiency Badges. Special efforts are
still needed in this direction. We have the assurance of the-
National Headquarters that badges will be made available now.

Finance

The question of finance h

3 as always been a difficult matter..
Being a voluntary movement, it

has to depend upon voluntary
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help from the Publi¢;. - The Governtnént has givenrus a grant of
Rs. 20,000/- for fthe . ander: téport. This is "inadequate.
There are States that get-a-grant of a Lakh and more and our
‘Government should' “find  its. way -to increase the grant to
Rs. 50,000/- atleast; evén though.we shodld not entirely depend
on the Government-for support.. A popular movement should
‘more depend upon its own resources than Government. . We
are thankful to the Govérnment and the Finance Minister who
is.also our Education Minister for his hearty cooperation. We
thank all our supporters both official and non-official for their
geirerous help. We hope greater sapport-will be forthcoming as
our movement becomes mere and more aseful. ‘

Service-~Our Way

QOur movement is pre-eminently a character training move-
ment. This is achieved by service for others The Scout begins
by doing a good turn to some body every day, increases his effici~
ency and capacity for s=rvice This is done by, Patrols or by
Groups & in the case of bigger forms of service like Rural Service
by several Groups: There has been a constant demand for service by
Scouts and Guides from various sources, official and non-official
bodies. For anything, such as functions, Conferences, Carnivals
and gatherings they always look to our Organisation for the
supply of Volunteer service to regulate the crowd, keep order at
meetings, run errands or carry messages, provide a Posse of
Welcome to the distinguished leaders or to receive them at
Railway Stations or at Aerodromes and also service at the respec-
tive lodging places.

Besides these we had also rcquests from the Railway autho-
rities in connection with the Centenary Railway Exhibitions
which moved from one centre to another centre throughout the
State, as well as fairs and festivals at Pilgrim Centres where
huge gatherings are expected either by the temple authorities or
by the Mela authorities, may be in connection with villages or
Town or in big centres, both religious and otherwise. Our
Scouts ‘and Guides have always responded to the call and they
were ever prepared to render such service, ‘they can, any time
‘they are called on to do so. This aspect of our work has been on
the increase and sometimes we get requests from people for their
-own family functions, though we do not undertake service connec-
ted with family functions. In other words out Movement is known
as one of the most forward service organisations in the country
and quite rightly the youths should be trained to serve efficiently
and put others bzfore self, both in relatian to communities and

the country.
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Stanley Park Camping and Training Centre !

We are glad to report that during the year the management g
“of the Stanley Park was taken over by the State Associaton from
the Dissrict Association of Nilgiris. - This State Camping Centre
has been” now provided with a watchman. He stays in the
Camping site and looks after the place and its improvement.
Sri V. P Ramaswamy, our energetic District Secretary is now
appointed as the Warden of the Camping Centre and our
Association: maintains the centre.  This centre has been very
popular during the year; not only the Scouts but non-Scouts and
public- have had the benefit of Camping in'the Centre. Certain e
proposals for the improvements in the- Camp site are being
considered. The Electricity has been brought to the Camp by
the kindness of the Director of Public Instruction and our State -
Commissioner Scouts Sri N. D. Sundaravadivelu, by holding a
Seminar for Educationists. Mr. Humayun Kabir, the Education
Secretary of the Central Government, Delhi turned the lightsson
at the Seminar. More amenities are to follow. : 4

National Service. To achieve the above, it has been suggested
that -special measnres are needed to strengthen the Scout Move-

ment. The Bharat Scouts and Guides Organisation which has a
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strength of 6 Lakhs in the country has to play 'a ital role im
serving the younger generation and in organising them for the
" active service of the country, not only has the -movément to be
extended to villages but the quality of its servicg has to be
developed.” For this purpose the National as- well as the State
Headquarters have to be strengthened "and adequately
equipped for creating and training a larger- namber of Scouters
and promote efficient guidance and supervision to its units. The
Scout movement.should receive the support of. the State, the
local-self-governing bodies as well.as. the community. There
should also be co-ordination of activities between the Scout
"movement and the other youth and children’s Organisations.
‘The vouth and student organisations should be able to provide -
an increasing number of Scouters/Guiders who will be required
to extend the work of the movement, in the near future.”

‘It should be therefore our endeavour to strengthen the
State Headquarters. and ‘train up a .large number of eflicient
Scouters and Guiders so that there could be a continuous flow of
workers to man our organisation. In this connection’ we hope
to establish three well equipped Training centres in our three
divisions, Madras, Matturai and Coimbatore. Besides this we
should have Camping centres one for each district fully equipped
with a Warden to look after, to' which will go throughout the
yvear Groups after Groups of Scouts and Guides and get the
benefit of camping. Atleast in the Second Plan period we
should achieve the above object if not-n the. First Year of the
Second Plan period itself. Efforts inithis direction will be made
in the coming year. '

We are grateful to our Officers both .at State “Headquarters .
and in Districts and in local Association areas, the Jeaders of the
movement. For our success in the movement we depend more on

.the Scouters and Guiders-of all ranks and if to-day we are able
to say that our movement is.a vital force in the training of the
youth in the State to have character, and capicity for service, it
is ertirely due to them. They need facilities for.efficient training
and financial assistance. Given :the required support-from the
Public and the Government. our movement can serve :the youth
of the nation in an ever increasing measure., :
