TOWARDS A BET TER WORLD
'XXXIX. LOVING OTHERS AS JESUS HAS LOVED US

UR last article wags a little longer than we expected, but we did
not deal completely with the subjeot. We came to the conclus
sion that, being one in the Mystical Body, we must see in every

man, every neighbour, every brother, Christ Himself, so that the love
we give to any of our brethren is given to Christ Himself. Union
with our neighbour brings as a natural consequence union with our
Divine Head, Jesus Christ.

But today we wish to go still *-
further®and show that we must

others in the same measure as we
love ourselves. Then ocomes a
second step: we must love Christ

love our neighbour as Christ Him-
self loves him. It seems impossi-
- ble but it is so. We find in the
‘Gospel of St. John that beautiful
.scene in which Christ, on the eve
of His death, leaves to His dear
-children His last will, His precept :
*“ This is My commandment, that
-you should love one another, as [
have loved you.” (John XV, 12).

A Crescendo in Love

. There is & marvellous crescendo
in this race of love. First, we
must love ourselves,” and love
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Jesus, Our Lord and Redeemer,
love Him more than ourselves;
immediately comes the order that
we must love our brethren as we
love Christ,—which means more
than ourselves. Not satisfied with
this, now comes the Command-
ment of Jesus, who loves us mors
than we love Him, adking that we
must love our neighbour as Christ
loves him. It might seem absurd.

Now, Christ’s love towards our
brethren is not simply a human
love but a divine love; the

resented it as such, for He knew
it would surprise anybody who

‘ woald hear it. “I have a new

< “oommandment to give you, that
you are to love one another ; that
your love for one another is to he
like the luove I have borne you,”
(John XIII, 34).

It is His Commandment, the.

Commandment ®f a God, the
Commandment of God made Man,
who will soon die for the salvation
of mankind, of men, of our neigh-
bours, our brethren, and oursel-
ves. We have to love others as if
we weve He,—in an infinite man-
ner, in a divine way.

This is possible only if we live
in Him, with Him and of Him.
And if we are really incorporated
with Him in the Mystical Body.
then we live in Him, with Him
and of Him. When, like St. Paul
writing to the Philippians (1, 21),
we can say: ‘“For me to live
means Christ,” or when writing to
the Galatians (II, 20), *“ Yet I am
alive ; or rather, not I, it is Christ

that Jives in me ”’,—then we shall’

really be able to love as Christ has
loved us. Our love then will not
only be for those who love us, but
even for those who persecute us,
for our enemies, as Christ has also
prescribed : *“I tell you, love your
enemies, do good to them who
hate you, pray for those who
persecute and insult you, that so
you may <beé true gons of your
Father in heaven.” (Math. V, 44).

As Christ Loves Them
To see that all Christians, Mem-
- ' bers of the Mystical Body, love
“their Head, Christ, who loves all
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with purity, respect, unselfishness;
4oying our brother, and every bro-
ther without any discrimination;
poor or rich. old or young, good
" or bad, loving Or repugnant, pnot.
. » exoluding any, not even the crimi-
. nalg; for we must love as the
Redeemer of all has loved ;—that
.is to put into practice His com-
* mandment, His will. The com.-
mandment of charity is the es-
sence - 6f the Christian life, the
specifioc precept of the Lord, the
principal object of our final judge-
ment, the true reslisation of a
Better World, of an anticipated
paradise. God could not ask us
* for better and greater things.

* God is love,” says St. John;
“he who dwells in love dwells in
God, and God in him.” (I John,
IV, 16). Does this mean that
charity, love, is the quick way to-
reach union with God; or is it
already the result of that union of
fusion with God ? Both expressions
are true and, when considered in
the truth of the Mystical Body,
then they acquire a 'still deeper
meaning. Incorporated ®in God,
in Christ, love or ocharity dwells
permanently in God, in Christ.
Therefore He acts for us, and it is
no more we that live and act, but
it is He who lives, acts, loves in
us and for us. Let us try to live
our spiritual life in accordance

also give us the most efficacious

Inauguration . of Stella Matdtina Training College
N'July the 23d, 1961, St. Thomas’ Convent, Mylapore, in its most
“glorious festive mood, welcomed a disttnguished Visitdr coming
- on behalf of the Very Reverend Mother General from Rome to
bring joy and gladness to all hearts in the Convents of the Franciscan

Missionaries of Mary im Madras.
The first of the many works of
Education clustering around the
old sanctuary of the Rosary Church
in San Thome to welcome Mother
Visitor was the last arrival chrono-
logically. Stella Matutina B. T.
College, which opened officially on
July 1st 1961, was to be inaugurat-
ed on this occasion. In the even-
ing at 6 p.m. the Superiors of all
the F.M.M. Convents of Madras
gathered at the Palace Road
entrance to welcome His Grace the
Most Reverend Dr L. Mathias,
Archbishop of Madras-Mylapore,
who kindly consented to preside.
Shortly after, Rev. Father L. D.
Murphy, s.3., of Loyola College,
arrived to® deliver the inaugural
address. The guests of*honour
were received in traditional Indian
style by the students, arrayed in
their academic robes, and led to
the main lecture hall on the second
floor. There, the crest of Stella
Matutina College was portrayed in
delicate decorations and a large
brass lamp was placed before it in
the midst of -a beautiful floral

~ design prepared by tke students.

In the inaugural ceremony, the
students called upon Mother
Visitor to light the symbolic lamp
while they in turn pledged them-
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‘selves to keep alight in the souls
of children, the flame of love and
truth by firm fidelity to the ideals
of the College.
The guests were then invited to
.visit the College. They  admired
the large well-installed class-rooms,
the Library, the Laboratory and
the Craft Room, and thought of
all that this college, now in its in-
cipient stage, would one day hold.
At the Reception Ceremony held
in the Ground Floor Hall, since
the inclemency of the weather did
not permit the use of the out-door
theatre, the students greeted His
Grace and the Very Reverend
Mother Visitor with joyful songs
and a warm address of welcome
read by Miss Madhavi, m.A., Presi-
dent of the Students’ Union. After
according a cordial welcome to His
Grace and Rev. Fr. Murphy, the
Priests, Religious, and other
eminent guests, Miss Madhavi paid
& special tribute to Reverend
*Mother Visitor who had come on
behalf of Very Re%. Mother
General to open officially the new
Training College.

‘lighted a lamp, the flame of which
would burn for generations to
"come, the flame of a great ideal in
Education which dated back to
1876, when Mother Mary of sthe
Passion founded the Institute of
the Frapciscan Missioraries of
Mary in India. She created then
‘& valiant band of Religious whos
would be pioneers ih every branch
of Educational, Medical and Social

“work in this country and through-

out the five Continents.
Her greatest concern lay with

‘the ender-privileged, and yet her
.all-embracing love of souls led her

to open schools for every condition®

‘of child. This impulse for women’s
-education was furthered by the

labours of the Very Rev. Mother
St. Michael, who founded St.
Raphael’s Girls’ High School in
11913 and multiplied schools of all
grades in South India. Her far-
seeing policy was taken up by the
Very Rev. Mother Clemens, the
present Rev. Mother Provincial,
who opened the Secondary Train-
ing Department in 1931. The
great impetus that she gave to the

- gcause of Secondary Education led

inevitably to the demand for a
College, and in 1947, Stella Maris
College was inaugurated on the
day of Indian Tndependence. All
these great Educators had consis-

tently maintained their educa-,

tional censres along the traditional
Indian lines, supplemeénting the
ancient culture they respected and
admired with thé discipline and
pedagogy of modern educational
gtandards. Finally, Rev. Mother
Clemens, returning to Madrasafter
launching fresh schools in Andhra

Pradesh, was able to ‘roalise the
crowning hope of her educational
achievéments when she began to

¢ pfan the B.T. College which was

ing inaugurated by the Repre-
sentative of the Very Rev. Mother
Gex'xega.l. ;

ON the 27th of July, 12 Parish lay co-workefs had a full-day meet-
ing with their Parish Priest at the Poonamallee Seminary to
decide on some parochial activities to be carried on in the near

future. The topic of the Salesian Cooperators came in, and they all
agreed that their retreat should first be arranged ; they decided that it
should be held for the ladies of the parish from the 2nd to the 6th of

Qctober; and for the men from the«17th to the 20th.

Another activity is very dear
to all; it is to help our people to
have a greater spirit of faith in
driving their vehicles and to
obtain assistance from God for
this purpose. Parishioners there-
fore are asked to entrust this
work, which presents so many
dangers in a city, to Our
Heavenly Mother, the Help of
Christians, so that she may help
them to be careful and not to
meet with an accident. It was
therefore decided that on August
20th, the official blessing of the
vehicles and vehicle owners and
drivers should take place in the
Parish.

s MOTHER, mother, do not call me Maheswari in future, but call -

‘Immediately afterwards the
Parish Priest went to the Harbour
for the same cersmony to the
parishioners of that locality.
Their piety - and devotion was
something truly touching. The
Service there concluded with a
Holy Mass celebrated by Rev. Fr.
Jacob, s p.B. On $he morning of
the feast, during all the Masses,
sermons were preached on the

oo g ’
importance of the scapular, in
Tamil by Fr. T. Mathew, s.D.B.;
and in English by Fr. Jacob,,s.p.B.
Even in the week that followed
July 16th, people continued for
several days to go to the presby-
tery and kneel*down to get offi-
cially, according to the rules of
the Ritual, their scapulars. On
July 16th itself 1,302 scapulars
were imposed ,and the service
lasted for ower 9 hours. During
the last nine years 4424 Parishion-
ers received the scapular of Mount
Carmel, excluding those who came
from outside the parish. It is
most consoling to realize that at
most a handful of Parishioners
have escaped this imposition of
the scapular. May God bless all
those who have received this wea-
pon with which to fight against
the devil and which draws down
so many blessings on our people.

Mora, the first Rector Emeritus,
breathed his last on Saturday, 5th
August 1961, and Very Rev. Fr.
€. Mauri, the second Rector, died
on 10th July last, while still in
office. -

Early Years

“John Mora was born at Santa
Christina, a little village nestling
in the foothills of the Italian
Alps. His parents, having the
strong Faith whioh is characteris-
tic of the peasant stock of rural
Italy, tried to iostill into their six
children all that they considered
most sacred on earth : the Faith.
John was the second child and he
showed right from the start that
he was born for great things.

A Thorough Student

He was endowed with more
than a fair share of intelligence,
and he showed it early in his
etudent career. He manifested
a keen sense of perception and
quickness toc grasp the intricacies
and finer points of the various
subjects. He. was always the
first in the class. This success,
liowever, was due in a great
degree to his hard work. His

mother testified to the fact that

“John was never in the habit of
going' to bed in the evening

Salesian system of education
which he had learned from the
®arly followers of Don Bosco.

During his years of theological
studies, Bro. Mora continued to
distinguish himself in piety and in
his capacity to learn the Sacred
Sciences. These four years of
study were utilized by him with
‘the greatest possible diligence,
a8 the proximate preparation
for the dignity of the priesthood.
Soon after his ordination he came
to India to give to others what he
had acquired by dint of hard
work. .

To say that Mgr. Mora was
always busy is saying just too
little of his spirit of work. In fact
it was difficult to surmise how he
could be doing so many things at
the same time.

Besides being & man of great
intellectual capacity, a gredt tea-
cher and a hard worker, he was,
above all, a man of virtue, 8 man
of great piety and adherence to
duty. He was everywhere and at
all times first and foremost the
priest of God, sanctifying himeself
and making others sharers and
beneficiaries of his priestly zeal.
It was a source of edification to
his confreres and his seminarians
to see him saying Holy Mass and
making his thanksgiving after it.

‘He tried to inculoate in his semi-

narians the same spirit of piety
that they might be worthy of
their divine call.

His students will attest to the
fact that he frowned on anything
that took them away from their
duties, especially their studies
and practices of piety. His obser-
vance of community life and the
time-table even during®the months
just before his death are worth
recording. A perfect model of a
religious, he kept to the end of
his- life- the early trainiog he
received from the early sons of
Don Bosco,—Don Rua of holy

May God
reward this generous soul amply
for his arduous labours while on.

« Study Circle Meeting

The Tamil Study Circle meeting
of the parish was held on 6th
August 1961, when Mr. A. Vana-
thian spoke qn the necessity of
religion. He stated that once man
acknowledges God as his Creator
and depends upon Him for the
preservation of his life, then it
stands to reason that he should
worship Him and order his moral
conduct according to the way
pointed out by Him. It is only
the Catholic Church which makes
a claim that it is the true religion
and all other religions are false;
because . Christianity rests on
definite facts which reveal a divine
origin while. Hinduism does not
show anysuch origin. If as histery
shows, Christ was a Divine Mes-
genger from God, of reliable and
truthful character, then the rest of
the Christian system follows. Bust
in the case Hinduism, histery
does not show that the doings of
their gods were divine occurrences
or even historical facts.

An interesting discussion follow-
ed the speech. The spiritual
director Rev. Fr. S. P. Carmel in
his concluding remarks said that
religion is not only a reasonable
virtue, but & necessary one. It is
part of the virtue of justice which
consists in rendering to everyone
what isdue to him. But surely our
first duty is to God. This is the
first Commandment.

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" New Eneyclieal Discassed

‘A meeting of the Kilpauk unit
of the Newman Association, was
“held on the 20th August 1961.
Prof. Rajendran, the Presidert of
the Unit, .was in the Chair and
Rev. Fr. Nevett, sa.,. Loyola
College, Madras, adduessed the
meeting, Fr. Neveus was formerly
attached to the Institute of Social
Science, Poobna, and in introducing
him Prof. Rajendran said that Fr!
Nevett was now gonducting a
Diploma Course in Social Service
at the Loyola College.

Fr. Nevett chose as his subject
the latest Encyclical of Pope John
XXII1, Maier et Magistra, on the
social question. In the course of
his talk Fr. Nevett referred to the
two previous Social Encyclicals,
namely, Rgrum Novarum of Pope
Leo XIII in 1891, and Pope Pius
XTI’s Quadragesimo Anno issued in
1931 vo mark the 40th anniver-
sary of Rerum Novarum. The
latest encyclical, the longest ever
published, was timed to coincide
with the 70th anniversary of Pope
Leo’s Encyecilcal.

The gpew encyelical begins by
referring to the teachings of the
first two social encyclicals. The
Holy Father then sets forth prin-
ciples to guide mankind in the
modern changed social conditions,
in fact adapting the principles
already given by his predecessors.

Fr. Nevett dealt with the more
important points of the encyclical.
There was the question of ‘‘social
service ”’ schemes, where the ad-
vantages outweighed the dis-
advantages. Next he spoke about
remuneration for work, which

must be based on standards of

justice and equity. The Holy
SerrEMBER, 1961

Fither referred to the ‘enormous
weste of national income. when
spent to build up national pre-
stige or for unnecessary &nd ex-
orbitant defence progammes. *

The new encyclical, like the
a.nrlier ones, » recommended the
participation of workers in the
management of industry, and a
sharing of profits Between the
mapagement, shareholders and
workers. I order to safeguard
the interests of smsll companies
and individusal concerns, co-opera-
tives were suggested. The need
for private property was also
stressed as a safeguard of liberty.

In view of his special interest in
the agriculturist, Pope John has
introduced a new point.  Agricul-
ture, he said, was a depressed
part of the community, whether
from the standpoint of produc-
tivity or of the standard of living
of its people. The Pope said that
the State should take steps to im-
prove the conditions of the rural
population and to bring them on
& oar with those in the industrial
seotor. - As the agrioulturists have
greater risks and slower returns
than the . industrialists, they
should be taxed less.

Other points dealt with by the
Pope were price fixation, popula-
tion  inerease, and economic pro-
blems in general. Regarding the
differences between nations, the
Pope said he was pleased to note
that the present reastion of the
richer nations to the poorer ones
was very good. He referred, how-
ever, vo the fair distribution of
goods reeeived, as sometimes:
these do not réach the people for
whom they are intended, but are
diverted to other channels.

Corpus Christi ; Titolar Feast °

The Previous Grotto

Incidentally, it is recalled that
this is not the first grotto &t Luz.
In the year 1919 a grotto of
Our Lady of Lourdes had been
built by the then parish priest,
Very Rev. Mgr. M. Motha Vaz,
at present Vicar General of the
diocese of Tanjore, to commemo-
rate the fourth centenary of this
Church, which is the oldest Church
in Madras. But it did notlast
many years. It was subsequently
demolished to make room for the

. existing two-storeyed presbytery.

The statue of Our Lady of Lour-
des which was in the grotto was
placed in the Charch temporarily
to be taken back to the grotto
which was to be built on a suita-
ble site. Accordingly the same
statue was placed in the new
grotto which is built on an impos-
ing site, overlooking the public
road.

I¢ is rarely that the departure
of a Mother Superior evokes such
a spontaneous outburst of  grief
as was witnessed on the 4th of
September . when Mother Marie-
Jeanne de France, .M. M., left the
Holy - Angels! Convent, Theaga-
crayanagar, on transfer to Coimba-
tore after a stay of almost  ten
years. .Every heart was heavy
and every eye was moist, for
Mother Jeanne de France had
endeared herself to children,
teachers and even to the emplo-
yees and slum-dwellers, by the
‘patient hearing she gave to woes-
and grievances, by the sympathy
she showed to those in suffering,
and by her readiness to accept the-
poor as boarders, as duy pupils or
as. domestic helps, even when
hard pressed for accommodation
or when finances were low.
During her tenure of office the-
premises of Holy Angels’ under-
went a transformation—the pri--
vate school was housed in a solid
brick building pleasantly designed
and. pleasantly furnished; a neat
cottage was built to provide a prac--
tical training in Home Science such
as our girls need, a science labora-
tory came into existence to give a
training in the physical sciences
to the pupils in the high school ;.
two up-to-date gymnasia were
fitted up with the apparatus for-
physical exercise and games, and
the senior girls under the guidance
- of nuns were frained in social and
catechetical service to the Chris-
tians in the neighbouring slums..
An electric cooker was installed in
the kitchen and the girls were

the Mass, angwering the responses
in ‘Latin, singiog the more aom-

for ' more efficient teaching.
‘Mother’s aim was always to equip
the girls for life, spirjtually and
materially, and many were helped
to train ' themselves as teachers,
nurses, or stenographers. In recent
-years she has helped destitute
children to enjoy a summer holi-
day at a hill station. Her kind-
ness and solicitude have been im-
pressed deeply on the hearts of
all she has left behind in the con-
vent at Mambalam and they will
always treasure the remembrance
of her motherly benevolence with
gratitude and affection.—D.P.
