MEDICAL RELIEF WING

MADRAS MEDICAL COLLEGE

The Medical Relief Wing of the Madras Medical College
was inaugurated on the 17th August 1952 and from then onwards
it has been run by the students of the Madras Medical College
under the able guidance of staff members of Government General
Hospital and the Madras Medical College.

AIM

The main object of the Wing is to render medical aid to
people living in villages where there are no hospitals or dispensa-
ries and where the medical aid is very poor.

SELECTION OF CENTRE

After due consideration by a Committee of members, the
village Pakkam in Chingleput district, 22 miles away from the
city of Madras, was selected as the centre for the activities of the
Relief Wing. The village, Pakkam, is centrally situated and a
ring of about 10 villages within a radius of 6 miles are served by
our centre at Pakkam. The population of Pakkam alone is about
4000. If the other villages are aiso included, the actual number
of people benefitted by our Medical Relief Wing exceeds 12,000.

_ The Relief Centre is located in a building belonging to the
Women’s Welfare Department, which has graciously consented
to place it at our disposal for our activities.

OUR WORK

Ovur work consists of rendering free medical aid on an out-
patient basis and to render such other help as to improve sanita-
tion, hygiene and standard of living, by way of house to house
health check-up and education on bealthy living through film

shows, advices, etc.

Every Sunday afternoon at 2 p.m. a batch of medical
students numbering about 30 and a batch of doctors from the
units of G. G. H. go to Pakkam with medicines and other
equipment by the college bus to render medical aid. The bus
reaches Pakkam by about 3-30 p.m. when our students and

doctors get busy.
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O. P, chits are issued to the patients as they enter, they are
thoroughly examined by the doctor and the appropriate treatment
prescribed. It is then registered by a student in charge of O. P.
register, after which the patient goes to one of the Departments
depending on his illness. -

THE DEPARTMENTS

Dispensary : At the dispensary, a week’s supply of medicines
are given to the patients free of cost. Even costly medicines.
like Aureomycin, Terramycin, B-Complex, Iron tablets, sulpha
drugs etc. are given without any charge. It is worthy of note
that the entire supplies of medicine are mixed and prepared.
by the students themselves at the College.

Injection: Injections such as liver extract, B-complex,.
other vitamins, Antibiotics, calcium etc. are given by the students
of the Senior classes.

Leprosy: There isa separate leprosy section. The patients
are given separate red cards for their weekly injection. Treat-
ment is done with Avlo Sulphone tablets and E.C.C.O. Injection.
depending upon the cases. This work is supervised by the
doctor in charge of the leprosy department of the G. G. H.

Dressings and Minor Surgery: All *minor operations like
opening of an abscess etc. under local anaesthesia are done.
Dressing of wounds (cautery) etc. are also done, Tooth extraction
is also performed, if cases are suitable,

Such of-those cases which cannot be treated with medicines
at our disposal or those that require special investigatior or
operation are advised to come to the G. H. Patients in serious
condition requiring immediate hospitalisation are brought back
in our bus and admitted ‘straightaway into the Hospital.-

The diseases commonly met with are Leprosy, Scabies and
other skin conditions, Venereal diseases, Anaemias, both
nutritional and otherwise, and other diseases due to mal-nutrition.
Common ailments like cold, fever, rheumatism, etc. are also
prevalent.

The Medical Relief Wing has also undertaken distribution of
mitk to children and patients in the village from out of the
generous supplies of milk powder made available to us by the
Bishop of Madras and the Guild of Service. )
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Multi-purpose food: Vitaminised food is also distributed
to patients suffering from mal-nutrition. This has been made
possible by a generous .gift from Mrs. Buck of the Simpson
Medical Centre.

Our Relief Wing is at work throughout the’year, without
any break even during the summer recess.

Brief Statistics :
Total No. of cases for the year, Jan-Dec. 54—17093.

Average per week —— 350 (about)
New cases — 12,143
Average per week — 250 (about)
Old cases — 4,950
Average per week — 100
Leprosy cases — 2,562
Average per week  — 50.

Fimance: To start with, we had a sum of Rs. 100 collected
as subscriptions from students which was later supplemented
by donations and funds realised out of benefit film shows
held in aid of the Medical Relief Wing. The Government
Rural Welfare Deprtment and the Provincial Welfare Department
have helped us to a certain extent. Since we found our finances
inadequate and thus restricted the scope of our work, we seriously
thought of some proposal to collect money which led us to
the idea of a Medical Exhibition organised in 1953. It was
thought of more as a means of educating the people to lead
a healthy life than as a means of getting money. The very
fact that more. than 2 lakhs of persons saw the Exhibition,
paying an amount of Rs. 36,000 clearly demonstrates that
our hopes have not been in vain.

These sums have been supplemened by donations of
medicines received from doctors and medical firms.

It may also be of some intérest to mote that the cost
of each trip to Pakkam comes to about Rs. 100, out of which
transport accounts for Rs. 25 and medicines for Rs. 75.

OTHER ACTIVITIES

We are also proud to say that Our Wmg has not confined
itself solely to its Relief Centre at Pakkam. It has always
sought~ avenues in which its services can be canalyzed. We

established a Health Check-Up unit at the A. I K. & S.
Exhibition 1954. In co-operation with the students and staff of
Stanley College and Hospital, the members of our Relief Wing
organized a Hospital, consisting of about .20 beds, during the
historic Avadi Session of the Indian National Congress.

CAMP

In May 1953, we conducted a summer camp at Pakkam.
The camp lasted for 20 days. Our work during the camp
consisted of adult education, house to house health check-
up, sanitary improvements like Bore Hole latrine building,
‘well cleaning and chlorination, Ankylostomia survey etc. The
survey covered a pumber of villages around Pakkam within
a radius of 5 to 6 miles. (The villages covered were Nathamedu
<Cheri, New Cheri, Ramanathaputam, Palavedu, Chakkalipalayam
etc.) During the camp, our Medical Wing worked day and
might every day. As the summer camp has proved very popular,
it is proposed to hold another summer camp in the next
summer also.

HOSPITAL AT PAKKAM

From .the proceeds of the exhibition, we have built a
hospital with six beds at a cost of about Rs. 6,000 at Palavedu
village. The District Board has constructed a dispensary by
‘the side of the Hospital and our Hospital will be under
the care of the doctor appointed by the Dt. Board. The

Hospital was formally declared open” in the Third week of
July 1955,

Having established a stabilized hospital which is being
worked under the supervision of the District Board, we
propoese to move on to other villages, thus extending our
medical aid to every nook and cormer within our. reach
with the uitimate object of eradicating disease from the
toiling millions of India. For, are there not others, besides
the villagers of Pakkam, in need of our help? And have we
not decided that misery and suffering should no longer continue
anywhere? Have we not resolved that,'by the time yet another
year also grows old and dies, we should have brought this bright
future dream of ours nearer to the present and given to India’s
past a shining page of history. And because we feel that our
struggle is a part of the great human struggle to end suffering
and misery, we can rejoice that we are doing our little bit to
help the progress of the world.

DIGESTION AND EXCRETION

Tkis section is intended to show the organs of digestion, the
mechanism of digestion and absorption and some of the common
diseases affecting the digestive system.

1. You will first see with aid of specimens, the position of
the Alimentary canal and the associated organs and glands of
digestion ; Specimens of-teeth and gum; specimens of Salivary
glands ; Alimentary canal in position ; Specimens showing spleen,
liver, pancreas etc. '

2. With the aid of working modéls and X-rays you will be
shown the passage of food along the alimentary canal, the
position of food at different intervals of time,

3. Charts to show digestion of food and its absorption inte
the blood stream.

4, Pathological materials-Diseases, etc., of the digestive
organs. Medical and Surgical Treatments.

5. This section also tells you about the urinary organs
(kidney, ureter, and urinary bladder) and their position in the
body will be displayed by specimens.

THE LUNGS AND RESPIRATION: TUBERCULOSIS

In this section, you will first see the Respiratqry passages
and lungs and where they are situated, with the help of the

Tuberculosis being the commonest of chronic respiratory
diseases 111 India to-day, receives special attention. Please go over
this part of the section very carfefully and learn all about the
causes ang, prevention and treatment of tuberculosis.

You are no doubt perfectly healthy, but it is good to be told
that after a full CHECK--UP. You can have this done in
section 21 and you can also get your LUNGS X-rayed by the
Mass Miniature X-ray unit located near by.

Remember cough 1s never found in a healthy state. It is an
important symptom-not to be ignored. If-a cough persists for
over two weeks, it pays you to consult your family doctor.

RADIOLOGY AND CANCER

Radiology can be divided into Radio-therapy and Radio-
diagnosis. Radio-therapy deals with the Science of using
Radiations like X-Rays, Gamma rays, and radiations from
Radio-active isotopes etc., for the sake of combating various

diseases.

Though various conditions, other than cancer, also are
treated with their help their main use is against the deadly disease
commonly known as cancer. ’

Cancer can be cured only if detected early and treated early.
Tf their diognosis and treatment are delayed it will be too late to
save the patient.

The Section on Radio-therpy, though giving information on
the various aspects of the subject, is arranged mainly with the
purpose of making the public cancer conscious; so that they may
undergo routine check ups, or consult their doctor at the

earliest danger signal.

Radio diagnosis deals with the Science of using X-Rays in
the diagnosis of various diseases. No treatment is scientifie unless
the condition is first diagnosed, and X-Ray investigations are to-
day indispensable in Modern Medical Practice. / .

VENEREAL DISEASES

The V. D. Department presents 1n a pictorial manner the five
enemies that contribute to ill-health if not to death in a certain
proportion of human beings. The public are alerted on the fact
that these enemies represented by five innocent and nice looking
figures cannot be seen, for they are very minute and require the
aid of microcopes,

The five diseases caused by the germs of Syphilis, Gonor-
thoea, Chancroids, Granuloma Venereum and Lymphogranuloma
Venereum are writien down 1n the different scripts of the several
languages known.

Emphasis is placed on syphilis with an attempt. to compare
the non-syphilitic healthy family with a syphilitic family by way
of dolls. It will be seen that the syphilitic famuly has suffered
losses through infantile deaths due to syphilis. Disasters accom-
panying syphilis in the family may be noted in the scalp lesions
of the male, facial lesions of the female and generalised eruption
in the young infant besides the inconveniencing and disabling eye
and joint lesions in the elderly child of the family.

The havoc played by venereal diseases on society 1s brought
out through the pathologic “specimens gathered from the
post-mortem room and charts. -

*Skiagrams showing the difference between the normal heart
and the syphilitic heart are also shown.

A foetus, dead due to syphilis transmitted by the mother
to it, is kept for demonstration to sfrike the attention of
the women section of the public.

Pamphlets in Tamil, to enlighten the publie on the effects
of syphilis particularly on pregnancy are available for free
distribution.

Songs are played on the wire recorder informing the public
about the dangers of venereal diseases with special reference to
syphilis.
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Among the many posters on the walls the attention is drawn
to one entitled “The Army Moves On”. Tt will be seen at close
quarters that this army personnel is composed of a composite
group of specialists, viz., V.D. Specialists, Skin _specxahsts,
Leprosy specialists, Eye specialists, Orthopaedic specialists, Dengal
specialists, Physicians, Surgeons and Obstetricians, and an in-
numerable number of public health nurses, technicians, social
workers, artists and NEWSPAPERMEN. This army has for its
rifle, the syringe. The ammunition that is largely employed
to-day is the anti-biotic Penicillin.

It is hoped that the V. D. Section of the M. M. C. Exhibition
will rouse the attention of the public towards venereal diseases
which menace us openly and in a large measure insidiously.
They are preventable and to-day easily controllable with the aid
of a programme of public health education, control of prosti-
tution, prophylaxis, plenty of penicillin, technicians, public health
nurses, social workers, synthesized in well distributed, manned
and equipped clinics of our country. Confidential information

on Venereal Diseases will be given to the curious amongst the
public.

MANUFACTURE OF DRUGS.

In this section are exhibited some typical maghinery used in
the manufacture of Pharmaceuticals and galenicals, like Ointments,
Pastes, Tablets, Emulsions, Injections and Extracts etc.

A. Powders and Ointments: As you enter, on to your right
are the Roll Mills and Kneaders, used in the 'manufacture of
ointments. Next are shown mills like, Pin-Disc-mill, Ball Mill
used for reducing Drugs to Powders. Powders have to be graded
and mixed, and there are the sifting and mixing machines. -

B. Tablets: The various steps involved in the manufacture of
Tablets will be demonstrated. The Oscillating Granulator, Drying
Oven, Tablet punching machine, and Coating machines, are being
shown in operation.

C: Analytfcal Section: You will see, the Ullra-violet lamp
being put into use for detecting adulteration of drugs and analysis
of vitamins and Alkaloids hke Vitamin Bi, and Ergometrine.

D. Extraction and Filtration. The different methods of
Extraction of the active principles are displayed. You will find
an Automatic Shaker, Percolators (of different sizes and makes)
Soxhlet extraction and Filter Press used for large Scale filtration.

E. Emulsions: The colloid mill and a Homo-mixer are at
service, for the making of stable emulsions of Cod-Liver Oil,
Liquid Paraffin etc.. to mask their odour and make them

palatable.

EVOLUTION—STRUCTURE OF HUMAN BODY

From the days of cave man, man has wondered at the
marvellous structure of the human body and tried to unravel its
mysteries. Scores of great men have sacrificed their lives at the
altar of this science so that to-day we know a good deal about
the evolution of man and his anatomy.

The theory of evolution of Man has come into existence by a
process of simple steps of gradual change and improvement from
the lowest living forms. The process commenced with tiny ani-
mals in the water, called Amoebae, and after millions of years of
gradual change, brought into existence the shape and form of
man. Thus a simple living being has developed into a more
complicated one.

Remains of life on earth, millions of years ago called fossils
show that many intermediate forms of hife, say between Fish and
Frog, Frog and Snake and bird, bird and mamrmals, mammals and
man existed, giving a substantial support to this theory of
evolution. 7

Of the animals which lived millions of years ago, a few
models are displayed before you. Many of these models are
those of the ancestral reptiles which were the first kind of animals
which leaving the water lived successfully on land. Most of them
preferred damp and swampy regions. One such model is the
Scutofaurus-nine feet long which lived 223,000,000 years ago.
Other models include Dinosaurs—weighing 40 tons, 20 feet lugh,
measuring 80 feet in length which lived 190,000,000 years ago.
Mention® may be made—of Rhamphorhyncusthe flying reptile.
Thus evolution progressed, from reptiles, birds, and finally
mammals. About 800.000 years ago lived an ape like man
in Java called Pithecantbrapus or “Ape-man”. He walked,
made fires and used crude implements. It was only about
450,000 years ago, that a true man-Homo-came into bewng. The
various systems of the body considered in a general way are more
or less the same both in man and 1n animals; and this is a further
evidence of man’s evolutiondry relationship with animals.

In this section you can study the whole drama of the
evolution of man from his foriginal bumble unicellular origin to-



46

his present status. You can compare him with the prehistoric
animals and other animals and may draw your own cenclusions
about his superiority or otherwise. The monsters, freaks of nature,
weird playthings of an aberrant nature are kept for your- own con:
clusions abou¢ nature and for your discernment. -

Wooden Human models will show the surface projection of
the various internal organs and also the position of the lymph
glands and the vessels. You can see an actual body (dead of -
course!) with the different structures dissected out and the indi-
vidual organs like heart, fungs, brain, etc. etc. lighted up for your
understanding, You can see from a small elephant foetus to 2
big turtle’s heart. Stages in uterus of different ages to the adult
woman are displayed in a simple way. Know what is inside your
body, and understand the structure and technical make up of
your body. You can see unity in diversity and realize that
amidst the social conflugerations of modern society, the unity of
mankind is the only bond that can unite the world into one.

The art of preservation of the dead body dates back from the
Egyptians 5000 years ago, when the relations of the deceased
preferred the bodies of their lost ones to be kept in their original
state. -

To-day we do the same preservation which keeps bodies in a
good condition for as long a period as 25-30 years. Before
you, here is a head of a murderer preserved and kept for the last
25 years

CARE OF EYES, EARS & TEETH

EYES
The eye is the most precious of man’s sense organs. Without
it he cannot appreciate the beauty of Nature. The eye is compared
to a camera. Examine the model and understand the functon of
the different parts. Youwill be forced to appreciate that the eye is
more 'perfect than the costliest camera ever produced. There is the
retina corresponding to the photographic film which receives the
images and transmits to the .brain throughout the life time of
man. ' There is an automatic adjustment of the focus and the
aperture for the intensity of light. No exposure-metre or range-
finder is required for the sharp focus of the image on the human
retina. With all these perfections do you know there is in your
eye a blind spot which yourself, myself and everybody is haviang
but not conscious of. Youmay have very good vision, but still
you may be blind for colours. This defect is hereditary. Check
up your colour vision free of charge and be free from worry.

Many eyes are lost in our country due to diseases which are
preventable. See the diseases which are shown as specimens and
models which could be. easily prevented with reasonable care and
treatment. Injury to the eyes also contribute a lot to the incidence
of blindness. See what precautions should be taken and bow

_ they could be avoided

In old persons hardening of the lens and cataract require
proger attention. You will see an old fellow meddling with the
eyes of a man. He is doing-the classical operation of couching
done by the quacks. Youwill also see a whole family blinded due
to the application of irritant remedies.

You will be shown the operation of cataract extraction for
bringing back safe vision to the eye and lastly the corneal grafting.
Anp ‘Eye Bank” will be put up and you will be told how it is
useful to bring back sight to some of those who were doomed to
blindness before. Life is full of illusions. Your own eyes very
often deceive you. See how far you can trust your eyes :

EARS N
As you come in, you will see the model and specimens of

normal human ear. External ear is only a trumpet, focussing

sound waves towards the ear drum. PBEven if it is cut off, hearing

will not be affected. Behind the drum is the middie ear with a
chain of bones and diseases of this parts will cause deafness. Still
deeper in the bone lies the delicate conch shaped cochlea
containing fluid in which are the fine hair cells that send up nerve

impulse to the brain, You will see these depicted by the working
model.

See the various specimens of the diseases affecting the ear
-and the nerve of hearing. Know the various causes of deafness
and learn how to prevent them. Some of these are hereditary.
Such people should be careful about getting married; You will

also be shown how surgical procedures can help in the treatment
of deafness.

Some individuals have acute hearing and capacity to
appreciate the complex musical tunes. If you wish you may get

your range of hearing tested by the latest instrument
“Andiometer”.

TEETH

The commonest ailments one comes across are dentag ?aties,
Pyorrhoea alveolaris, Gingivitis and bleeding gums, staining of
teeth and destruction of testh due to causes other than caries.

In the section of & normal tooth shown before you, you find
the enamel - the outermost and hardest part, dentine - next to
epamel and softer and sensitive, and the innermost layer of the
pulp which contains blood vessels, nerves and lymphatics. The

enamel is only up to the neck of the tooth and beyond that the
place of enamel is taken by cementum. -

Caries is caused by decalcification and starts on the enamel
due to bacterial fermentation of carbohydrates the bye product
of which is lactic acid. The latest prophylactic treatment for
carties 1s the application of 27 NaF 1o the teeth, Caries attacks
enamel and the process is very stow. When it reaches the dentine,
it 1s quicker as the dentine is softer and the patient may get
sensations as itis sensitive. If the caries still goes deeper, it
goes into the pulp when the bacteria present cause inflammation
of pulp and cause pain which 1is throbbing and unbearable.
Once the pulp is exposed fillings cannot be done. You find the
various stages of caries exhibited before you with various types of”

restorations. So when you see a black spot, do not hesitate to
see your dentist as early as you can.

Gingivitis and bleeding gums are usually due to bad oral
hygiene, vitamin ‘C° deficiency and general systemic disturbances,
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Proper brushing with massage of the gums and scaling and
maintenance of good oral hygiene with general treatment for
other causes give sufficient benefit. Abnormal habits like mouth
breathing should be corrected. Tooth paste is always preferable.
The ordinary *kutchis’ cause injury tothe gums and cause its.
recession. Tooth paste of Soda bicarb, salt and precipitated
chalk is quite cheap. No proprietary tooth paste can claim more
than it is known to be able to achieve.

Pyorrhoea alveolaris is the dissolution of bone surrounding
the tooth. Patient has foul odour and in the wet type, we find
exudation of pus. Itisa later stage of gingivitis, The tooth
loses its attachmenf and is exfoliated or becomes shaky. In
advanced causes of pyorrhoea no comservative treatment will be
of any benefit.

The other types of destruction exhibited are attrition, abra-
sion and erosion of which abrasion is very common. In the
eagerness to have good glittering teeth, ignorant people use
charcoal, ash, gritty tooth powders etc. and go on rubbing which
wears away the enamel on the outer side usually and if the
patient happens to be right handed you find the destruction more
on the left side. Usually the front teeth are involved as most of
us are worried about the front tecth are only. Attrition is due
to nail biting, needle biting, grinding of teeth at night and
involves the biting surface of the teeth. Erosion is at the cervical
margin of the tooth. :

Methads of Diaguosis: Diagnosis of Cardiovascular diseases
is no longer by simple methods alone. Though some elementary
methods of examuinations are alright in the vast majority of cases,
in the rarer type of cases, the diagnosis is arrived at by special
methods like X-rays, and Electro-cardiography. Here again, a
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simple X-ray is not of much value in these cases and by employ-
ing X-ray opaque injections, heart chambers and the defects in
the septae or vessels are visualised by Angio-Cardiography.
Further methods of diagnosis are by cardiac catheterisation and
by analysing the gas contents of the blood in the various parts of
the heart and in the blood vessels.

There are also exhibits of Cardiac Surgery. Cardiac Surgery
has come into a great prominence in recent times to correct the
so-called blue babies and other congenital anamolies of the heart,
for which there was not much hope in the past. The Cardiac

_Surgery is still in its infancy and time alone can reveal what will
-be the ultimate position of Cardiac Surgery,

Surgery of the heart is done in suitable cases bothto correct
the congenital and the acquired abnormalities . The specimen
shows the abnormality brought about in the valves of the heart by
Rhbeumatic disease and the surgery done in such cases. °
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SECIION 16

Central Nervous System

The nervous system is the most highly evolved and organised
system in the human body for co-ordinating and integrating all the
systems essential to the maintenance of the normal functions of
the body. It is the nervous system that has uniquely developed
in man and makes him what he 1s — the master of the earth that
be surveys. The brain is a highly complex and intricate mechanism
which controls all our actwvities, our emotions, intellect and
judgement. This section of the Central Nervous System tries to
bring out this fact namely the magnificence of the human brain
and skill of the human mind. Specimens of brains of animals at
various levels of development show us how far we have advanced
from the stage of the rat brain to that of the human. At the
other end, Scientists by their skill (using their brains), have created
the electronic brain which works out enormous problems in a
fraction of the second. But this brain itself is the creation of
the much more complicated human brain.

This complicated mechanism of the nervous system may be
involved in disease. Modern medical science has advanced to
such an .extent that nowadays we are able to diagnose these
diseases and in many cases are able to treat them either by medi-
cine or by intricate surgery on the brain itself. These facts are
also brought out in the sectfon. The skill of the human mind can
be gauged by the various giychological tests that are also included
in the section. -

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SEGTION 20

TROPICAL AND INFECTIOUS DISEASES.

This section is included in the exhibition to educate the
public about the existance of certain common.discases in our
country, and the methods adopted to eradicate the infection and
the treatment of these diseases.

The diseases demonstrated are :—

Malaria :—What malaria is, the manifestations and its treat-
ment, prevention and mode of transmssion is well demonstrated
with the help of charts, models and live specimens.

Kala-Azar :—It is a disease commonly met with in Madras
in certain areas. The methods used in the control of infection
and the precautions to be taken to avoid the disease are de-
monstrated.

Filariasis :—It is a disease caused by a worm known as
W. Bancrofti. It is spread by the bite of a particular variety of
mosquito. The diesease which jt causes may be varied such as
big leg, big scrotum, and periodical high fever.

Dysenteries :—They are of two varieties. Bacillary caused
by a bacillus, Amoebic caused by a protozoan parasite,
(Entamoeba- Histolytica). They cause ulccration of the large
intestine. Patient passes blood and mucus in stool. This disease
is spread through contaminated food, flies, water etc., Amoebic
infection at times causes enlargement of -liver with abscess for-
matjon. Specific drugs are available for its treatment.

Typhoid Fever :--It is caused by microscopic organism known
as B. Typhosum. It enters the body through food and is
trasmitted by flies, water and carriers known as typhoid carrijers.
Nursing is a very important part of the treatment along with
administration of abundant fluids, specific drugs. Nursing care,
specimens of intestine showing typhoid ulceration and the dan-
gers and complications are demonstrated.

‘Worm Infestation :—There are various types of worms, which
are found in the human intestine and of these the round worms
are the commonestand are found in children. Specimens of
large number of Round worms inhabiting the gut are kept in this
section. Thread worm infection is found in almost all children.
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It need cavse no alarm and treatment is not an emergency.
Hookworm appears like 2 hook in the human intestine and it
hooks on to intestine. It causes bleeding, there by producing
‘severe apemia. Tape worm is long and tape like. Several
such worms may be seen in the intestine causing nervous mani-
festations. ‘

All these worms enter the human body through food, flies,
improperly cooked food, meat etc., and cleanliness is the best me-
thod of avoiding these parasites.

Guinea Worm :—The worm enters the human being from
water in step wells, draw wells, etc., and they can be avoided by
conversion of old types of wells to the modern types. The disease
gives rise to abscess, disabling joint conditions, and sometimes
death due to severe infection.

Plague :—It is mainly a disease of rats which is spread to the
human population. Rat fleas trasmit the disease from the rat
to the human being. Gldnds enlarge at various parts of the
body known as buboes from which the plague bacilli can be
demonstrated. A rat showing the abdominal glands dissected
out is demonstrated.

Cholera :—It is a disease highly prevalent in tropics. This
discase must be prevented by proper sanitary arrangements,
such as disinfection of stool, prevention of fly nuisance and
isolation of all cases of diarrhoea with vomitting, and cholera
inoculation.

. Eczanthemata :—These are infectious diseases characterised
by skin eruptions. Wax models showing the skin eruptions are
kept showing the various shapes, sizes and distribution of such
lesions. Small-pox can be avoided by vaccination and revacci-
nation in every two years or during the epidemic.

Scabies :—Itis a skin disease and is one of the dirtiest of
such diseases. Unhygienic conditions, close contact and dirty
Clothes are responsible for its prevalence.

Leprosy :—Various specimens are demonstrated and charts
hung up, to educate the public about the mode of spread and
methods of prevention, Microscopic slides put up to show tht
organism (Lepra Bacilli) which is responsible for the disease.
A chart showing the modes of infection and portals of entries
of some of the organisms causing the infection are demonstrated.
