Last year’s census disclosed
that there were 33,682 Scouts and Guides of all ranks
in this State.

On the
average, in guiding there is one Guider serving about 12
members of a guide unit. The position regarding Scout
unit needs to improve a lot for we have only one officer
for every 16 members of a Scout Unit. In an organisa-
tion with emphasis on individual training this appalingly
low number of scouters and guiders is rather, not very
encouraging. Efforts are being made to increase the
number of trained scouters and guiders in the units.
Mere training of the Scouters and Guiders is no avail
unless they are made to take active part in the game of
Scouting and Guiding by forming their own Groups
or by joining an already existing unit. All Scout workers
in this State should make it a point to share the joy they
derive from this movement with others and create an
atmosphere for more people to join this great organisa-
tion and be benefited by it.

first week of October. The National Scout and Guide
week focuses the attention of the public to the important
role this organisaiion plays in the development of chara-
cter, amidst the youth of this country.

I know a little girl called Piriya who is very fond of chocolates
and demands them every time her grandfather visits her. To be
completely honest, which of us young or old does not relish a little
chocolate ? If an assorted plate of cakes is offered to usisn’t our
preference for a chocolate cake ? To my mind little Bulbuls are like
chocolate cakes-sweet and delightful and everything that one can
wish for. Wherever I showed my colour slides of Bulbuls to over-
seas groups there went up a simultaneous and spontaneous cry of
““Oh how sweet.”

Here is a receipie for these human chocolate cakes. Mix an
ounce of imagination with a pound of love. Add a team of adults
and a group of girls. Flavour with a variety of interests. Combine
with common sense and humour. This will make a delightful
worthwhile Flock of Bulbuls.

AN OUNCE OF IMAGINATION

Is like the chocolate, a very distinct flavour. Children are full
of imagination and as Psychologists tell you, imagination inspires
many new discoveries and makes for good human relationships.
It needs to be used in the Flock in all that the Bulbuls do-Games,
Test Work, Service etc. Imagination should not be restricted to
one ounce—the children have pounds and pounds of it. Tap their
supply and your adult logic will tell you what can be used.

A POUND OF LOVE

Is the sweetener in the chocolate cake. Love can accomplish
miracles. It is seen in the wonderful friendship and comradeship
in the Flock-girl to girl, girl to leader and leader to leader. Itisa
lasting fellowship and the basis for many friendships. I call to my
mind the little Australian Brownie in Davenport who pressed silently
and unobstrusively a green passion fruit into my hand—h_er treasure.
I can never forget the light of friendship that gleamed in her eyes.
Be sure to use the best brand of love—one that guides, sets limits,
teaches unselfishness yet demands respect—a love that comes for
each child as an individual and as a child of God.
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A TEAM OF ADULTS AND A GROUP OF GIRLS

Are the baking powder and the flour, for without them you
cannot have chocolate cakes. The ultimate goal is to keep in mind
is the building of ONE team. In the beginning the children will
not be mature enough or sufficiently skilled to be a good thinking
working team. But they never will be unless they are given the
opportunity to grow and develop. It is so much easier to do the
work ourselves, but isn’t it far more important to train them?
Talking of adults, shouldn’t we get the mothers of Bulbuls interested
in our Flocks and get them to help in different ways? In many
countries, mothers are the leaders of Flocks and go up to the
Company when their children grow up!

A VARIETY OF INTERESTS

Is the flavouring, the salt and vanilla. Each girl and adult can
add her pinch. Oddly enough, it is often the leader who has many
interests herself who may fail to make full use of them, while the
leader who may be in short supply is forced to look outside her-
self.

And don’t let your lack of experience cause you to
discard an idea. There are outside resources. If you have no sea-
soning, can’t you run to the neighbours for some ?

COMMON SENSE AND A SENSE OF HUMOUR

Are the butter and eggs in our chocolates. They bind all the
other ingredients together. The two go hand in hand. Common
sense helps make plans workable, a sense of humour makes them
fun-even when they go away.

Here is where we should take a look at plans. Imagination
and interest can often run wild, until you find yourself faced with
plans and projects impossible to complete., Let common sense help.
There may be another way to achieve the same goal.

Don’t make projects too simple, We all need to be challenged.
That is how we grow, maintain interest, improve our skills. Itis
far more fun to prepare a special buffet supper than to cook a
routine meal for the family. Why, then, do we think girls always
want to do the simplest and easiest thing in the least amount of
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time ? It is wise' to keep a project simple enough so that it will not
seem to the girls to go on for ever.

CUB’S 10 LAKH YEAR OLD FIND.

11-year-old Wolf Cub Alan Carlick who lives in Chepstow,
Mons, picked up a pebble two years ago on his way to a Pack meeting.
He took it home to his mother telling her he was sure that it was a flint.
Thinking that it was only a pebble Mrs. Carlick told Alan to put it into
the fruit bowl where it has remained ever since. The ‘pebble’ has now
been identified by the keeper of archaeology at the National Museum of
Wales as a small flake implement of Lower Palaeolithic date, perhaps
150 thousand to 100 thousand years B. C. It seems that Alan’s ‘pebble’
is quite a find, as it is the oldest man-made object ever found in Moo-
mouthshire and is further evidence that pre-historic man of a very pri-
mitive type reached the borders of Wales in the last interglacial period.
The flint has now left its fruit bowl and is on exhibition in the National .

Museum of Wales.

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GUIDE INTERNATIONAL GATHERING.

An International Gathering for Rangers and Cadets organised by the
Girl Guide Association of the United Kingdom is proposed to be held in July
1962. To ensure wide representation from Commonwealth Countries, the Girl
Guide Association of U. K. has invited India to send two Rangers to this event.

The Guests are expected to arrive in U. K. as near Friday July 6, 1962
as possible At their port of arrival the visitors will be welcomed by the mem-
bers of the Senior Branch who will put them on a train for the place where they
will receive one week of hospitality. During this week the visiting Rangers will
meet the Guides, Rangers of U. K and also a number of young people who are
not members of the Guide Movement. On July 13, 1962 visitors will set out
from the place where they are receiving hospitality and accompanied by several
local ranger guides with whom they will already have made friends and will
spend a week travelling through parts of Great Britain by various routes and
using many different types of transports, seeing home crafts and industries and
staying in Guide Homes and Camps. The 500 delegates will live in college buil-
dings for the next week during which they will all work together on International
Service project. Delegates must be active Rangers or Guides between the ages
of 16 and 21. Those who are interested will apply to the Honorary State Secre-
tary, Bharat Scouts and Guides, Madras State, by the first week of November
1961.

SCOUT TO RESCUE.

The Chief Scout has awarded the Gilt Cross for gallantry to David Wasi-
lawski, a Senior Scout with the 4th Ormskirk (Newburgh and Dalton) Group.
On Sunday, June 18, 1961 at 4-30 p.m. a five-year-old girl went to have a look
at a private swimming pool near her Parbold, Lancs home. The young girl fell
into the pool but a cousin who was with her had the sense to run and tell their
parents. The first people on the scene were unable to swim and could’nt reach
the child. David Wasilawski hearing about the accident ran the 375 yards from
his home, climbed a wall and dived into the pool without taking off his clothes
or his glagses. The child was by then at the bottom of the pool near the deep

end but David got her to the side and then successfully applied artificial
respiration.
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PRESENCE OF MIND.

The Motto of a Scout 'is ‘Be prepared’. I wonder -as to how
many 'of us have really thought about this and realised the implica-
tions involved in this simple but effective statemeat ‘Be Prepared”.
Have we ever applied our minds to this at all or has it become so
stale and routine that it has lost all its significances to us.

' To be Prepgred means that one is ready to meet any situa-
tion at any time in any place-face any problem, respond properly to,
any challenge etc- It is a state of one‘s mind. . What is this state?

We ought to have observed that some scouts are absent-minded
on certain occasions and when their attention is drawn, they be-
come conscious of their weakness and then repent. The need to
keep the mind clear, simple, sharp, alert, alive without any burden,
without any prejudice, and uncorrupted is.not only desirable for the
sake of convenience but essential for everyone to enjoy life.

Many an accident in the road could have been avoided with
presence of mind on the part of the persons involved in it. I am
reminded about the advertisements in the Newspapers some years
back with the caption “You don’t know what you are missing”.

To be prepared implies that one is constantly conscious aware,
of oneself and the surroundings always. It is a state of being ever
ready. Attention in the class room on the part of scouts will be
better if they “‘bear in mind” this motto often and always. Mutual
understanding and cordial relationship will prevail if the parties are
alive to the situation. One Scoutmaster some years back told me
that people in the World can be classified into four types as descri-

bed below:

People who know that they know

People who do not know that they know

People who know that they do not know

People who do pot know that they do not know.

Beware of such people who can-be classifiegl in the 4th category.
They are not aware that they do not know about something and
they will assume that they know everything about anything. Such
a person will hasp on false prestige and misplaced sympathy etc.
His evaluation of things and matters will not be true. He is a
menace to the society. -

The real Scout will not be absentminded at all. He has to be
prepared for any thing - say — in carrying out Firstaid, in pioneering,
in camp life, in social service and in other multifarious activities. In
the Scout movement the ‘Presence of mind’ plays a great and impor-
tant role. Life becomes worth living and ceases to be a boredom
when there is instantaneous and proper appraisal of the situation
which is possible only if there is presence of mind. After all the
human being alone is endowed with what is called the “mind®.

It is the sacred duty of every member of this World Organisa.
tion to possess and cultivate the habit of having presence of mind
while thinking, speaking and acting. There can be learning only
when there is this quality. In this state of the mind one’s outlook
becomes broader and broader, thinking becomes sane, true values of
things expose themselves, one becomes humble, a proper perspective
of things is obtained. Such a person is an asset to the society and
he only is capable of being in readiness for service to humanity.
