THE PERIYAR GAME SANCTUARY

Some sixty years ago engineers put a dam’ across a
valley between two low hills 1200 feet up in the Western
Ghats, where the Periyar River flows from its 80.000 acre
<atchment basin down through a narrow gorge on to the
lowlands of Travancore. Thus was formed the Periyar
Lake, the waters of which were to be sent, by a feat of
engineering as bold in conception as skilful in execution,
in a direction not intended by nature, through a tunnel at
the upper shallow end to the plains of Madura and Ramnad,
instead of being allowed to follow the lie of the land and
flow down to the Arabian Sea.

This lake and its catchment area are a game sanctuary,
the most beautiful and interesting surely in the whole of"
India.

Here if you are in luck, as I was, you may see every
:species of big South Indian game-—elephant, bison, sambhar,
pig, and even a tiger, in their natural surroundings and
condition, going about their daily round of business, not
interfering with yours, and asking only to be left alone.
They were here long before you ; this is their ancient home,
‘has been time out of mind. You are the intruders, remem-
Jber ; and respect their solitude.

The time for seeing the animals is evening or early
morning, when the herbivores are out grazing or browsing,
and the carnivores hunting. In the heat of the day they
very sensibly remain under cover in the sholas or -woods,
which grow wherever the soil is rich on the slopes of the
_hills or in the hollows of the valleys.
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I went to the Periyar in earIy May, near the end of
the- dry-segson, some time before the South West monsoon
rains had’set in; the water in the upper reaches was at
its lowestw I was with friends who own a cardamom estate
some distance up a creek near the dam. The friends had
their own launch:, we timed ourselves-to sail down. the
Jake at 5 o’clock in the evening.

At first the view is disappointing, but there are things
of interest to be seen even here. The water is now very
low, and unsightly trunks of trees, some blackened by the
sun, others bleached by years of tropical rains, — the last
perishing remnants of the primeval forests which were
submerged ‘when the lake first filled — stand gaunt, ugly,
purposeless out of the waters. But seated on these con-
venient perches, Cormorants (Water-Crows) spread out
their black wings to dry, and Snake Birds (Darters) sit.
looking intently at the water. One of these suddenly leaves.
its perel, shoots down, disappears- beneath the surface of
the water, and re-appears some distance away with a fish
speared on its long sharp bill. Watch that bird back on
its perch: click goes the bill, up flies the fish ; the bill
opens, seizes the fish as it falls, and swallows it. Blackened.
stumps _havé their use. And the watch on the Rhine is
restmed, for thé next unsuspecting schoal of fishes, till in
the fading light darters and fishes, lake and landscape merge-
and become one. The fishing is over for the day.

As we sail down from the upper end of the Lake towards
the lower end at the dam, the stumps no longer show above
the water ; we are now cruiéing among low hills, where
parkland and grassland and woodland alternate on the
slopes whichall gently to the brink of the water,

All eyes are on the alert now.
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“Look!” There, a stone's throw away, are three ele-
phants, Dad, Ma and Baby’. In this same sanctuary a quart@r
of a century ago I watched and cotinted, sixteen elephauts,
a big herd, and saw a whole elephant life history flustrateti
s0 to say in a single group, from patriarchal elders still able
to exert author‘lty, to powerful young tuskersewho would
some day fight for leadership and would rule the herd,
down to the shapeless lumps of rubber which were the
babies witheut experience and which were being washed,
and scrubbed and groomed and put wise by their mothers.

“See there ” “Where ?” “Near those trees!” Ele-
phants again ? No. They look like elephants, but they are
not. They are bison, two thumping big black fellows, white
socks sunk deep in mud, looking twice their normal size
in the dark end of that gully.

A turn of the wheel brought us into another bay ; two
sambhar, one finely-antlered, stood limned black against a
small space of clear evening sky.

It was now half past six, the day was done; we were
in very deep water sailing close to the dam. Our home
was away to the left at the head of a creek now almost
dry. A jeep, the only thing, except an elephant, that can
take these rough mountain tracks carved out of loose soil,
was waiting for us on the shore. Into this we loaded
ourselves, baggage and all, and set out for a bungalow a
mile or two away. We passed groups of men, women and
children, Tamil coolies from the Kombay valley, making
for shelter on the estate. I admire the courage or lack of
fear of these estate workers. We were in a land alive with
elephants, and infested with tigers; and these unarmed
men, with more than a chance of marching up against a
big brute in the dark at any turn of the track, were plodding
along, their only defence a smoky hurricane lantern, with
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a-woman and children at their heels, apparently as little

cencerned as if they had been walking about the streets of
" Stivilliputtur or Ramnad at noon. “They’re not afraid of
tigers ”, commented one of my conipanions. “Tigers get
out of the way, unless they are man-eaters.” “How is one
to know that they are man-eaters ?” “Don’t worry; if
they eat you, they are man-eaters: if they dom’t, they
aren’t, and they get out of the way. It is an infallible test.
Elephants are different ; they stand their ground and expect
Yyou not to come in their way. The hills-are theirs.”

A big elephant, say five tons of black mischief armed
‘with a pair of long tusks is an impressive object to meet
on a narrow mountain way where there is no room for you
and him. He will not be argued with ; logic is not his
forte. Just run, run as if you were a champion sprinter
competing for a prize; but run so that the elephant may
not catch a glimpse of you out of the corner of his small
wicked eye. He might take your flight for a challenge, and
he can do his twelve miles an hour in an' emergency, which
is a great deal more than you can do in elephant country.

Fortunately we met no elephants that night, though
we missed one by only a few yards the following day, not
far from where we were now, and not in the dark but at
noon. We were returning home along the track in our jeep,
when a coolie signed to us to stop: « Elephant behind
that bend.” We halted to give his lordship, who acknow-
ledges no one’s right of way but his own, time to be gone
on his business. A few minutes later, ten yards below
where we had halted, there was a great swishing and crack-
ing of the thirty foot reeds, as the elephant trampled them
under his feet and selected the juicy shoots for his lunch.

Two days later we set out at 6 o'clock in the morning
on our return journey. Half an hour later we were afloat,
sailing slowly for the head of the Lake and home,
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“Ducks ! over there, in that patch of sunlight ! I wonder
what species they are ?” There were ten little heads, that
was all T could make of them, bobbing up and down, and
moving steadily in close formation a couple of hundred
yards® away, crossing a narrow arm of the lake “Why

don’t they fly 7"

We watched them till they reached the shore. And
then the ten supposed ducks stepped briskly out of the
lake in very unducklike fashion; the ten heads became
five pairs of ears, and each pair of ears became a jackal.
"The jackals shook their hair free of water, just as dogs do,
and set out without a moments’ delay or hesitation at a
steady purposeful trot up a hill. What was their purpose ?
What drew them in a compact body, as if ruled by one
common will, from the other side of the lake, and sent
them loping up that hill to the crest and beyond.?

‘We continued to sail on till we saw the hill from the
reverse side. The situation was becoming clear. A flight
of vultures were screaming and jumping and squabbling,
pecking and tearing at a carcase. So that was what the
Jjackals were hurrying after.

But where was the killer ? A carcase in a game .sanc-
tuary usually means a killer.

“Look! look: there!” We had sailed round another
little headland, deeper into the bay, and momentarily had
lost sight of the vultures. Below a bush, on the very edge
of the water, a hundred yards away, a striped thing moved.
“A hyena” was my first thought. I had seen hyenas in
‘Chota Nagpur and knew what they looked like. The thing
got to its feet ; no hyena this ; it turned side on to us, and’
gazed at us. “The killer! a tiger!” A grand dark-striped

tiger.
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There it stood in all its beauty and power, not scared,
only annoyed at being roused from its slumber. Then un-
Rurriedly it walked up the hill, turning now and again to
have a good look at us, till it passed over the crest just
BGelow which the vultures were stripping its kill, while the
jackals, an unpleasant surprise awaiting them, were hurry-
ing for their share of the feat. I should have like:d to see
the faces of those five hungry jackals when they found
themselves looking unexpectedly into the eyes of a bad-
tempered tiger. I fancy they would not stand upon the

order of their going. ¥t would be every jackal for itself,
and the tiger take the hindmost !

It was easy to reconstruct the episode. “The stag at
eve had drunk its fill ”, and gone to browse on the hill side ;
and a tiger on the prowl, had spotted it. flattened itself
against the grass, and crept to within leaping distance:; and
as the stag raised its head to sniff, four hundred pounds
of steel sinew had struck it like a thunderbolt, and fangs
two inches long had torn at its throat — no pain, no time
for fear ; just an overwhelming blow ; all over in a moment.
The tiger had made its kill ; and having gorged itself with
a hundred pounds of good venison, it had gone to lie down
in a quiet spot, where our presence had disturbed it.

Then at dawn a solitary vulture, scouting high up in
the blue, had spotted the exposed carcase ; other vultures

had followed its lead, and the whole flock, guided by
sight, had gathered for the feast,

Sometime later a jackal’s keen nose had scented carrion
from afar; a long velp had gone forth echoing among the
hills , 1ts mates had assembleq at the call, and the party

of five of one accord had followed their noses.

After such a climax (you may sail the Lake a hundred
times and not see a tiger, Pposing so to say for its photo, a few
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steps from your launch, ewen if you are an Ambassador o
a Minister with the whole Forest Department at your.
qrders) the rest of the trip was commonplace.

‘We saw a sounder a wild pig grubbing among tussocks ;
then twelve washermen and women beating stones Wlth
some unlucky man’s shirts — some tourist’s pOSSlbly for
there were tourists in the neighbourhood, who would won-
der how his new shirts made in U.S. A. or U.S.S.R. had
become old and frayed in a single washing.

So we knew we were back at civilisation.

To clinch the matter, as we neared the landing stage,
the sun being now right up, a launch was setting out with
two hopeful tourists aboard, going to see the wild animals;
and all that they would see would be twelve quite gentle
washer people conscientiously shredding shirts and under-
wear, the wild animals by that time having done grazing
and browsing or killing and satisfying their hunger, and
gone back to their lairs in the forests.

Oh! no. Yet I have no clear
views. My heart yearns to be a patriot. The life of the
Rani of Jhansi holds my breath, I dream of Sarojini Naidu
and often talk proudly of our Mrs. Vijayalakshmi Pundit.
In my heart there is a longing to imitate them. Oh, fate
that has placed me in the simple robe of a teacher! But,
hark ! an inner voice speaks — “you can do great things,
nay, things which these people could not and cannot do
without your help.” Yes I understand now. It is I who
sit among little or big girls who one day will be the mothers
of the land. I have to train them. I am indeed educating
the mothers of a nation. “The hand that rocks the cradie
rules the world”. I have to form this hand. The great
ones of the land cannot reach them, they cannot influence
them as I can do. Their message reaches only through a
radio or by a newspaper. It has no lasting effect. But I,
sit with them, teach them and form a part of their lives.
I can touch their hearts, strengthen their intellect and oh !
wonderfully true, I can form their character. National

progress is as much bound up with good character as with
sound intellect and body vigour.

What then must I do ? Look into the Gospel, the most
beautiful book that you can possess. There you wil] find
the teaching of a Model Master.

Heaven help me! Noble is my job, heavy is my duty,
weak are my shoulders. I can serve my land and be a
great reformer even though I work within the four walls
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of a class-room. My personal influence will be an important
means of engendering a rtligious attitude towards life. ¥
the students get this from me then many of the evils that
are found in the countly will vanish.

People cry out for social equality, they preach it every-
where but look sharp, I am afraid the greatest number of
them do not practice this virtue. * There is no honesty”
they say, but their own honesty, in words and deeds as
well, hangs by a flimsy thread. Why is it that bribery and
corruption are found everywhere ? Virtue has to be linked
up*with religion. It is my duty to sow in the hearts of my
children the noble virtues that make a man lovable and
honourable not only before man but before the scrutinising
eyes of the Almighty. Social equality is a beautiful term
but children must learn it from me. Am I partial in class ?
Is there an extra smile or special attention for some parti-
cular children who creep into my heart because of their
parents’ rank and position or wealth and power or may be
due to the children’s own particular talents or their at-
tractive physical exterior ? However slight this attention
may be, the light of truth and justice dies out, children
grope in darkness. What is the result ? Teacher preaches,
but does not practise. Alas! they judge their teacher, for
small though they may be, they have a sharp eye to detect
the flaws. The teacher is not honest, she is judged and
found wanting. Poor children, though they see that there
is something wrong with her, still they take shape after
the wrong model. Who is to be blamed ? It is I, the un-
worthy teacher. I have heard many a noble person saying
that it was the mother or a teacher that moulded them.
If that be the case, who has moulded the worthless char-
acters that abound in every clime ? The teachers have a
good share in this.

Let me then remain an honest and an impartial teacher.
Then I will be able to work wonders in my class room.
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But I must remember that it is not easy to remain straight
when evil forces} pull me on ewery side. I must have a
Beacon light and that light is God. If I always look up to
Him, I will not go wrong. It is quite*essential that a teacher
should be religious. Could Mahatma Gandhi achieve as
much as he did if he were not religious ? «s there any one
in the world who can find fault with him ? There is no
need to preach but there is great need to practise for the
children not only listen but see what we do. So like our
Mahatma Gandhi let me first practise and then preach.

If children are not directed to look above, they will lbok
to self. When there is self love there can be no virtue, for
self becomes the centre and all else is subordinated to it.
‘The increase of crimes, dishonesty, bribery, robbery and all
other evils are because those people had no good models
before them, either in their homes, or in their class rooms.
If I want my land to-be a home of the brave, the honest and
the unselfish, I must start the work in my class room. The
little girls imbibed with these virtues will go out and

scatter the good grain and the harvest will be an ideal
Mother India.

Many a leader from our country cries out that super-'
stition must be wiped out. I think I am the doctor who
can cure the disease. Have I worked in the class room to
remove this evil which is particularly strong among the
fair sex ? To my shame I must own that I myself am not
<ompletely free from it. Yet, I say, I have no chance to
work for my country. What is that country ? It is my
people, the children of my land. When I say that I have
no opportunity to show my patriotism 1 only mean to say
that I have no chance of being seen, admired and fawned
upon. I am not willing to work behind the screen, for I
want fame and glory. Then it is not love of country but
the love of one self. Yet, let me remember that God sees
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e and though no monument will be erected for me here,
yet I-will die happily, knewing that I have done my duty
to my people and pleased the Father of all nations who will
give an eternal reward?

The health ministers are planning day in and day out
how to improve the health of the people and wipe out
disease. Can I not help them from my class room ? If I
.am placed in a village school or -near the slums, I have
really a mission to fulfil. Many of my children will pro-
bably be not clean. I must not scold them, but teach them
lovingly and in a motherly way how to be clean and teach
them all the sanitary ways which are so very necessary for
the well being not only of the body but even of the soul.
“Cleanliness is next to Godliness ”. It is not enough if the
.children learn to read and write, so my duty is fo make
them learn how to live in simple clean surroundings. Let
me at least in the future take good care of this. I must
keep the class room tidy and beautiful, the surroundings
must be clean, the children should be taught cleanliness
and asked to keep their houses clean. I must 'teach them
and make them see the necessity of a balanced diet, hard
work, useful hobbies and healthy recreation.

If I keep my resolutions I will soon see the result
round about me. By and by it will spread and though I may
not live to see yet I can be assured that in the near future
the face of India will be different. "We will have helped
the Five Year Plan and very soon the slums will disappear
.and in their places we will find neat little villages with
clean homes and healthy children.

Before I wind up let me not forget to bring before my
eyes the picture of that great Master Teacher who lived
nearly twenty centuries ago. What were the words of that
Divine Teacher whom we call Jesus. “If anyone hurts the
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conscience of one of these little ones, that believe in Me,
he had better have been drowned in the depths of the sea,
with a millstone hung about his neck.” (Matthew, XVIII-6)
Let me meditate some times on thi$ and then I will be a
good teacher. Jesus, You who loved children so tenderly
that even when You were tired, you toolt them on Your

lap and blessed them, give me the love and patience to deal
kindly with them.

At 2-15 PM. the meeting began in the Ohservation-
Room. The present Seniors were occupying the gallery, but
they had soon to make place for the increasing number of
-old students. They went to the Junior classroom where,

as usual, the photos and wedding cards of the old students
were exhibited.

We had the great privilege of having Rev. Mother Pro-
vincial in our midst. In spite of heavy work, she kindly

cconsented to preside over the old students’ day and attended
all the functions.

Our Music teacher Smt. Saradha opened the meeting
with a prayer song.

Kumari J qsephir;é, our new Headnﬁstréss, welcomed
Rev. Mother Provincial. Though not an old student herself;
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she said that she"was glad to be the old student of one of
the Institutions under Rev. Mother’s jurisdiction, namely:
of the recently started B.T. College of Palamcottah, She
éxpressﬁ the joy of the whole assembly at the presence
of our dear Rev.,Mother Provincial, who seemed to add
to thé family-atmosphere by her encouraging, motherly
smile.

Kumari Therese Fernando then welcomed Mother
Superior and the whole audience.

Kumari Christy read the report which is printed in this
Annual. ‘Then attendance was taken: One hundred and
eleven old students were present, almost equally divided
among Secondaries and Elementaries. The winning groups
were : 1956-58 for the Sec. Grade and 1955-57 for the Ele.
Grade. There were a few late-comers, who had missed the
bus, and by the end of the meeting, we were 120. Still more
came so that the total this year cannot be much below 130,
Stella and Thanam rushed in from Mamsapuram at the
eleventh hour. The D.E.O. had turned up and hold a
meeting, but though late even for the last item, they faith-
fully wanted to put in their attendance and pay the sub-
scription. Among the old students presenf, we want to

Viagulamary -and Ranjitham, whose daughters are now
studying in the Sec. Grade, were visibly enjoying the meet~
ing and so were Lourdes Antony, Ranjitham'’s sister, Maria
Packiam, her old co-worker and Selvamary, who had ar-
ranged to come from Bangalore to the South, making the
date ‘coincide with our old students’ day. Saveriammal,
who had brought her niece for admission attended the old
students’ day for the first time affer so many years.

Mater ”. Tll-health had preventéd her from coming. Many
fmore letters poured in with money-orders for the subscrip-
'tioh, giving reasons for not attendiﬁg the day : Mildred had
not recovered from a serious illness, Sita is nursing an old,

sick mother, Lourde has a little baby of a few weeks, others
had meetings to attend, inspections to prepare' or could:
not get leave. But all these girls were with us in spirit.

Kumari Antoniammal set in the series of speeches. She
first said a few words about the Mothers in general, who
had left loving parents, a happy home, a dear country and
friends to come to India and work in God’s vineyard, de-
voting themselves especially to .the poor and homeless, so
numerous within our compound walls. Then she paid a
special homage to D. M. Caritas and praised her skill and
-devotion in teaching Needlework and Drawing to the Train-
ing students. She congratulated her on the occasion of
her perpetual vows, made at Kodaikanal during the May
holidays and presented her with an umbrella as a small
token of gratitude from the old students.

Smt. Mary Sellathai paid a homage “in absentia” to
«dear D. M. Clet who has been the Headmistress of the
Training School during the past nine years and was recently
transferred to Mulagamudu, where she is in charge of a
newly started High School. Whatever Mother took in hand,
.she used to bring it to a good end, putting heart and soul
in it. Smt. Mary Sellathai recorded Mother’s endeavours
to gather money for a schoolbus, which is now taking the
‘Secondaries to the Town School on ‘Wednesdays, sparing
them a walk in the hot sun at noon. Nobody will forget
Mother’s campaign for selling tickets for the orphanage
building nor the very successful entertainment organised
by her. These activities however were not her real work :
Mother was an excellent teacher and she watched over the
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girls not only in the class, but the whole day long. She
;saw to it that they spoke'English out of school hours and
guided them in reading good books during their free time
or at rgcess. In her “Home Science” classes, she spared 1no
effort to preparg them for later life. She taught them
cooking, machine-stitching, gardening and Wee-keeping,
working "with them to make them realise the nobility of
hand-labour. And above all, she aimed at real education
for them, as can be seen from the article which she has
kindly written for our Annual.

Kumari Sakuntala now began a whole series of con-
gratulations. She first congratulated Smt. Mary Sellathai,
a member of the Staff since six years who married recently.
She gave her a little torch-light as a present. Then she
congratulated several commitfee-members who were mar-
tied of late : Mumtaz of Palamcottah — Grace Rathinathai
of Sivakasi — Kandammal of Mamsapuram and Avudaiam-
mal of Rajapalayam.

It was a glorious litany and when the audience grew
‘weary of applauding, Sakuntala stopped and said: “Well,
are you not going to clap ?” which was followed by a
joyful outburst of sincere congratulations,

- When the noise had subsided, Joan herself stepped for-
‘ward and gave us an interesting account of her shortened
B.T. course, which finds a place in this publication.
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“My experiences in teaching ” were dealt with by Clara
Ele ; Gr. and Raphael Mary — Sec. Grade.

Clara hesitated a bit at first, but taking courage, she
delivered her maiden speech in fluent language and with
<onviction.c The teachers told us afterwards how she had
been sitling up the previous nights with candle light, pre-
paring with great care. Nothing of this however.could be seen
or heard when she spoke of her first experiences as a teacher
in the same institution whose compaund walls she had not
left. She had indeed been wondering how. the students
would accept her. The first year, she had t6 teach in one’
of the visitors’ rooms near the gate. She related how the
little kids used to show more interest in the visitors than
in her lessons at the outset, how Gate Pushpam would use
her as her Assistant on busy days and of the tricks which the
<hildren, especially the boys, would play during her ab-
sence.

Raphael Mary then explained how she had tried to
follow the méthods she had learned in the Training, Both
Clara and Raphael Mary said how they tried — in the-
beginning — to write notes of lessons as detailed as in
the Training and how they tried to teach very carefully
too, but not succeeding in finishing the portion prescribed
as per syllabus. To prepare one lesson a week is certainly
very different from having to be ready to teach six or
Seven periods on every schoolday, and fifty students are-
not so easy to manage as the small group they used to-
have during teaching periods. But they learn from their
mistakes and both of them seemed to enjoy their work.

Time was flying and the meeting came to an end with
D. M. Hadewych giving a vote of thanks. She thanked all
those present, especially Rev. Mother Provincial and paid
a special homage to all the Committee-members. It is diffi-
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eult to:say who did best, for every one tried the utmost to
give full satisfaction in the appointed task.

Old students’ day is always a happy family-reunion and
all the -old students know how happy Mother feels when
in their midst.

The meeting came to an end with the singing of the
*Jana Gana” Now the chatting began. Old students were
meeting each other, some of them after twenty years of
absence. Sr. M. Borgia was sitting in the verandah, taking
subscriptions whilst groups of girls were strolling in the
Jurnior Class-room to see the wedding cards and photos.
Meanwhile, Smt, Mary Sellathai and Kumari Antoniammal
had gone to prepare the tea-party, which was held in the
old dining hall. We had hoped that the new addition to
the boarding building would be ready, but flooring has still
to be done, so the carpets were spread out in the old place.
They had made provision for one hundred and fifty and
it was possible to entertain all the old students, their child-
ren and a few guests. The girls were especially happy
because Rev. Mother Provincial, Mother Superior and some
of the Mothers honoured the tea-party with their presence.
0ld student Eugene remembered her dear friends the blind
girls and took their shares to their room. The tea-party
was very well arranged and Smt. Mary Sellathai and
Antoniammal can rightly be proud of it.

Groups of girls began to stroll out to have a chat, little
groups were formed in the shade of the trees, young mothers
played with- their children and the whole compound was
full with joy and laughter. The bell called them once again
upstairs for the entertainment.

The Programme had been drawn up with great care.
Kumari Josephine and Kumari Christy had joined hands
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with Sr. M.' Borgia and spared no effort to give us a nice
<€vening.

It began with a prayer song, followed by a gipsy dance.
Sakuntala had brought her little dancers from her school
and they did well. Children from our Cénvent gave us a
racket drill which was liked by all. 'Three old. students
danced a finé Baratha Natiam. The drama — a historical
one, out of the time of Sivaji and the Moghuls — was well
enacted. There were no stars, but all the young actresses
did their best and the play, as a whole, was good.

The comic was a pleasant intermezzo. The Kummi was
good. Decidedly the best items of the evening were the
beautiful dances. Our two graduates had spread no effort
to teach the girls these three lovely scenes of “Ruth and
Booz”. They simply kept the audience spell-bound. The
Shah Jahan'’s dream was a fitting end to this very successful

entertainment, one of the best, if not “the” best we ever
had.

Old student Gnanasundry thanked =il those responsible
for this enjoyable evening in the name of all the old students.

It was time to say “ good-bye” for some of them al-
ready had to rush to catch the last bus. Others went off
with local friends and a good batch stayed with us to attend
the Catechism-day celebration the next day. There was
great hilarity in the teachers’ quarters and the silence bell
had to be rung a little louder and longer than usual. The
happy days were not yet over, there was still ; to-morrow.

Results

Once more, we have to thank God for very good results.
39 out of 42 Secondaries passed and there were eight first.
classes, 45 out of 46 Elementaries were successful and three
had a first class. This is the first time in the history of the:
School that the Elementaries beat the Secondaries and they
were very proud of it.

Students on Roll

There was more than the usual rush for admission this
year and selection of candidates has become a real night-
mare. Though we limit the time for sending applications
to the month of April, we booked more than six hundred
applications. Having only one class for each Grade, it was
no easy job. Since the Training is practically the only way
to find a job for our outgoing 8th Standard orphans, and
we are having two sections in the High School, applications
from our own students would: be nearly enough to fill the
classes. We limited their seats to fifteen in each Grade and
with great regret, had to refuse admission to more than five
hundred candidates. Especially when they are related to old
students, we are very reluctant to see them go, but it is
simple mathematics that we cannot provide for them all.
We were glad to hear that at least for the Secondary Grade,
many found a seat in an other Training School.

We admitted 42 Secondary_ _C_};‘agig ,aniqgs and 46 Ele~
mentaries.
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_Accommodation and Improvementis

We are very glad to inform all our old students agd
friends of the fact that the new orphanage is nearing com-
pletion. By the time this Annual will reach them, the new
building will already be occupied. We hope to celebrate
+he opening of it soon and héve invited Minister Smt.
Lourdammal Simon to come for the occasion. Again and
again people have come from the town to ask us “Is this
beautiful building really going to be for the orphans?” —
“ Come and see” replied Mother Superior happily, whilst
they were busy writing in big cement letters the name of
thte orphanage over the entrance.

A second excellent improvement is to be seen in the
boarding house of our Training students. For years, our
growing numbers have been packed in too small a refectory.
The dormitory for the night too was not sufficient and now
and then, groups had to seek shelter elsewhere. With a
minimum of expenses, the old shed has been removed and
replaced by an extension of the existing boarding-house,
both upstairs as downstairs. At present, the girls have
still to put up with some inconvenience as the work could
not be completed during the Summer holidays, but once
everything over, they will enjoy spacious, well ventilated
and lighted rooms, both for their meals and for the night.
D. M. Elisa is rejoicing over the accommodation that means
a real, great irnprovemer:t.

Even now that Mother is no more there, they
continue to show their interest in the activities which she
has taught them.

The Elementaries set out on a Saturday morning, armed
with pails and brushes, to clean the nearby village of Kottai--
patty under the guidance of their teachers.

Public Functions and Visits

Last year, our Annual published the Stop-Press photo,.
showing our Very Reverend Mother General, visiting
our Institution. It happened on the 17th of September.
Very Rev. Mother came from Dindigul by special car, ac-
companied by Rev. Mother Provincial, 'We had sent Selva-
raj to find out when they entered the town and quickly
we formed our lines. It was just about noon and the sun
was hot, yet nobody seemed to mind it. The little orphans,
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in their white and blue uniform, the Training students in
white with blouses in different colours, according to their
cvlass, the blind girls, the women, all the inmates of our big
institution were at the gate to welcéme our dear Very Rev.
Mother M. Gudule. She was no stranger, having béen our
beloved Mother Provincial for so many ybars. Very Rev.
Mother was garlanded and given a bouquet by two little |
orphans and walked slowly to the bungalow, greeting the
children on the way. The Training students had hoisted
the school flag and decorated the road with kolams. The
next morning, we had a solemn High Mass with “ Veni
Lreator ” and “Te Deum ”. During the morning, Very Rev.
Mother visited the Training School. All the classes were
decorated. Very Rev. Mother was happy to see many known
faces among our students, who were equally delighted that

Very Rev. Mother has not forgotten them, in spite of many
years of absence.

The great entertainment of the year was given in honour
of .the visit of Very Rev. Mother General. It was in Sep-
tember .and, to be true to tradition, the clouds were in
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the sky, promising a shower, which actually came about
thce time we were to begin. Yet awe did not want to shift,
we waited till; the sky was clear and the entire entertain-
ment went off, undisturbed, in the co6l evening-air. We had
a combined programme: the orphans sang and did-a fine
Kollattam. ,The blind girls also took their‘share and wel-
comed Very Rev. Mother with a beautiful song. The High
School was responsible for several interesting items: The
Hubert and Arthur scene from Shakespeare’s “ King John ”
won great applause. Other! action songs and dances were
much appreciated. The girls of the Needlework Class gave
a very good dance. The Training students were responsible
for a spoken chorus on two poems taken from the Gitanjali,
which Very Rev. Mother liked very much. The play “ Silver
beeds” enacted by the Training students in English' drew
from Very Rev. Mother-a good compliment for the way
the young actresses spoke English and acted the lovely
Christmas-play. With the much appreciated Blue-bells
dance and the Indian Pageant, the successful entertainment
came to a good end.

On November 3rd, the day we were celebrating Mother
Superior’s feast — late because she had been absent during

October, — the Crusaders gave a very successful entertain-
ment.

Exhibition

The Annual exhibition of handwork and teaching aids
prepared by the Staff and students of our four Girls’ Schools
is an event which has acquired a tradition. From the begin-
ning of the schoolyear, Staff and students are thinking out
their projects, preparing the material for this exhibition.
This year we had the honour of the presence of Sri Panickar,
the Collector of our District, who came to open the exhi-
bition, accompanied by his wife. Both were very much
interested in whatever they saw and it was a great en-
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couragement for the Staff and students to watch them, going
from room to room and logking at the exhibits with pleasuge
and interest. The Sub-Collector, The Tahsildar, the D.E.O.
and other officials had «also come. Sharing the big kinden-
garten *Hall, the Catechism exhibition and the Needlework
were put up. The next room was taken up by “ Rural Social
Problems”. Mrs. Mary Sellathai had spared no efforts to
put up a good show of the various occupations of villagers.
There were houses in wax, cows and sheep also in wax
and a road was electrified with the help of Mr. Cruz. Our
Mothers from Nagercoil liked it so much that they borrowed
most of the exhibits of this room for their own show at
Nagercoil. Kumari Antoniammal had worked hard for the
construction of her small dam, that collected water flowing
from a mountain range, watering the fields of a settlement
and village at the foot of the hiils.

There was a steady flow of visifors all
the three days and we booked a total of more than five
thousand visitors.

heart’s content.

A filmstrip of the United Nations was shown to us,
thanks to the kindness of Sri A. Michael Ponnusamy, B.A.
M.Ed., Headmaster of the C.M.S. High School. Various good:



educational films were shown to the students by the loeal
Municipal authorities, such as: Cholera — treatment and
ptevention — Good hygienic habits — Nurses’ training —
How to teach handicapped children<— Food: a balanced
diet — Folk songs and dances in Bengal. We took the girls
to Aruna Talkies fo see some good films: Infernational
Sports festival — The Frog Princess, a fairy tale (in colour)
and an amusing cartoon “ An unexpected Match.”

Inspection

The School was inspected by Smt. Duraisami, Inspectress
of Girls’ Schools, Madurai Range, on 21st and 22nd of
November. The Inspectress wrote in the report: “The
School being completely residential, with many of the
teachers also staying in the hostel, work is intense and
closely supervised at every stage. The Staff work together
in a closely co-ordinate manner. There was a refreshing
spirit of cheer; among the students and staff. Citizenship
‘Training is very well imparted. A high standard is main-
tained in all aspects of school work.”

To enter the College as a student after an interval of
not less than a decade in the teaching profession, was
certainly a thrilling experience for almost all of us. From
many parts of South India we had gathered there on the
banks of Adayar at the Teachers’ College, Saidapet:
Madrasies, Malayalies, Kananese and Andhras!

It is the oldest training institution in India and it is
also the largest graduate training centre in the State of
M4dras. Its origin can be traced back to March 1856, This
college has the privilege of having had on its roll such an
eminent person as Dr. S. Radhakrishnan.

Really I was lucky to be a student in this college at
least for three months.

Usually the B.T. Degree course is for one academic
year from July to the end of March but there are also two
shortened courses annually from June to September and
from September to March. This privilege is given only for
a Secondary Trained teacher who has got a service of not
less than three years in a school and B. A. Degree., This
is the only College (in the Madras State) which conducts
this shortened B.T. Course.

1 attended the second shortened course. Before the
interview we were very anxious. “Will I be selected or
sent back ?” was the question ringing within our minds.
Thirty-four candidates had come and all were selected. No
hesitation now ! Every one entered the class with a beaming
face! We were seven ladies among them. We found out
that we were definitely younger than the men. Throughout
the course we moved like brothers and sisters. Three of us
among the ladies, who really needed accommodation, got
it in the Presidency College Hostel which was situated with-
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in the Teachers’ College campus. A month had passed
before we could get over the feeling of being in a new
surrounding and we found ourselves adrift in a whirlpool
cc)f activities!

We were tossed from this room to that room for our
lectures in various subjects. Time was ‘ shortened” but the
work to be turned out was as much as that of the regular
B.T. Young and old ran the race. We burnt the midnight
oil, toiling over our charts and maps and notes of lessons.
The result was that many a grey head tried to be steady
in the class when they bégan swinging in sleepy drowsiness!
The lecturers were supposed to presume that these gentle-
men were listening with closed eyes ! concentration perhaps!
It was really a very strenuous affair. Both trainees and
trainers had to rush through it breathlessly.

In spite of heavy work we had enjoyed the six days’
camp at ‘Walajabad near Conjeeveram. It seemed hard at
first as we swept the large sandy ground with unwieldy
bundles of twigs and such improvised brooms. Some of the
students pitied themselves, thinking that their sons would
shed tears to see their fathers picking up stones and rubbish
like that! But it turned out to be smooth sailing once the
wheels were turning. The lecturers were astonished to see
the young spirit bubbling out through the old frames ! Then
we had the opportunity of visiting Conjeeveram temples,

Mahabalipuram and quite a number of interesting places in
the city of Madras.

The month of March announced the arrival of the super-
vising Board of Examiners for practical tests, ‘When the
<ommission visited the College it was just like Inspection
Day. They had to go through the work of each and every
student. The course ended on 15th March 1958 and we felt
that it was over much too soon.



After allowing a considerable time for the practical
work and teaching practite we found that the time at ofir
disposal for theoretical study was very much limited. Any-
how at the farewell we. brushed aside the heavy thoughts
about . the written examination and felt only the pleasant
time we had together ~ the solidarity we felt as a com-
munity.

So this course will always stand out to be a happy
reminiscence of the united effort of all the trainees, working
in a harmonious blend, of seriousness and good humour.
The success of the course was due to our lecturers and let
me express my deep debt of :gratitude for their guidance
in all our endeavour.

None of us céuld ever forget our Teachers’ College,
and the song we composed, *“Hail to Teachers’ College
Saidapet ! ”

CATECHISM DAY

Reverend Father Antony, our Assistant Parish Priest,
presided over this year’s Catechisth-Day on the 27th of
July. ZEarly morning during Holy Mass, Rev. TFather
preached a, short and instructive sermon &n the words of
Our Lord : “ Go and preach ye to ail nations.” Tkis is the
Commandment He gave to His Apostles which they frans-
mitted to their successors, ufitil it has reached us to-day.
If Christ were to stand in our midst now, He would say

the same thing to us. By teaching Catechism, we fulfil that
command,

Man has made great strides in the field of science, but
in the field of morality, he has fallen down degradingly.
‘We live in a world of errors. Political parties, the cinema
and every modern means of propaganda are used to teach
perverted truth. In such a milieu where even Catholic
young people are carried away and deceived, it is the duty
of :Catholic teachers to lay a strong foundation in the
Catholic children entrusted to their care, Rev. Father
stressed the fact that children who learn their Catechism
well are not easily led astray. He related his own ex-
perience : how he owes his vocation to the priesthood to
the foundation he received by studying Catechism eagerly
during his schooldays, in spite of being laughed at by a
friend, who prided himself at his proficiency in games and
unfortunately met with sudden death while playing. In
conclusion, Rev. Father exhorted those who have taken up
teaching as their profession to devote themselves to teaching

Catechism also, to resolve to go and be apostles carrying
on the mission of the Lord.

The Observation-room was the venue of the meet"mg
held at 8-30 AM. After the prayer song, Kumari Raphael
Mary welcomed Rev. Father Antony, Rev. Mother Pro-
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vincial, who graced the meeting with her kind presence,
Mother Superior and all others present. Kumari Johna redd
the réeport of the previous Catechism-Day and Kumari
Selvam Rodrigo conducted a Model Lesson on the 4th Com-
mandment. Stdp by step, she expiained the meaning of
the Commandment, our duties towards our parents, what
they do for us and what is forbidden by this Commandment.
She impressed on the minds of the children that in the
Convent Mother Superior takes the place of the parents,
eliciting from them how lovingly she provides all spiritual
and temporal things necessary for them. She gave as an
example the big new building which they are going to
occupy soon. To Mother Superior, to the other Mothers and
Sisters, to the teachers in school, to the Priests and elders.
the sarne love and respect which we owe our parents are
due. Pictures were used to illustrate how Jesus has set
us an example of obedience. A Kummi adapted to the
lesson and prepared by Kumari A. Teresa followed.

Rev. Father in his presidential address congratulated
Rev. Mother for organising the Catechisin—Day, which — to:
his knowledge — was being held in this way only in Srivilli~
puttur and, which fulfilled the exhortation of Pope Benedict
XIV. Rev. Father went on to explain the tactics which the
Communists use to destroy belief in God. When they are
so zealous to teach falsehood, should we not be more eager
to spread the truth ? He emphasized the fact that it is
not enough to teach, we must also practise what we teach.
Good example is the best teacher.” Rev. Father illustrated
this with a humorous story of how the Chinese learned to
play football. Six months of lectures on the subject and
book knowledge failed to teach them the game, which they
learnt in a short time by playing it. Thus we must put into
practise what we learn, to ohfain good results,
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.Kumari Raphael Mary proposed a vote of thanks.
Kamari Joan of Arc felt it her duty to thank Rev. Father
«on behalf of the old students coming from outside and who
wWere present in good numbers this year. She spoke of what
impressed her most in his speeches: hi; zeal to learn
.Catechism.+ She deplored that there are ‘everywhere too
few students who show eagerness to learn Catechism and
repeated the plea that everywhere Catholic teachers should
come forward to teach Catechism. She took the opportunity
to express her gratitude to Rev. Mother Hadewych and to
‘Rev. Father Planchard S.J., who instilled in her heart the
love for teaching Catechism.

The inaugural meeting for the year 1957-58 was held
on the 14th of July 1957, when the office-bearers wers
elected: - Kumagi Stella Margaret, B.Sc., was elected Presi-
dent, while all the other office-bearers were re-etected.

A As a preparation for the Marian year, we devoted the
general theme for study to Our Lady. Some of the subjects
won which talks were given by the members were :

Qur Lady pre-figured in the Old Testament,
The role of Our Lady in the New Testament —

as Co-Redemptrix,
Mary, the model of Motherhopd—The virtues of Our Lady,

The apparitions at La Salette — Lourdes and Fatima.

Rev. Father E. Ugarfe S.J., came all the way from
Shembaganur, as in the previous year, to give us a lecture.
He spoke on: Man — Original sin — the Immaculate Con-
ception. In simple and clear language, adapting himself to
his audience, Rev. Father explained the problem of man,
the various interpretations of the human problem and the
concrete, living solution of the problem, i.e., the Immaculate.
Man, in spite of his great achievements, remains a mystery
to himself. There is a bipolarity in him, a constant struggle
between the finite and the infinite, resulting in conflict and
anguish. Various interpretations are given to this problem
.of man, which either neglect the finite or the infinite in
him. The Christian interpretation of original sin and Re-
:demption offers a correct solution. Original sin deprived
aan of sanctifying grace by means of which he participated
in the divine life. All the preternatural gifts of the state
«of innocence were lost, but the natural powers, though not
lost, were weakened. Concupiscence gets the upper hand
.and drags him down. That results in conflicts and anguish.
But God did not leave fallen man to himself. By Redemp-
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tion Christ has restored sanctifying and actual grace which
$ielps man, through Baptism, to live a life in God. Rev.
Father then presented the living solution of the problem :
a lived example of perfect, ideal humanity: Our Lady,
the Immaculate. God has done great things in her and she-
has fully co-operated with His grace. She is the ideal, whom
each of us should strive to imitate. So many young virgins
and Saints have done that. “ What others did, why should
not T do?” These concluding words of Rev. Father still
ring in our ears and inspire us.

Qur Parish Priest Rev. Father P. Montaud S.J., gave us:
2 talk on the Dogma of the Immaculate Conception. Ex--
plaining in detail the meaning of the Immaculate Conception
and all that followed it — the plenitude of grace and all
virtues — Rev. Father pointed out how this prerogative was:
hers in view of her divine motherhood.

On the day of our recollection at Sirumalai, Rev. Father
Maria Michael SJ., devoted his morning sermon to Our
Lady’s message of prayer and penance. During the meeting
held later in the day, Rev. Father continued to explain the
message of Qur Lady of Lourdes, how she came to remind
the materialistic world of its Creator. This was followed by
a most interesting and lively discussion about visions and
extra-ordinary manifestations at some shrines in India.

Rev. Father C. M. Visuvasam, D.D., who presided over
last year's Catechism-Day, addressed our members on
“ Catholic Organisations in America” He explained at
length the origin, growth and work of the Christian Family
Movement, one of the many organisations in which Catholics.
spend their leisure for the benefit of society.

The influence of D.M.K. on youth and what should be
our attitude towards the Kazhagam movement in South
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India was well brought out in a talk by Rev. Father Dasan
Dalmeida of Tuticorin, who opened the Catechism exigi-
bition on Our Lady.

Besides thege, we studied other problems of up-to-date
interest such as “the Kerala Education Bill” and sent in
protest letters to the Ministers concerned. We also held a
debate on “ Family Planning ”. Arguments for and against
were put forth and Dr. Catherine pointed out how no
amount of arguments can legalise an immoral act.

The most important event of the year was the First
Tamil Nad Regional Conference held in Tiruchy from 4th
to 6th January 1958. A good number of our members, ac~
companied by D. M. Hadewych and D. M. Ermelindis and
a few Senior students of the Training School represented
our unit. The general theme of the Conference was “Religion
and cultural awakening in South India.” We had the oc-
casion to listen to some of the great intellectuals of Tamil
Nad. Besides the lectures, there were study circles, a Marian
exhibition, to which we contributed some pictures and
charts, cultural programmes which we enjoyed very much
and finally a colourful procession in which we proudly
displayed our new flag.
