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600 Mile Hike on Bicycles
BY FIRST MADRAS SEA SCOUTS GROUP
MADRAS — MYSORE — MADRAS

From 2gth September 1957

THE Spirit of wanderlust
that made a patrol of
Rovers to attempt to go on
bicycles such a long distance
as SIX HUNDRED MILES.
emanated from the Rovers
themselves. .\

Under the leadership of
Messrs. A. C. Alavandar, T.S.’
Sankaran, C. Hemachandran,
T. S. Gopalakrishnan, K. V.
Mohanarangiah, and D. Chan-
dran, the party left the Shore
Headpuarters at 4-30 A. M., on
the 29th September 1957, on
Bicycles, for Mysore, via
Poonamallee, Sriperumbudur,
Kancheepuram, at an average
rate of SEVEN MILES per

hour—because the wind " was-

against us and reached by
11-55 p. M., the same night,
and halted there at Sri Venu
Mudaliar’s Rest House, for
the night. The following
ntorning (30-9-57) at 7-30 A, M.
left for Bangalore,—We rea-
ched the Ghat Section at 114th
Mile (from Madras) after
passing Venkatagiri and
walked a portion of the Ghat
Section which place was
unsuitablte for any vehicular
traffic. At the F¥i18th Mile,
there was a heavy downpour
of rain and we were forced
to take shelter for about
half-an-hour, A few minutes
. 2

‘' To 8th October 1957

later, we resumed our journey
and completed the Ghat Sec-
tion at 191st Mile which took
us completely three hours. At
the Ghat Road, one of our
cycles was treated for punc-
ture by the members themsel-
Vel Then proceeding through
Palamaner, we crossed the
outskirts of the Mysore State
at the 135th Mile at 5-30 p.M.,
on 30-9-67 and finally reached
Mulbagal, a town on the
border of the Mysore State,
at 8 p. M. After finishing our
dinner, we resumed our jour-
ney and reached Xolar at
11-30 . M.—which is 162 miles
from Madras.

At Kolar, we were accommo-
dated for the night by the
Engineering Staff, in their
Office premises. The mnext
morning (1-10-57), by 4-30
A. M., we left Kolar and
reached Bangalore at 2-30
p. M., after passing through
Malur, Narasipur, Koskote,
and Krishnarajapuram.

At the Scouts Headquarters
at Irwin Circle, Bangalore
City, we met Messrs. Ranga-
swamy, Manager, and A. N,
Rama Rao, District Commis-
sioner, who arranged for
our stay. The following mor~

n?ng (2-10-57), we left fog

Mysore at 3-30 A, M. to attend
the Mysore State Rally held
at Oval grounds, Crawford
Hall. On our way, i.e., at 49th
Mile trom Bangalore, we
found an old man (pedestrian)
knocked down by a car and
bleeding from the mouth. We
stopped and rendered first aid
to the injured pedestrian and
sent him in the same car to
the hospital at Madur. We
then resumed our journey and
reached MYSORE AT 5 p.M.,
on 2—10—1957., and entered
the Rally Grounds, where we
met the Officers of that State
who were good enough to
arrange for our stay at
Maharaja’s High School. The
Group Leader of Chintamani
School Scouts, helped us in
getting a room there. Later,
we were taken for dinner.

The next morning (3-10-57),
we went out for sight seeing
and had the axle of the front
wheel of one of our cycles,
replaced as it was broken. We
visited Big Bazaar, Lalitha
Mahal Palace, Town Hall,
Etc., At 2 p. M. (3-10-57), we
joined the Procession and
after reaching the Palace
Road, we were asked to stand
at the specially erected
Pandal, by the Assistant State
Officials. At 4-15 p. M., His
Excellency the Governor of
Mysore, (Maharaja of Mysore)
who was riding on a well deco-
rated elephant, stopped near
the State Scouts Pandal and
received the garland offered
to him. It is really a
pride to see that the Scouts

and Guides were given the
first place in the Procession,
After dispersal at 5 p.M., we
went round the City to see
the Electrical illuminations
at the Palace and important
buildings.

The following day, (4-10-57),
we visited the Zoo, Chamun-
deswari Temple, and at night,
the famous Brindavan which
was illuminated with colour
bulbs.

The next morning (7-10-57)
at 4 A.M. we left Bangalore
for Chittoor, and were able to
reach Chittoor-—a distance of
112 miles,—by 7-30 r. M. and
stay there for the night.

On the morning of 8-10-57,
at 3-30 p.M., when a heavy
downpour of rain prevented
us {from proceeding further.
After halting for more than
an hour, we resumed our
journey and REACHED the
HOTELDASAPRAKASH,
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MADRAS, at 7-45 p.M. aftera
‘cup of Tea at” the said Hotel,
REACHED OUR SHORE
HEADQUARTERS AT 8-30
P.M., on 8-10-57.

Conclusion
All the Members of the

Group appreciated for my
taking them on the trip
of 600 Miles to and from

Mysore on a slow and steady
speed on BICYCLES—thereby

making everyone return safely
without any accident. Of
course, I will be failing in my
duty if I don’t mention here
that the entire programme
was made a success due to the
hearty co-operation of the
members.

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Scouting and Guiding in Open Groups

THE great founder of the
Scout Movement started

his initial Scouting activi-
ties among the boys
of Mafeking to meet the

emergencies of a local war.
He found excellent response
from those boys and later on,
the experiment was projected
to boys in his own country.
The striking success achieved
was responsible fer the quick
spread of the Movement in
and outside England.

In our own country, the
Movement has been very
popular in the initjal stages
among all classes of boys and
young men. Educationists
acclaimed the Scouting scheme
as a valuable adjunct to school
studies and therefore, most of
the schools organised Scout-
ing as an extra-curricular
activity. The essentially edu-
cational nature of the prog-
.ramme of Scouting makes it
at once very useful to boys
‘who are not in any school and
also those unfortunate ones
who were forced to give up
schooling after a short period,
for economic and other rea-
sons. This category of boys
could be organised into Open
‘Groups to the immense advan-
tage of the members thereof.

At present, Scouting is orga-
nised mostly in schools where
the Scouters are School:Mas-
ters, the majority of whom
find the routine of school
work itself too exacting, but

still try their best to do jus-
tice to their position as
Scouters in the school groups,
With a few exceptions where
the  School-master-Scouters
turn out to be really spirited
workers, the bulk of the Scou-
ters suffer this handicap, The
recent introduction of the
N.C.C, and the A.C.C. has
created further complications
in School Scouting. Even
granting that all Scout Groups
in schools are being run in an
efficient manner, we have to
remember that the number in
each such group cannot exceed
32 or 40 for a total strength
of several hundreds of boys,
excepting very few High
Schools forming more than
one Group in the same insti-
tution. The case is the same
with Higher Elementary and
Elementary Schools too.

The only place where the
rest of the boys could get in
is an Open Group manned by
Scouters of various callings.
Here not only the surplus of
school boys but non-students
also can have all the benefits
of Scouting. Unfortunately.
the number of such Open
Groups is very small in the
State to-day and there may
be various reasons for the
same. As votaries of a Move-
ment striving to serving the
largest possible section of the
youth of the country, it is
our duty to examine how best
we could get over the impedi-
ments that stand in the way
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of the organisation of more
Open Groups which alone can
claim non-students for their
members, even though we
have mostly students in some
.of the Open Groups to-day.
The case of the out-of-the-
school boy is now our main
concern, taking of course, due
care not to compartmentalise
the same. No doubt the work
for the units on hand at pre-
sent is by itself a great task
for the Association. But the
importance of serving the
lesser brethren and the under-
privileged should not be mini-
mised and hence the need for
more Open Groups.

Again, Rovering has got
jimmense scope for develop-
ment in Open Groups and in
fact, numerous Rover Crews
did exist in several districts
4n the past. Given proper
leadersbip and guidance, they
are sure to spring up once
again into a disciplined force
of useful youngmen striving
to better themselves and help-
ping their neighbours. Open
Groups of Bulbuls and Guides
can be similarly formed to the
great advantage of the mem-
bers and the community.

In spite of the presence of
ever so many youth organisa-
tions in India to-day, the
special features of Scouting
and Guiding with their non-
political-non-religious charac-
teristics with bonds of inter-
national friendship make it
one of vast potentialities for
social service. But why is
that we find this branch of
activity neglected by so many
of the countrymen ? It is up
to us to answer this big
“WHY?"” and proceed forth-
with to effective action. One
such move and the most
important one could be the
organisetion’” of more and
more Open Groups and there-
by getting into contact with
more members of the public
at large.

General Rules '

Rule No. 377—Emblems.

(1) No emblem may be
. worn in uniform unless it has
been approved in accordance
with the following rules :—

(2) The following may be
approved by the appropriate
authoriries to be used on
occasions when necessary ;—

(a) National —in special
cases.

(b) State.

(c) District.

(dy L.A,

(e) Group.

"(f) Rover/Rangers—To be

worn o special scarves under
Rules 281 and 289.

(g) The National emblems
will be decided by the N.H Q.,
for suitable occasions. For
the State emblems appli-
cations for approval should
be made by the S.H.Q. For
all other emblems applications
should be made to the S.H.Q.

(h) Approval for emblems
will only be given subject to
the following conditions:

(i) Application must be
submitted through the normal
ehannels of communication
(i.e.) through L.A., D.C., and
A.S.C.) and not direct to
S.H.Q.

(ii) A drawing or specimen
of the design (which wili not
be returned) must be submit-
ted together with a statement

of the approval of the D.C.
and L. A.

(iii) The design must be
emblematic in character e.g.
the name or initials of an
individual or Group are not
admissible.

(iv) The design must not
exceed two inches in length
or breadth.

(v) A specimen of the emb-
lem when made must be sent
to N.H.Q., orS.H.Q. for
record. .

Rule No. 378. An emblem
when approved must be worn
in ome of the following places,
as decided by N H.Q. in the
case of National emblem and
by the S.H.Q. in the case of
other emblems.

(1) On the shoulder.

(2) On the right breast.

(3) Ona the point of the

scarf.
383. Foreign Visits.
(1) Scouts/Guides propo-

ings to camp or travel abroad
in uniform must first obtain
the permission of N.H.Q. The
application must be submitted
through S.H.Q. on a recom-
mendation of the D.C. ot L.A.

(2) Permission will not be
given to Cubs/Bulbuls to Camp
abroad or to travel abroad.

Dear Sirs,

The National Commissioner desires me to state that the
instructions contained in Circular 25/27 dated 7-9-1957 asking
all Railways’ Zones to re-register their troops and companies

with the appropriate States should be treated as cancelled till
the position has been clarified further.

He is of opinion that the registration of the Northern
Railway, which has been registered as a State, can only be
withdrawn by the National Executive Committee ; also, as
this matter was discussed and placed before the Committee
and as the Committee decided not to make any exception to
the rule in force in the A.P.R.O., it will be necessary for the
Committee to clarify {the position and, among other things,
to determine whether the Railways should be formed into
divisional organisations under Rule 117 or whether some
other solution in line with the A.P.R.O. is feasible, and, in
particular, whether the suggestion that each zonal head-
quarters of the Railways should be regarded as a sponsoring
authority can be carried out and if so, how. Before, there-
fore, there is any disruption of the existing arrangement,
the National Commissioner desires the Railways to carry on
as at present, as he is anxious to avoid any set back or halt
in the work pending further consideration of these matters
and the formation of a scheme thaf will accord with the

A.P.R.O. : .

The National Commissioner will be glad to discuss these

questions with such representatives of the Railways as would

care to meet him at some date, time and place convenient to
thein and him.

PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

THE President, Dr. Rajendra
Prasad, in a broadcast
message from All-India Radio,
on the eve of ‘the National
Children’s Day, said:

. ““On ' this day, which is
being celebrated as Children’s
Day in India. I send my
message of love and good
wishes to children all over the
world, Generally speaking,
most of our time is spent in
considering quesions and
tackling problems relating
directly to adults, and if they
have any bearing on the
welfare of children, that is
only remote or indirect. This
division of our time would
appear to be dispropor-
tionate, considering the great
importance of the qugstion
of child welfare. However, it
is a welcome idea to have one
day every year to be celebra-
-ted as Children’s Day, when
all ‘questions pertaining to
children and child welfare
would recéive special atten-
tion.

‘“The urge to improve the
living standards of children
and to provide them all possi-
ble welfare facilities derives
as much from humanitarian
considerations as from self
interest of adults. A

country’s children are the
nation in the making, and the
time and resources devoted
towards their improvement
are essentially a wise invest-
ment. Unfortunately, mil-
lions of children all over the
world ; particularly in back-
ward and underdeveloped
countries, are woefully under-
fed. To ensure  proper
growth, children do mnot
merely need enough food,
but also essential food from
the nutritional point of view.

‘“Similarly, the social and
intellectual requirements of
children call for a special
consideration at our hands.
These are questions which
must be tackled ‘despite all
handicaps and difficulties in-
cluding financial stringency.
That is because delay may not
be as fatal in respect of the
implementation of  other
projects, as it certainly would
be, if children are not assured
of their minimum require-
ments for their physical and
intellectual growth ”

They also
carried flags of various-
nations. Two of the Scouts

were engaged in giving signals,
tosaythe words ““Long live
Uncle Nehru.”  Another
noteworthy item was a Mass.
Kummi in which' 1,800 pupils’
all dressed in white uniform
sang in praise of the
Prime Minister, afterwhich
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a ldrge number of balloons
were sent up in the air, to
the lusty cheering of the
crowd

The Governor thanked the
organisers for giving him an
opportunity to be associated
with such an interested and
happy event and the pupils
for their hearty welcome to
him.' Congratulating them on
the excellent way in which
they had done their task, he
said that it would be invidious
for him to say who among
them had done well. But the
last item in the programme in
which the pupils participated
in Mass Kummi was the most
impressive.

' Mr. Rajamannar said that if
1,800 girls could be so orderly,
fythmic and disciplined, he
was sure that all was well with
the Madras State if not with
India. He wondered if the
boys would have done like
this. Perhaps they would have.
Rallies like this he said, not
only gave an opportunity for
thousands of pupils to gather
together and to be aware of
the fundamental unity among
them but they also gave the
public an idea of the duty
they owed to children. The
Indian Council of Child Wel-
fare which had as its object the
implemention‘of the declara-
tion made at Geneva of the
rights of children in a civili-
sed society. Every year
Children’s Day was celebrated
by these councils in the res-
pective countries, In India

it was decided to celebrate it
on November 14 because it
happened to be the birthdas
of their beloved Prime Minie-
ter. It wasmost appropriaty
that the Children’s Day should
be celebrated on this day
because no one in India loved
more, the children of 1ndid
than he. He was so solicitous
of their welfare and never
tired of emphasising the fact
that that it was on their
(Children’s) welfare the wel-
fare of the future of India de~
pended. Another reason for
celebrating the day on the
Prime Minister’s birth day
was that though he was 69
to-day he was still as young
and youthful as any of them.

Mr. Rajamannar said there
were various types of child-
ren-the neglected, the orpha-
ned. the unwanted, the handi-
caped, both physically and
mentally,, and children who
did not have a square meal a
day. It wastheduty of every
State to see that every child
in the State get proper food,
education and medical atten-
tion. This might be an ideal
but he was sure our country
and our State in particular
under the able guidance of
the Minister of Education
would do the utmost by the
children of this State.

Giving a word of advice to
the assembled Mr. Rajamannar
said, ‘* Always think of your-
selves as Indians first and
last. Do not look upon your
friends as either Hindu, Mus-
lim, Christian, Brahmin or of
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any. of the other .sections of
the Non-Brahmin community.
Do . not think or address
them by any suffix which
will denote any distinction
of caste or creed '’ They must,
he said, take their proper
place in the future of India
and it didnot help to promote
any differenee between them-
selves, difference which were
more artificial than real. He
appealed to them to be self-
reliant adventurous and enter-
prising. He also asked them
not only to be diligent at
