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CIVILIZATION AND CULTURE

The Scout Movement though started by that Great Man Lord Badep
Powell in England many years ago, it has caught the imagination of the people
of all nationalities and to—day we find that the movement has spread throughout
the World. Obviously this movement has survived because of its high ideals.
Although the manners, customs, traditions, culture, thought and language are
different in each country and nation, it has been possible for men in wvarious
countries to realise the value of the Movement and thereby participate in some
capacity or other and to contribute to the growth of this organisation. In this
context it is not difficult to understand that there can be unity of purpose in spite
of diversity of views.

Of all creations in nature thc human being is supposed to be the best and
highest. The primitive man has really survived the test of time and he bas
improved his habits and methods. He has realised that he does not livs to eat
only. He has also realised that he does not live by bread alone. He started to
organise and to cooperate with his fellowbeings, to study and probe into the
various aspects of nature and make an attempt to make the best use of the other
creations in the World. Itis no philosophy to say that only a living being
counts and all else is subsidiary. A living being though small is much more
valuable than a huge machine generating tremendous power or turning
out enormous work. The King of the living beings * the Man> has survived
in the face of odds and many hazards in this World due to the fact that he
started learning by his experience, and due to his learning he improved his think-
ing, his habits and his practices. He has learnt to live and let others also to
coexist with him. Others, who are totally different in views, manners and
customs. He has learnt to adjust. Such a person is called a civilised man
ordiparily. It is needless to explain what we mean by a civilised man expect
stating that he has improved his manners, relationship and avocation. The
elementary urge to improve is a sign of civilisation. Mere copying some methods

and habits cannot be said similarly. There can never be any standard for
civilisation.

While civilisation can be said of the physical side, culture can be said of
the Mental side. A civilized man may not necessarily be a cultured man.
Culture deals with the growth of the mind and thinking. A cultured manis
wholly different from a mere civilised person. The fundamental measure or
yardstick is not the dress of the person, his appearance or personality, not how
or what he talks, not as to how and where he is placed is life etc. A cultured
person is bold and fearless but not aggressive, is humble and charitable, is
learned really even though he does not boast himself as such, is having a broad
eutlook of man and situatien, is able to sec unity in diversity is free from
fear, envy and jealousy and many other similar evils of life.
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With no exception a man of culture cannot but be a civilised person.

Scouting aims at both these objectives and is intended to train the
children and youth through games and songs, tests and practices, spare time
activities, camp, hikes and excurisons among other things, to become good and
useful citizens — useful to themselves and to others. The Motto, the promise;
the laws affect the thinking process and real culturing takes place. True scout-
ing is only in the group level and not in the district or state or national level.
Atter all the district or the State or the national organisation exist only for the
children and not for anything else. There can.be no excuse for any scouters
giving undue importance to the organisation. The Scouters and other Honorary
workers who man the organisation and run it, of course with all sincerity,
cannot afford to lose sight of the simuitaneous development of the children in
the matter of civilizgion and culture. Such persons who fail to see this basic
truths are in effect the ““White ants™ for the organisation.

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TRAINING THE BOY SCOUT
By Shri T. V. Nilakantam, Camp Chief (Sceuts) Indla.

When a boy is enrolled as a Tenderfoot it is understood thay
he is to become a Second Class Scout in the course, a First Class
after some more time, and eventually a Presidents Scout. The boy
starts at the lowest rung of the ladder but he has to go up the
Ladder steadily and step by step. To help him to do so, to fire him
with the necessary enthusiasm and interest, and to provide him the
necessary training or secure the assistance of 'other competent
persons for the purpose constitute the duty of the Scoutmaster.

If a boy remains a Tenderfoot for more than a couple of
months without winning the Second Class badge there is
something wrong some where—more often than not, it will be the
SM that will be to blame. Much of the training is in the hands of
the PL at this stage—and even up to the first class badge. This of
course is possible only when the Patrol Method of running the
troop is employed and the PLs have the scope and the freedom to
lead their boys as they ought to be led by them.

A wise SM will always keep the Patrol Leaders on the lead.
He will always keep his PLs together, meet them from time to time,
and keep them as far as their practical training is concerned 2 or 3
steps ahead of the other boys in their Patrol; and whatever
“Teaching” has to be done in the Patrol he will get his PLs to do
it, and notattemptto run a “Scout-Class” by demonstrating
things to the whole troop or “teach’ them all at once. )

Many Scoutmasters prefer to keep the PLs together as a Patrol
giving them a Patrol name and hold regular meetings for them for
purposes of instruction. The PLs are generally helped to “lead
by one badge ahead” and this makes not only for troop efficiency,
but it also enhances the prestige of the Patrol Leaders and the other
junior members of the Patrol have to look up to them. :

Th_c gradient from the Tenderfoot to the Second Class is not
steep ; if anything it is just a gentle slope. A certain amount of
knowledge of first Aid, a little training in observation practice in
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Scout Pace, skill in making a few lashings, hitches & knots, care &
use of the hand axe, laying & lighting fire & cooking a simple meal
in the open, training in the use of the compass and gaining a
dependable sense of direction, a little experience of signailing—all
make scouting the interesting and purposeful to the new boy, and
he will only be very desirous and eager to gain all this experience if
the SM can wisely administer them through the very helpful agency
of the Patrol Leader and where necessary his Second ; and this is to
be supplemented by suitable types of games involving application of
these skills.

Signalling is very often a bug-bear. But approached from the
correct angle the sting of it is easily eliminated. Of the two types
of signalling it is good to realise that semaphore is almost out of
vogue—it is confined to shore landing now-a-days—and that in
these days when tele-communication has become so important the
universal usefulness & importance of the morse code cannot he
over-estimated. Nor is the code so difficult to master. Indeed there
is a very easy line of attack, if only one is keen about getting a
mastery over it.

A single dot, two dots, three dots, and four dots can form one

chapter of the first lesson. These give EIS.H. letter by letter.
The second chapter would be one dash, two dashes & three dashes,
meaning T.M.O. And as soon as these are learnt practice words’
like ME, TOM, MOT, HE, SHL, THEM, THIS etc. can be signalled
by one batch to another across the parade ground. Oh yes, it should
be in the open. Experience has shown that signalling exercises do
not thrive except in the out-of-doors. They get stifled inside the club

room or any other room.

The second lesson would have two chapters, the first being
A U.V. and N.D.B. And once these are learnt the boys ha.ve_ scope
to build several words with the help of the symbols learnt in the
two lessons.

Step by step the lessons will go on,
experience with boys that it does not take
the Troop Time to help boys to get sufficient mast
as needed for the Second Class.
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And during this one month other “fare’” is added to the
“menu” & the boys pick up several of the other subjects little by
little side by side. If the Scoutmaster and the Patrol Leader
concerned keep their eyes on the individual boy each of these lads
will be steadily marching ahead. In about 3 or 4 months from the
time of joining as Tenderfoot he should be able to become efficient
enough for the Second Class—that is to say if the PL and the SM
are both earnest about the matter.

organised by the Panchayat Union of Uthukottai. Sri. K. S. Sivasubra-
maniam, L. L. B., LA.S,, Collector of Chingleput District, hoisted the National
-Flag and inspected the Cub and Bulbul Rally.

Sri K. Venkataswami Naidu, State Chief Commissioner, Bharat Scouts
and QGuides, Madras State, welcomed Sri G. Venkatachalapathi and
Sri K. S. Sivasubramaniam and said that the Bharat Scouts and Guides had
been striving all along to serve the children of the land and this opportunity
of carrying Scouting and Guiding into the villages was launched with a view
to make the children of the villages disciplined and to be of service minded
and to help their village to improve and bring about a transformation in the
life of the village and thanked the Collector and Sub-Collector for the keen
interest they had evinced in the inovement to spread the ideals of Scouting
and Guiding in the Panchayats.

Sri K. Balasubramania Reddiar, Chairman, Panchayat Union, traced the
history of Scouting and Guiding in the Union since the Union was formed and
said that 30 Cubmasters and 15 Flock Leaders were trained and that they
had selected the Cubs and Bulbuls in the village schools and had given train-
ing to them. The parents very willingly provided the children with Uniforms
and the Panchayat Union provided the Scarves. About 800 Children were
present in this Rally. He had agreed to provide one uniform to each trained
teacher. The Councillors and persons interested in spreading scouting and
Guiding in the villages (about 75 in number) have agreed to start a Local
Association.

3.1st
March 62 and all the Panchayat Unions which have completed tho: tralr_nng
of their Teachers are forming Local Associations for .each of their u.m(.)ns
during the Pongal Week and Uthukottai is starting the First Lo_cal Assocu}txon
to day with 75 members with the Chairman of the Panchayat Union as President
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and the Commissioner as Assistant District Commissioner and the Extension
Education Officer as Secretary and the Association has arranged this Cub ang
Bulbul Rally and the financial help of the local people for getting this Rally
together has been encouraging.

Sri G. Venkatachalapathi, Additional Development Commissioner, dis-
tributed the uniforms to the Cubmasters and the Flock Leaders and certificates
to the Cubmasters and the Flock Leaders who had undergone the training in
Cubbing and Flock Leadership, Sri Venkatachalapathi spoke appreciating the
effort of the Union in starting Scouting and Guiding in the villages under the
Union. He appealed the gathering and said that Scouting and Guiding alone can
train the children and mould thelr character and make them good citizens to
serve their motherland and he also said that he would give full support to
strengthen this organisation in all the Villages throughout our State. He further
said that he would be pleased to attend such gathering whenever he was called
upon to do so. He appealed to the Chairman & Councillors for the implementa-
tion of the scheme under the Panchayat Unions throughout the State and
requested the State Association to give a lead in this respect and spread Scouting
and Guiding throughout the length and breadth of our State. He further said
