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GANDHI-MADRK AXIS

(T. 8. RAMANUJAM)

- There was a great South Indian,
who diedtwo years ago by name
Thiru V. Kalyana Sundaram Mudaliar.
He was at once a_Philgsopher and a
Poet, a writer and a preacher, a man
of god and a servant of man. He
was a keen student of Mahatma
Gandhi as well as of Karl Marx ; and
he conceived of a new force “Nava
Sakthi” born out of the econemic
ideology "of Marx and the Spiritual
methodelogy of Gandhi. Many
ccoffed at this seemingly unnatural
combination. But to some great

" thinkers—including Mahatma Gandhi

—it seemed a practical theory (to usg
‘a colourful but significant pgrase of
Carlyla). He-propagated this practi-
cable ideal through books and
lectures and through a periodical
known as Nava Sakthi. At this time
when many honest: critics seem to
think that Russia is running away
from Marxism and India is running
away from Gandhism, itis good to
remind ourselves of the possibilitites
of a Gandhi-Marx Axis which looks
like the “Colour petals of -a fruitful
flower,”

Thiru V. Kalyana Sundaram Muda-
Jiar may well be looked upon &s-the
Father of the Trade Union Movement
in South India. He was the first not
only to proclaim from house-tops in
South India the need for a trade
Union in every Industry but also to
start such unions in severai Industr-
tes. Long beforz 1926, when the
Indian Trade Union Act was passed
and Indian workers were -given
legally the right of associatior, Sri
Kalayanasundaram Mudaliar had
started many trade Unions in several
industries owned and monopolized
by Englishmen, in the teeth of British
Bureaucratic tyranny and opposition.
His genius lay in provoking his
followers into thinking and constant
thinking and deep thinking instead
of merely agreeing. As®a result
those who listened to him first
became his critics and then his
followers His Unions had members
who cohered together on account of
conviction and not passion. To-day
the formation and development of a
trade Union is comparatively easier
the law and the Government and
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the employers and the general public
are in a sense encouraying it Yet
split by internal quarrels workers
are moved by sellish and sordid
motives of more earnings and pro-
motions and not by consideration for
general freedom and man's funda-
mental dignity. Sri Kalyana Sunda-
ram Mudaliar long time ago formed
a trade Union of butlers serving in
Englishmen's houses. At that time
butlers were receiving fabu'ous
emoluments and were very influential
with their masters; so much so, many
wealthy Indianslooked upon the but-
lers as a dood introducing agent to
their masters whohad many favours 'o

distribute.* In such circumstances to

rouse the class consciousness of the
butlers and make them uphold the
fundamental dignity of man through
th= device of a trade Union was
indeed a super-human task. The
work-load of a butler was intolerably
heavy; he had to attend to his master
late in the night on the latter's return
from drinken orgies. - He had to put
up with abusive language and animal
behavioir coming from victims of
inebriating cups. To remove these
- abuses a trade Union had to be form-
od; and the man who could form it
and who along& could formsit was
a.mair who worked on the
Gandhi—Marx Axis!
To-day the majority of the world
may scoff at the practicability of a
Gandhi-Marx Axis. But as the

peoples’ movement all over the world
against the use and manufacture of
atom bombs and hydrogen bombs
and other nucleur weapons grows
from strength to strength, Sri Kalyana
Sundaram Mudaliar's practical theory
is bound to receive universal
approval.

Ths P. & T. Workers at the
bottom rung will meet at their All
India Conference in Delhi in the
first week of October 1955.  Sri
Kalayana Sundaram Mudaliar dedi-
cated his' entire life for .the articula-
tion, regeneration and upliff of the
class of the workers o which these
P. & T. Employees belong. It is
therefore .an opportune time to con-
sider the formation ofan All India
Political Party—which may be called
the Gandhi Marx Axis. It will be an
independent %abour party of India
unpulled by any foreign strings. All™
trade Unions can affiliate with it en
block and P- & T. employees
National Federation should lead by
taking the necessary initiative for the
formation of such a political party.
I see no other method of giving a
vertebral column to the Indian Trade -
Union Movement whose present
invertebrate existence without a
political ideology of its own has
made it an easy prey to the machina-
tions of all kinds of contending parti-
sans of power either preaching
marxism cum violence or “less than
Marxism” cum non-violence.

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The Chinese Postmen I Saw--1
(A. S. RATAN).

There ig 80 much of a patter for usher-
ing in the Socialistic pattern of Socie.y.
The conception of socialism is io end
exploitation of man by man in the name
of God, Religion, Community or Race.
This is possible only when we under.
stand man, not only as a human being

_but also as a socio-political animal. To
study the psychology and mental make-
up of a personality is very difficult.
Nature is inscrutsble; &nd Human
nature is more inscrutable than even
Neature. As Pope said * The proper
‘study of Man is Man.” ’

In a Society hundreds of differences
exist. *There is insquality unequal dis-
tribution of wealth and artificial barriers
between groups of indivi8luals. There
is segregation betwesen the dillerent
nationalities that inhabit the glube.
These divisions are our own creation,
creation of positive cells for breeding
and spreading the flames of exploita-
tion. This evil spirit permeated the
system in the administrative circles too
in India. All the more such divisions
were perpetuated during the fifty years
of imperialism which reigned supreme
in India. )

The Chatur Varna theory of Vgdanta
which kept the foreigner also *under
control has found bountiful expression
in the administrative set up of our
country. But still, wetalktall in terms of
having assured equal citizenship rights
for all in a -welfare state. Whatever
might have been the reasons to devide
people into four Varnas (based on
merit as the commentators of Vedanta
put it) there must be a reason or per-
haps the same motives, good or bad
which impelled the Vedantins, ought to
have influenced the Adminisirators as
well. Otherwise how are we to account

for the fouy, classes of employees in the
Post and Telegraph Department.

One is tempted to think or rather
venture to put a question. Why this
difference in the matter of pay and
allowances, service conditions and
retirement benetits beljveen these
classes of employees. On many an
occasion 1 have heard my Comrade
Postmen in India speaking eloguently
that there should not be this djfference
between the wages of Class IiI and
Class IV. Having been brought up by
the bureaucratic traditions many ot our
stdunch leaders and active workets of
the. Post and Telegraph Trade Union
Movement felt -‘jerky” on hearing
such statements. The Postmen In India
have raised the issue quiie consciously
as to why the Postmen should not be
paid onequal terms with the Class III
officials.

Some have misunderstood their
demand due to the compelx of segrega-
tion being constantly perpetuated
between Class III and Class IV in the
past. In the present context of "the-
country, our Class Il officials should
shed this complex if we mean placing
at least one brick to build a Socialistic
Society. ‘Shorn *off the uniform the
individual inside the garb of a Postman
and the individual with the silk shirt, a
“Tutal” tie and a tweed suit sall the
same discharging the duties of a clerk
or Class III official, are members of the
same Socialistic paitern of Seciety.

- Both thege two categories or classes
of officials eat, drink and make merry-
There is not the share of difference in
their mental make-up, mode of living,
manner of conduct, code of social
obligations excepting for the uniform
the postmen dons. They Beget children,
not to speak of breeding the young
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ones with the hope of training them for
future citizenship of India. Then, why
this dilference in pay, and espscially
when the pay has been determined in
lu48 to raise the level of the worker
just above the poverty line.

A span eight years has very nearly

failed to convince the workers whether.

at all there would be the ghost of a
chance for. them to expect a living
wage being paid by the Government in
the near future. Whether it is a ques-
tion of paying to the postmen on a per
with the Class IIl or not. the demand of
the posimen is hinged on the funda-

mental .principle of strugging for-a

living wage to all workers in a welfare
state including the posimen-and the
Class 11l officials.

We attsined independence in 1947.
The postmen are being paid Rs. 35 as
minimum which is equal to 70 seers of
rice or 280 eggs, for a family unit ot

four consisting of a husband a wile and-

two children. The Class Il official is
paid Rs. 60 as minimum equal to 120
seers of rice or 48" eggs for the same
family unit. But what is the minimum
living wage required enabling an ordinary
worker to contribute his mite for build-
ing a Socialist India the dream of our
revered Prime Minister.  When hunger
and starvation begin to march onits
belly, while bvilding a New JIndia how
can unequal distnbution” of wealth,
inequality based on creed. caste or
communily unheavals based on political
obscurantism and fanatic zeal to up
hold religious dogma be stamped out
of existence.

The Chinese liberated their country
in 1949. The cardinal principle on
which they revolutionised the country
was based on the issue of * Justice to
the stomach." The politics ot the
stomach was their first concern. They
determined not only the living wage
bul alse thib National living wage.

There is not much - of a ditference

between the highest paid and the
lowest paid The ratio is roughly | to
6. We cannot speak of such small
difference in the scales of pay in India
between employees, not:to speak of
employees of different industries as you
tind in China.

The average minimum wage in Peking
is 57 Yuans even for a postman. One
Yuan is equal to Rs. 2-4-0 of Indian
currency. This wage is always linked
up with the cost of living of the place.
This amountlot 57 Yuansis equated to 40
catchies (Chinese measure) of rice or

1,000 eggs. This wage is paid to a
farr{ily unit of four. Besides, many
other facilities like food subsidy,

medical {restment, subsidy’ for -child

birth and quarters which come under
the purview of the Labour Insurance
icheme are alforded by the State

A ‘contrast and vivid comparison to
the treatmens meted out to the Chiness
postman with that of an Indian postman
will certainly disclose a new world of
difference. There is labour emulation
because labour is respected and not
treated like a commercial commodity
as in India. This, all the same, explains
the conscious level of the Chinese
posiman who does his job with an
element of gusto, with- an air of
patriofism and with the supreme satis-
facticn of serving for his own dear
motherland.

Théugh the Indian postmen serve
with all his spirit of co-operation
imbued with the fervour of nationalism.
they are despised, their services are not

recognised, they are not paid adequa-

tely to make both ends meet, they are
not respected ‘as a member of the
society but still the patter of a Socia-
listic pattern of society is heard and
curiously enough this slogan is found
dancing on the lips of all those capita-
lists and representatives of bourgeoise
class of society who have been sating
the very vitals of the Nation but still
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irying to suck the blood of the middle
class employees, not excluding the
postmen.

However, let us as workers resolve to
build that Socialistic pattern of society
in our own humble way, putling brick
upon brick by our own discipline and
comenting the building by doing
service to the country with the mortor

of our labours. Success will certainly
knock at our doors, Whatis possible
in China within a period of six years is
bound to be achieved within a shorter
span in India provided - the mighty
force of labour is harnessed for the
recounstruetion of our Country. Will
the presént Government understand
this unique principle? The {uture
Historian alone can write. '
