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Madras State Exhibitor’s Meeting

The Government of Madras
.convened a conference of the
heads of the various depart-
ments on Monday the 21st Nov.
1955 to decide on the principles
for the revision of the Cinemato-
graph Rules. The conference
was held in the Secretariat, Fort
St. George. President SriS. S.
Vasan was invited to this con-
ference. The details of the
conference, as available, are
stated elsewhere in this issue.

On the eve of the aforesaid
conference, a meeting of the
exhibitors of the Madras State
was held under the auspices of
the Chamber in its premises on
Sunday the 20th November 1955.
The meeting made recommenda-
tions on the subject of cinemato-
graph rules. Sri Framji Dorabji,
Proprietor Wellington Talkies
and Sri V. K. Ramaswamy
Chettiar partner of Rajaram
Theatre, Brode, presided over the
forenoon and afternoon sessions
of the meeting respectively. The
meeting was largely attended and
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among those present were the
following.

The communication received
by President, Sri S. 8. Vasan
about the conference to be held
the next day was brought to the
notice of the meeting.

The meeting then formulated
the following views on the
general principles on which the
cinematograph rules may be
revised.

Fire Hazards: There is no
need for providing any rule on
the basis of the current use of
combustible film since the supply
of nitrate film. (according to the
letter from M/S Kodak Ltd.,)
has been completely stopped with
effect from 31st December 1952.

Film storage. There should be
no need to provide for any
storage room in a cinema theatre,
for, the keeping of safety film
does no longer require any extra
precautions.
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Smoking in a Cinema. While
managements have no objection
in cooperating in the matter of
total prohibition of smoking
inside a cinema, it should not be
left to the responsibility of the
theatre nor it should be made a
condition of a licence.

Merging of different inspections.
In view of the use of the safety
film the need for inspection by
the Fire Officer may be folded
up into that of the Chief Elec-
trica! Inspector,

Structural  stability. Except
for the first construction of a
cinema building, the annual
certificate from the P. W.D.
Engineer need not be insisted
upon.

Type designs. Type designs for
cinemas need not be adopted.

Codification of Acts: The
meeting recommended that
cinema theatres should be
administered under one Act
pamely the Cinemotograph Act
and be exempted from the pro-
visions of the following Acts as
has been done in the Andhra
Act namely : the Places of
Public Resort Act, 1888, the City
Police Act 1888 the Madras
District Municipalities Act 1930
and the Village Panchayats
Act 1950.

Public Interest. There should
be no control on the revision of
rates of admission to a theatre.

Sanitary conveniences. While
some of the provisions on the
subject of sanitatian as exist in
the places of Public Resort Act
and the City Police Act, may be
incorporated in the Cinemato-
graph Rules, the scale of follow-
ing sanitary conveniences as nOw
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adopted in the city should be
continued for all cinemas
namely : one urinal for 100 per-
son and 1 water closet for 200
persons. The rule regarding
white washing and painting of
walls need not be insisted upon.

Unhealthy competition. The
meetihg recommended that the
existing G. O. regarding the
population and distance may be
continued and that the recom-
mendation be sent to the presi-
dent for review.

Government control. The meet-
ing recommended that the tour-
ing cinemas should be licensed
for twelve months at a stretch.
The provision of 50yds. or 20
yds. space round a touring cinema
be reduced to 20 ft. and there
should no restriction regarding
the use of so-called arable land
for cinema.

Open Air theatres. The meet-
ing was emphatically opposed to
the licensing of open air theatres
in places where there are either
permanent and or Tg. Cinemas.

Educational institutions. Exhi-
bitions in the educational and
industrial establishments may be
given free licence, provided they
are not run for commercial
purposes.

Re : Rules. The meeting made
also the following recommen-
dations :—

(1) The penalty clause for late
applications for electrical certi-
ficate be deleted.

(2) The officers inspecting the
theatres should be authorised
and deputed to do so.

(3) The considerations before
the grant of licence, as stated

e
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in Section 5 of the Madras
Cinemas, (Regulation) Act 1955
are exacting and must be libera-

lised and relaxed in actual
practice.
(5) The declaration by the

applicant that he bas secured
supply of “Approved” films
before getting a licence should
not be insisted upon.

(5) The cinemotograph licence
shall be renewed automotically,
without having to depend on the
validity of electrical certificate.

(6) The storage of water in
a cinema may be on the basis of
1 gallon per sq. 100 ft.

(7) The number of persons to
be admitted to a theatre should
be on the basis of 30 persons for
armed chairs and 40 persons
for seats without arms per 100
sq. ft. of floor area.

(8) The gangways may be
limited to 3 ft.

(9) Provision should be made
for appeal and representation at
every stage of licensing.

(10) A genetal exemption for
the existing theatres should be
given from the operation of the
new rules in respect of location,
building, an d sanitary con-
veniences provided they have
been licensed year after year.

Conditions of licence. Regard-
ing conditions of licence, the
provisions on subjects such as
Screening of slides, display of
photographs depicting scenes
excised by censors and prevent-
ing Juvenills from seeing ‘A’
certified films etc. should be
deleted.

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Review on Entertainment Tax Collection for 1954-55

We have published elsewhere
in this issue approximate figures
of income under the Madras
Entertainment Tax returns in
both the States of Madras and
Andhra.

The figures show no-doubt
some increase over last year’s
but do not provide any ground
for jubilation. At best this in-
crease may enable the trade just
to try to survive a period of
depression spread over a number
of past years. In fact one cannot
be sure of the complete survival
for this trade as long as the man
ner and incidence of this levy are
oppressive and arburary. The
tax works out on an average
over 259, Sales tax on luxury
goods is limited 10 61%.
The tax on even betting and
horse racing which can be classi-
fied as non-necessary entertain-
ment is 124%. The minimum
tax on seeing a film is 1009, over
the tax even on betting.

Apother important point that
can be made note of is that the
whole burden of this tax is put
on the indigenous trade unlike
in other countries.

Going through the figures it
will be revealed that the income
for the trade has  been
encouraging during the
period immediately following the
war. The highest returns were
recorded during 50 to 52, and
thereafter the depression the like
of which was unknown followed,
the worst period being 1953-54,
The slight increase registered
during the year under review viz.,

1954-35 is very little to set off
against the loss incurred by the
trade during the period of depres-
sion.It would therefore be interes-
ting to note if the trend of rise
can be kept for any appreciable
period so as to result in the stabi-
lity of business. Coming to com-
parative figures district war in
the Madras State the order of
income can be graded asfollows:
Madras,, Coimbatore, Madurai,
Salem, Trichinopoly, Tanjore,
Tinnevely North Arcot, Ramnad,
Malabar, Chingleput, * South
Arcot, S. Kanara.

In the Andhra State the grade
will be as follows: Krishna
Guntur, East Godavari, Vizaga-
patam, W. Godavari, Kurnool
Nellore, Anantapur, Srikakulam,
Chittoor, and Cuddappah.

From the study of figures for
each quarter, uniformly the
income has been at a slightly
higher pitch during the months
of January to March. The
increase cannot be considered as
anything appreciable  corres-
ponding to the enhanced volume
of business viz., the rise in the
number of theatres however
small, the increase in the number
of shows and the larger number
of productions which is almost
double than that of the previous
years. At the same time the cost
of maintenance and production
has kept up the same high rate as
in the past.

The number of productions
during 1954-55 is 104.  Taking
the average cost of a picture to
be about Five lakhs the total in-
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vestment of the trade comes to
520 lakhs of rupees. The tax
collected in both the Madras
and Andhra States for the same
period is of the order of 109
. lakhs of rupees. Taking away
from Rs. 109 lakhs 259, being
the amount collected on second
run, Hindi and English pictures a
sum 6f Rs. 82 lakhsmay be ap-
portioned to the income from first
run language pictures. Compu-
ting that the share of the in-
come to the trade is four times
the tax the income from the first
“run pictures during 1954-55 can

be estimated to come to Rs.
328/- lakhs. Ordinarily 80%, of
thecost of a picture is expected to
be realised in the first year as
per the exploifation process in
vogue and thus the first run
pictures should have collected
80% of the cost i.e., 416 lakhs
whereas they have collected
actually only Rs 388/- lakhs.
Even from the above
figures, it may be noticed that
the rise in collections does not as
yet reach a level where the trade
can feel confident :of the safe
return of their investment.

Madras Dramatic Performance Act Rules

The Government of Madras
have made the following rules
under section B (1) of the
Madras Dramatic Performances
Act, and notified the same in
Fort St. George Gazette dated
November 23, 195S.

Rales.

Rule 1. Refers to the title
namely the Madras Dramatic
Performance Rules 1955.

Rule 2.
means a section of the Act.

Rule 3. (1) Before passing
any order under section 3 (1)
prohibiting the performance of
any play, pantomime or other
drama performed or about to be
performed in a public place, the
State Government shall by order
in writing, stating the grounds
which they consider the perfor-
mance objectionable, require the
organizer or other pringcipal
persons responsible for the
conduct of the performance or

says that ‘ section > -

the owner or the occupier of the
public place 1n which such per-
formance is intended to take
place, to show cause, within
seven days from the date of
service of the order as provided
in sub-rule (2) why the perfor-
mance should not be prohibited.

(2) A copy of every such order
shall be served in the manner
provided for the service of
summons in the Code of Crimi-
nal Procedure.

(3) If no cause is shown as
required, within the time speci-
fied in the order aforesaid, the
State Government shall pass the

order wunder section 3 (1)
(exparte).
Rule 4. If the persons on

whom a copy of the order
referred to in rule 3 (1) has
been served are willing to
modify the play, pantomime or
other drama in questionand give
an undertaking to the effect that
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the play. pantomime or other
drama aforesaid as so modified
will alone be performed and no
portion of the original play,
pantomime or other drama will
be introduced and enacted in the
course of the performance, the
performance may be permitted:

Provided that in every such
case, full information regarding
the play, pantomime or drama as
so modified shall be required to
be furnished under section 8 (1)
before granting such permission.

Rule 5. A Copy of the order
of prohibition made under
section 3 (1) or section 4 (1) or
{2) may also be served i the
manner provided for the service
of summons in the Code of Cri-
minal Procedure on the persons
referred to 1 section 5.

Rule 6. A permanent special
register 1n the Form annexed to
these rules shall be maintained
i the Cffice of the Commissioner
of Police in the Presidency town
and the District Collector else-
where showmg full details of
objectionable performances
which have been prohibited
uader section 4.

Rule 7. A copy of the prohi-
bitory order issued by the
District Collector shall be sent
for information to other Collec-
tors and the Commissioner of
Police. The Commussioner of
Police shall likewise send copies
of orders issued by him to all
District Collectors.

Rule 8. Any officer of the
Revenue Department not below
the rank of a Deputy Tahsildar
and any officer of the Palice
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Department not below the rank
of a Sub-Inspector of Police may
enter any public place where any
play, pantomime or other drama
is being performed for the pur-
pose of assessing the nature of
the performance by witness-
ing it.

Rule 9. A copy of any ‘order
made under seetion 8 or section
9 shall be served in the manner
provided for the service of sum-
mons in the Code of Criminal

Procedure on the  persons
mentioned in the respective
sections.

Mysore Cinema Rule

Re : drinking water :

As per the notification dated
11th Nov. 1955, Government of
Mysore have introduced a new
rule regarding provision for
drinking water facilities inside a
theatre,

The new rule numbernig 54 A
of the Mysore Cinematograph
Rules 1946, says : Every theatre
shall be provided with a sufficient
number of drinking water taps
for men and women separately
but in no case shall there be less
than two water taps, one for
men and the other for women.
The water taps shall be connec-
ted to a water .supply pipe or
when the supply of water by the
pipe is cut off or when there is
no water-supply pipe to a tank
containing pure drinking water.

Employees State Insurance
Scheme :

Rashtrapathi Dr. Rajendra
Prasad has performed theinaugu-
ration of the Employees’ State
Insurance Scheme for the city of
Madras and suburbs at a pleasant
function held at the Corporation
Stadium, Madras on Monday
the 14th November 1955.

The medical benefit is thes
corner stone of the scheme. The -
benefits comprise of (1) medical
treatment and cash payments in
case of sickness, confinements,
and in cases of disablement asa
result of employment injury. The
area of implementation extends
up to Ennore in the North, Vag
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dalur in the South and Ambathur
in the West covering about 300
factories employing about
50,000 workers including 1,000
female workers. In the order of
classification of the covered
factories, Film Production
occupies 9th place with 14
studios employing 1,600 workers
to whom this scheme is made
applicable.

Protection to Sodium Sulphite :

The Government of India in
the Minstry of Industry &
Commerce has resolved on
24-9-'55 to accept the recom-
mendations and to take steps to
implement the report submitted
by the Tariff Commuission on the
continuance of the protection to
the Sodium Thiosulphate,
Sodium Sulphite and Sodium
Bisulphite Industries beyond the
3ist December, 1955 on the
basis of an enquiry undertaken
by it under sections 11 (e) and
13 of the Tariff Commission Act,
1951. (No. 8 (3)-T.B/55.)

The recommendations of the
Commission are :—

(1) Protection to the Industry
may be withdrawn after expiry
of the present period of protec-
tion which is upto 31st Qecem-
ber, 1955.

(2) The quality of the indige-
nous  sodium  thiosulphate,
sodium sulphite and sodium
bisulphite is satisfactory. The
industry should, however, take
all necessary steps to remove the
various deficiencies pointed out
by consumers and endeavour,
meanwhile, to adhere  very
strictly to the tentative Indian
Standard Specifications formu-
lated in 1950.
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The Commission has also
observed that the imposition of
normal revenue dutics applicable
to unspecified chemicals will
meet, the needs of the industry.
(The protective duties on the
three chemicals in question have
accordingly been brought to the
level of the revenue duties appli-
cable to those chemicals bya
notification issued separately.)

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Producers to Note

Under Rule 27-B. of the
Cinematograph (Censorship)
Rules, 1952 the certificate of
every picture will expire at the
end of five year period. Therefore
pictures which had been censored
in the year 1950 and prior thereto
are to be recertified as a condition
precedent for their continued
screening. In particular the pro-
ducers of the following pictures
of S. Indian & other languages
are to take steps to see that their
pictures are recertified under the
rules before the date of expiry.
Their application shall be in the
prescribed form accompanied by
(a) a chalan for an amount
calculated at Rs. 2/- per 1000 ft.
The amount should be credited
in the Reserve Bank of India or
the local sub-treasury to the head
¢ XXXVI-Miscellaneous Depart-
ments—Union-Censorship Fees.’
(b) eight copies of the synopsis of

the full story, songs, cast etc. (c)
original or duplicate copy of the
Censor certificate already issued
by the authorities or a photostat
copy of the same in case the
certificate is without the triangle
mark :

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State Awards

State Awards for 1954 Films :

In pursuance of the revised
scheme for the state awards (as
oublished in the Nov. 55 issue
pf the Journal) the Regional
Award Committee of Madras
has set about its work of
examining pictures in Madras.

Before noting the work of the
committee, the details of the
revised procedure envisaged
may be stated. The press note

issued in this connection states: -

“India’s best films for 1954
will be selected for the Presi-
dent’s and Prime Minister’s Gold
Medals in December. An addi-
tional feature of this year’s
Awards will be the President’s
Silver, Medals for the best films
produced in eachlanguage. The
President’s Gold Medals will be
awarded to the best all-India fea-
ture film and best Indian docu-
mentary film. The Prime Minis-
ter’s Gold Medal will be given
to the best children’s film.

The scheme of State Awards
for India’s outstanding films was
instituted by the Ministry of
Information and Broadcasting
last year when the first of the
Awards was made.

To select the best three feature
films in each language, Regional
Committees will be formed in
Bombay, Madras and Calcutta.
Each such Committee will have
a Chairman nominated by the
Government of India and will
include not more than two dis-
tinguished men of culture- in
respect of each language and

persons not exceeding three qua-
lified to judge technicalstandards
selected from the panels of names
received from the organisations
of the industry.

In each language the first in
the order of merit will receive
the President’s Silver Medal and
the other two Certificates of
Merit.

Preliminary  lists of feature
films have been drawn up by the
Regional Officers of the Central
Board of film Censors who have
an opportunity of seeing all the
films. Individual producers are,
however, free to enter names of
their films which they would like
the Awards Committees to con-
sider. Entries 1w this respect
should be addressed to the
Regional Officers of the Board
at Bombay, Madras and Cal-
cutta, before November 10, 1955.
The entries will not require any
fees.

Regional Committee of
Awards at Bombay will examine
films in Hindi, Marathi, Gujerati,
Kannada and Punjabi. The
Calcutta Committee will examine
films in Bengali, Oriya and Assa-
mese while the Committee at
Madras will make selections
from films produced in Tamil,
Telugu and Malayalam.

The Central Committee of
Awards will include the Chair-
man of each Regional Com-
mittee as well as not more than
three persons qualified to judge
technical standards of films,
selected, 1n this case also, from
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panels received from the indus-
try. There will, in addition, be
three distinguished men of cul-
ture and a member of the Cent-
ral Board of Film Censors. The
Chairman of the Committee will
be nominated by the Govern-
ment of India.

The Central Committee will
select from among the flms
recommended for  Regional
Awards the best feature film for
President’s Gold Medal and the
best children’s film for the Prime
Minister’s Gold Medal and two
films in each of these categories
for Certificates of Merit.

Documentary films will be
judged separately and the preli-
minary selection will be made by
the Film Advisory Board, Bom-
bay. Entmes for this purpose
should beaddressed to the Chair-
man of the Board.

The Committee will have the
discretion not to recommend an
Award in any language or cate-
gory if they feel that none of the
fllms submitted is of the requisite
standard. Al the films certified
for exhubition between January 1
and December 31, 1954, will be
eligible for consideration.

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Foreign

Italian Film Trade :

The scope of Italian film
industry is available from the
Italian Trade News. Aug. 1955.

There are about 56 studios
with ,auxiliary plants for the
manufacture, printing and
synchronising of | films. The
capital 1nvestment is about
Rs. 2000 million lire eqguivalent
to Rs. 27 crores. The average
cost of an Italian film is about
Rs. 13 lakhs. Feature films of
Italy produced in the years
1945, 1953 and 1954 are 46,
149 and 156 respectively.
Documentaries for the same
years are 7, 588 and 530 and
News reels are 4, 378 and 393
respectively.

The total number of theatres

in 1953 is 10,228 for a popula-
tion of 4} crores. The total box
office collections in 1953 is
roughly Rs. 71 crores (93'1
thousand million lire). Of this,
359 was accounted for by Ita-
lian films, 57'3 percent by
Americar film and 7'7 percent

by other foreign films.

Market for Indian Films in
Newzealand :

According to information
received from the First Secretary
(Commercial) to the High
Commissioner for India in New
Zealand, Wellington, there is a
posssibility of marketting Indian
films in this dominion.

The following points, among
others, may be considered by the

intending exporters to that coun-
try. .The film should be about
8000 ft. with not much of songs,
but deal with a particular aspect
of entertainment, either dedec-
tive, action, comedy, tragedy
etc. with titles'or dubbed ver-
sion. A local Indian Association
representing 2000 Indian domi-
ciled citizens may be approached
for purpose of exporting films.
Indian documentaries can also
be tried. It is said the best
method of establishing Indian
film in New Zealnd is to appoint
an agent or distributor. There is
no restriction on the import of
cinematograph films into New
Zealand and no licences are re-
quired, subject to the approval
by the Censor Board. They can
be imported there free of import
duties not only under the prefe-
rential tariff but also under most
favoured nation and general
tariffs, the reason being that
there is no local industry engaged
in production of film.

British Film Export :

A message says: For the third
year in succession British film
makers have increased the
number of their feature-length
productions. Official figures for
the year ended March 31 last
show that 95 features were made
in 1953-54.

This was the highest total since
1938 and represented an increase
of six over the previous year.
Thirty-seven were in colour-——a
considerably larger. proportion
than in 1953-°54.

Smoking Banned in Assam

Sec. 3 of the Act says: who-
ever smokes during a demonstra-
tion or exhibition in any part of
a show house reserved for the
audience or the spectator shall
be punsihable with fine which
may extend to one bundred
rupess.

Section 5. deals with the
responsibility of the manage-
ment {viz.) Every person respon--
sible for thc management of a
demonstration or exhibition shall
intimate spectators by putting
notices prominently or by slides,
that any person smoking during
demonstration or  exhibition
shall be liable to arrest and
shall be punishable with. fine
which may extend to Rs. 200.
