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SCOUTING IS SIMPLE

To an outsider Scouting may at first appear to be a very
complex matter, and probably many decide not to become Scouters
becausc they feel there may be an enormous variety of things they
would have to know in order to lead boys.

So let’s keep Leadership Training simple. Otherwise, we may
fail to attract the man who has initiative, self-reliance and imagi-
nation.

TRAINING IN EARLY STAGES.

Scouter Training started thh Baden—Powell’s “ Hints to
Instructors > included in < Scouting for Boys ”’. Some experimental
courses were organised in camps in the early stages of the
Movement. The first Wood Badge Course was run in Great
Britain in 1919. Trammg Courses at District Level were instituted
in 1928. These were eventually replaced by the Preliminary
Trammg Course which is a suitable preparation for the Wood
Badge Course.

The Preliminary Course is for beginners and inexperienced
Scouters, while the Wood Badge Course is a Leadership Training
Course for Scouters who already have some experience.

SIMPLE BUT NOT POOR

“Simple” does not mean “poor”. To remain simple in -
training is an art. Simplicity is the art of presenting the essentials
of our Movement in such a way that an individual is enabled to
think and act independently, and in the right direction.

Let us keep Leadership Training simple and basic.

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LEADERS ARE NOT BORN BUT MADE.

——

Psychologists have found that leaders are not born, they are made. They
have found that leadership consists of habits and skills which are not inherited
but are acquired by practice ; that the first step in becoming a leader is to become
a good follower, a ‘'good co-operator; and that people cannot become
good followers until they have acquired the basic habits of leadership. They
have discovered that all people must beeome leaders to a certain extent if they
hope to be happy members of a peaceful society.

Most people, no matter what their inheritance, can acquire some of the
habits of leadership.

The greatest leader of all time defined leadership in these words. “ What-
soever will be great among you, let him be your minister; and whatsoever
will be chief among you, let him be your servant™. Jesus never demonstrated
his definition of leadership more dramatically than when he washed his
disciple’s feet.

LEARNING BY SERVING

The habits of team work or co-operation, which are the basis of leadership
are acquired chiefly through group activities. One learns the skills of serving
others by working and playing with them, not by remaining aloof

Persons who are active in the Scouts, Youths’ Clubs, Churches, School
organisations and community centres are more likely to become leaders than
those who shy away from such activities

Parents who by example and discipline influence their children to join the
proper groups are starting them on the path of leadership, The first lesson in
co-operation is that it is more important to please others than please oneself.

The practice in private of some social skill is important in developing
leadership. The timid youngster who day after day practises on some musical
instrument is developing a skill which may transform his self-distrust into self-
confidence. I remember a bashful boy who spent many weary hours practising
on the piano. One night at a large party he took refuge at the piano, and began
to play.

Soon some of the boys and girls began to sing and before he knew it he
found himself their song leader.

But even the more homely arts of cooking, sewing, te.llil?g stories, gardening
being handy with tools, it developed to the point of superiority, can become the
means to leadership.

The habits of financial self-reliance are important. Many persons who seem
to have met the conditions of leadership still fall short of the mark. Upon
analysis it is often found that they have failed to develop the important habits
which lead to financial independence.

Leaper DousLy EQUIPPED

High scholarship may or may not contribute to leadership. - The scholar
who is also a good leader is doubly equipped,

Highly organised and competitive activities do more to develop leadership
than do more casual groups. They require intense and energetic practice.
Competitive sports such as hockey and football are good examples. High in the

list are glee clubs, choirs and orchestras, for one sour note may destroy the whole
effect.

Observers have found that public and private play grounds were a powerful
influence in reducing juvenile delinquency. By their very nature such play
grounds, with their facilities for competitive sports and games, encourage team-
work and obedience to the rules.

The vigorous use of one’s physical energies is a common denominator of
activities which develop leadership. Al of the activities mentioned above involve
physical movement.

.The common demominator of those pursuits which hinder the development
of leadership is the absense of bodily movement or creative exertion. )

Every individual as well as society at large has the problem of setting up a
better programme-for developing leadership Let us hope that its keynote will be
the psychological axiom. All of us can be leaders some of the time if we. learn
to be good follower most of the time.

Application forms can be obtained from the State Headquarters and are
to be completed and returned to Moot Headquarters, 384, Elizabeth Street,
Melbourne, Victoria, Australia, together with the camp fee for each person.
Application forms and camp fees must be in the hands of Moot Headquarters
not later than JULY 31, 1961. '

Programme: The programme is planned so that a Rover can enter camp
o Pecember 26, 1961. -
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The opening ceremony will be held during the afternoon of Wednesday,
December 27, 1961 with a major campfire at night.

A community good turn will be a part of the programme.

There will be a visit to a sanctuary of Australian Wild -life where some of
the unique animals will be seen.

Tours in other States and Billeting before and after the Moot will only be

arranged if a request for such accommodation is sent to Moot Headquarters with
the application form.

Camp Fires: All contingents will be invited to present items at camp
fires which will be organised throughout the period of the Moot.

Passport: A MUST. Check with your travel agent or carrier booking
officer in case a visa or endorsement is necessary.

Vaccination. A valid international certificate against smallpox essential.

Currency: All currency must be declared at Customs on arrival, although
there is no limit on the amount vou may carry in traveller’s cheques. Bank notes

are limited to the amount allowed out of the country whose currency is
concerned.

Taxation Clearance: There is no tax for visitors who do_not wark for
gain, but every visitor must obtain a taxation cleatance before leaving Australia.

Recognition through U. $. Food Gift.

The United State has come forward to provide food for five
lakh school children in the State of Madras for the next 12 months.
This announcement was made by Mr. George McGovern, Director
of President Kennedy’s Food—for-Peace Programme at a ceremony
attended by the President of Madras Bharat Scouts and Guides,
Sri C. Subramaniam, Minister for Finance, Government of Madras.
Thanking the U. S. for the gift, Sri Subramaniam, is reported to
have said that this gift would help the Madras State Government to
achieve its goal of increassing School enrolment which had been
held back by low standard of living and nutrition deficiency.

Prof. Kenneth Galbraith, U. S. Ambassador to India who
participated in the ceremony praised the Madras Government
saying that it was a *‘ good Government > which invested in edu-
cation and other social programmes as well as economic investment.

He said that the City of Madras was one of the most progres-
sive communities in the world and should be visited by more
Americans than had gone there in the past.

5. Write 15 lines explaining the aims and purpose of Tagore in forming
Vishwa Bharati.

6. Who wrote our National Anthem ? Explain in a few lines the main
idea and theme of this song.

It is hoped that all Scouts and Guides will do their best to win this Special
Badge. All District Commissioners are requested to furnish to the State Head-
quarters an idea of the number of Scouts and Guides who are likely to appear
for this test, by the August 15, 1961. Besides training the boys and girls to
earn this Special Badge, Commissioners are requested to suggest to Group
Scouters to arrange for at least one meeting during the Centepary Celebrations
to speak to the Boys and Girls about Tagore’s life and his contribution to
India and to the world. Reports of such meetings may be sent to the Head-

quarters for publication in the Bulletin.
